Cattle RaiiSer?» 
Meeting Set For 
March 12 to U

DALLAS. Mai eh 9. — When 
Texas and Southw estern eatlle i 
raisers meet in Dallas, March 12- i 
14, for the ir 74th annual eon- I 
vention, they will be return ing  | 
to a center which knew the baw l­
ing and dust and Longhorn trail 
herds when m any of its sister 
cities w ere still lonely frontier 
outposts.

W ayne C ard , widely - known 
Texas au thor and new spaperm an, 
in an article in the M arch 1 is­
sue of The C attlem an, official 
organ of the Texas and South­
w estern C attle Raisers A ssociat­
ion, recalls the era when carly- 
duy cowmen frequented  the C ru ­
tchfield House in Dallas to shoot 
the breeze and dine on buffalo 
tongue, vension and %vild duck.

The old Shaw nee T rail, which 
preceded the Chisholm T iail, led 
northw ard  through Dallas all 
through the 1850‘s, G ard relates. 
It crossed the Red River at P res­
ton and went along m e eastern  
edge of the Indian Territory, 
through Fort Gibson. At B axter 
Springs, Kansas, it divided into 
st'vcral branches that led to Sed- 
alia, K ansas City aftd Nebraska 
points.

Trail hc'rds w eic a common 
sight in Dallas in Uiul decade. 
"Several la ige droves of cattle 
have passed through this place 
during the present season,” not­
ed  a Dallas new spaper in June, 
1850. 'T h e y  are brought mostly 
from the upper Biazos and ca r­
ried to Missouri, to be sold for 
beef or to furnish team s for 
California em igrants." soon the 
driving of Longhorns up this 
tra il became a lucrative trade.

In 1854, reported the Texas 
S tate Gazette, about fifty thou­
sand cuttle crossed the Red Riv­
e r  at Preston on the ir w ay to 
norhern m arkets. The growing 
tension over slavery seemed to 
have little  effect on this move­
ment.

Soon afte r the W ar betw een the 
•States, the Shaw nee T rail had 
to  be abandoned. The farm e"s' 
frontier was pushing w 'cstward, 
,.nd stockm en in eastern  Kansas 
jn d  w estern Mi soun w ere con­
cerned over the infection of their 
cattle w ith tick fever, which they 
called Texas fever.
