Our Constitutional tax levies were written into the Texas Con-
situation prior to 1900. These tax levies produce the operating
funds of your county, and are now as follows: Jury Fund .15
cents; Road and Bridge Fund .15 cents; Permanent Improve-
ment or Building Fund .25 cents; and General Operating

Since 1900 many changes in the various costs of operating
a county government have taken place. Consequently adjust-
ments in these tax levies for Eastland County are necessary to
operate its government with more efficiency. The Jury Fund,
out of which the jurors and other court costs are paid, does not
need the full .15 cent tax. Likewise the permanent or building
fund does not need the entire .25 cent tax. In recent years the
Legislature has enacted laws which have added to the tax bur-

den supported by the Road and Bridge Fund and the General
Operating Fund.

The present state laws permit changes in these constitutional

tax levies for a period of 6 years if voted by the property own-

‘ ers of the county. In view of these laws and in view of the
need of the adjustments in the tax levies the Commissioners’

Courthas called a Re-Allocation Election for November 13th.

Therefore, the Re-Allocation Election merely gives vour
Commissioners’ Court the authority to re-arrange the operat-
ing tax levies of the county for a period of 6 years, THESE

In The State of Texas

Enforcement Begins January 1, 1952, Oa this date, the new Safety Respoasibility Law,
as passed by the Legislature, goes into effect. This law was designed to protect you against financially icrespon-
sible drivers and owners of motor vehicles involved in accidents. It affects all drivers and motor vehicle owners

(except Federal, State, County and City-owned cars).

What Must You Do A fter An Accident? Under existing laws, you must file a written
report to the Department of Public Safety if your car is involved in an accident where there is a death, an injury
or property damage in excess of $25. Under the new law, a written report must be filed within tew days if your
car is in an accident resulting in death, injury or property damage in excess of $100.

You Don’t Have to Carry Liability Insurance, But . . . 1 you are not insured
against bodily injury and property damage liability, you must be able to deposit with the Department of Public
Safety security equal to the estimated damage, not exceeding $15,000.00, to cover all claims growing out of an
accident anywhere in Texas in which you or your motor vehicle were involved. If you cannot establish financial

responsibility for the future, your driver’s license and your motor vehicle license plates are automatically

suspended.
It’s Bly to Establish Financial R?Wﬂlibilify with a motor vehicle liability insus-

ance policy. If you do not now have such a policy, call your local insurance agent today. He is a qualified insus-

ance counselor who will be happy to advise you concerning your needs.

What is the Minimum of Your Liability? Thelaw permits each driver o establish
the following minimum limits of liability: up to $5,000.00 for injuries sustained by one person; up to $10,000.00
for all personal injuries resulting from one accident, and up to $5,000.00 for property damage. You do not have
to establish such liability but it is the easiest way.
