Friday morning April 25 
Friona Police Lt. Andy 
Stormcs made a routine traf­
fic stop on west Highway 
60. The 2000 Lincoln Naviga­
tor was pulled over on a seat 
belt violation. The Lincoln 
was occupied by two females 
and the passenger did not 
have her scat belt fastened.

After a scries of questions 
of the ladies Lt. Stormes be­

came suspicious and received 
permission to search the ve­
hicle. Assisted by Officer 
Billy Williams, they found 
$11.340 in cash and a small 
amount of cocaine inside. 
The money^was in a console 
under a DVD player wrapped 
in a plastic garbage bag.

Lt. Stormes said the pair 
had delivered approximately 
68 pounds of marijuana to

Oklahoma and believed the 
cash found was the proceeds 
from that sale. The cash, the 
2000 Lincoln Navigator, and 
the cocaine were all seized 
by the Friona Police Depart­
ment. The two occupants 
were arrested and transported 
to the Parmer County Deten­
tion Center in Farwcll where 
they later bonded out and 
were released.

Cynthia Atlame. 22, of San 
Elizario, Texas, was charged 
with money laundering more 
than $1,500 but less than 
$20,000 and possession of a 
controlled substance. 
Guadalupe Longoria, 28, of El 
Paso, Texas, was charged with 
money laundering more than 
$ 1,5(X) but less than $20,000.

Lt. Stormes said the Friona 
Police Department was eli­

gible to keep about 70% of 
the seized funds (about 
$8,000) with the balance go­
ing to the district attorney’s 
office. As for the Lincoln 
Navigator, he said the ve­
hicle had almost 150,000 miles 
on it and is believed to have 
a lien against it. If the lien is 
more than the value of the 
vehicle it would most likely 
be released.

Grain associations unhappy with governor

Texas Governor Rick Perry' 
submitted a request to the 
U. S. Department of Energy 
for a waiver of the Renew­
able Fuels Standard (RFS). 
The waiver request recom­
mends a 50-percent reduction 
in the mandate for ethanol 
produced from grain.

Both the National Sorghum 
Producers and the Texas 
Com Producers took offense 
and promptly sent letters of 
protest to the governor. Both 
grains are used in the pro­
duction of ethanol. The 
higher prices of the grains

have caused many to blame 
com and sorghum producers 
for increases in food prices.

Governor Perry’s letter to 
the EPA claims that a 50 per­
cent waiver of the RFS will 
dramatically and immediately 
reduce grocery store prices 
in the State of Texas. That 
seems unlikely.

A Texas A&M study re­
leased last w'eek is said to 
indicate the effects of a RFS 
waiver on the price of food 
and feed are minimal. The 
study says other market fac­
tors such as the price of oil,

post-farm marketing, and the 
cost of labor are driving up 
food costs, not grain prices.

“Governor Perry has cho­
sen to systematically ignore 
the findings of Texas A&M’s 
study and oversimplify an ex­
tremely complicated economic 
issue,” said Tim Lust, CEO 
of the National Sorghum Pro­
ducers. Mr. Lust said the re­
newable fuels industry (etha­
nol) is lowering the cost of 
every gallon of gasoline sold 
in America today. That is a 
difficult position to justify in 
light of gasoline prices head­

ing daily toward $4 per gallon.
The Com Producers say 

that the governor has chosen 
to support the livestock sec­
tor on the Texas economy. 
They say if demand for com 
is reduced it could cause acre­
age swings and breaks in mar­
ket prices. According to the 
Texas Com Producers, any sig­
nificant break in the price of 
com will throw com farmers 
into an economic loss.

They allege Governor Perry 
is attempting to help bring 
down the cost of cattle feed 
and therefore protect the live­
stock sector. Com producers 
counter that distiller’s grain, 
an ethanol byproduct sold for

cattle feed, accounts for one- 
third of the volume of com.

Another Texas A&M study 
showed the governor’s waiver 
request would possibly have 
no impact on com demand, 
price, or use. The Com Pro­
ducers Board’s letter to the 
governor says, “However, we 
remain concerned that by en­
tering this discussion at such 
a critical time in our produc­
tion year, your letter can 
negatively impact the grain 
market."

The discussion continues
0

among producers whether 
higher com prices or higher 
fuel prices arc the reason for 
higher grocery prices.

Hi-Pro Feeds of Friona has 
announced the purchase of 
Gore Bros. Inc., and Gore’s 
Trucking, Inc. The transac­
tion was expected to close 
Tuesday, April 29.

The purchase, valued at 
$24.2 million, will add two 
additional feed mills for Hi- 
Pro, one in Clovis, NM. and 
one in Comanche, Tx. Gore’s 
Trucking Co. is headquar­
tered in Comanche where the 
feed and trucking company 
began back in the 40s.

According to Hi-Pro gen­
eral manager Noel White, 
Gore Bros, produces about

550,000 tons of feed annu­
ally, primarily serving dairies. 
Gore began in Comanche and 
purchased the feed mill in 
Clovis in the late 90s.

Hi-Pro Feeds is a wholly 
owned subsidiary of Viterra, 
Inc. of Regina, Saskatchewan, 
Canada. The company has 
extensive operations and dis­
tribution across Western 
Canada as well as in Japan 
and the United States. It is 
estimated that the Gore pur­
chase will increase the 
company’s livestock feed and 
services segment by approxi­
mately 20%.
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death at running water draw: 
the waddell-caldwell tragedy

To he the catalyst mid 
clearing house for local his­
tory is one of the important 
functions of a local commu­
nity newspaper like this one.

Bringing together people 
and history is also one of 
the more satisfying accom­
plishments for us weekly 
newspaper publishers. Such 
an event took place here af­
ter last week’s Friona Star hit 
the streets.

In it was the following let­
ter to tiie editor:

“Just stumbled on your 
website again after several 
years. I really do want to 
thank you for your research 
on my grandfather, Claude 
St. Clair Waddell, known as 
Doc Waddell back in the 30s. 
Your article cleared up a lot 
of things for me and helped 
to bring some peace of mind 
about the gentleness mid 
love of this old feller, for me, 
when I was a child

1 mn still trying to make it 
to Friona one of these days 
just to see the area where 
his family drowned and the 
location of his cotton gin 
and properties here."

The email was signed Ray 
Dixon with no address given. 
Parmer County historian Hugh 
Moseley read the letter and it 
triggered his memory' of a 
tragic day long ago.

On August 29, 1932, the C. 
S. “Doc” Waddell family was 
returning from a trip to 
Roswell, New Mexico. When 
they reached the Mustang 
Draw Vi-mile east of Bovina, 
water was running over the 
road from a 12-inch rainfall. 
Mr. Waddell retreated south 
through Bovina to the 
Dimmitt Highway (Hwy 86) 
to try and continue east.

This is the account of what 
happened next according to 
Page 130 in the Prairie

Progress Volume II county 
history: “As he approached 
the culvert spanning the 
Running Water Draw he 
sensed danger mid decided 
to return to BoVina to spend 
the night. The twelve-inch 
rain had swollen the current 
to above the running board 
depth and when the car 
moved backwards it skidded. 
The impact of the rushing 
water hurled the car and its 
occupants off the embank­
ment into the raging stream”

The car rolled over two or 
tliree times with the family in­
side: Mr Waddell, his wife Grace 
who w'as 38, Grace Viiginia 6, 
Hazel, 4, and Billie Mac, 2.

When the car stopped roll­
ing he broke his window and 
took the baby and sat her 
on the car then got his wife 
and the other two daughters 
out mid sat them on the car. 
He took the baby to the 
shore and told her to stay 
w'hile he got the rest of the 
family but she followed him 
back into the water.

He took her back to shore
9

and called to some people to 
help. They took the baby but 
as he turned to go after the 
others he heard a splash. The 
car was swept from its moor­
ing and they were gone. A 
few' seconds later the lights 
of the car flashed up from 
the middle of the stream 
about 200 yards away. Mrs. 
Waddell, Grace, and Hazel 
drowned.

Mr. Waddell was the owner 
of Friona Gin. They had lived 
in Friona five years at the 
time of the tragedy.

A man named Richard 
Caldwell of Bovina joined a 
rescue party' and was also 
drowned when he fell off his 
horse while attempting to 
ford the swollen stream. He 
w'as a 1929 graduate of

Bovina High School, the son 
of Mr. and Mrs. E. T. 
Caldwell. He had one sister, 
Reta, and three brothers, 
Gcoige, Willis, and Tolly, all 
of Bovina.

According to Hugh 
Moseley, the third daughter, 
Billie Mac, survived mid later 
married and had a child. There 
is a deeper connection Mr. 
Moseley has to this tragedy. 
As certified in his genealogi­
cal file at the Friona library, 
Hugh Moseley and his 
brother Jack may be one of 
the few living persons who 
attended the funeral service 
for Grace Vivian, Grace Vir­
ginia, and Hazel Waddell. 
Hugh was 6-years-old at the 
time, the same age as the 
older Waddell daughter.

“I remember my dad lifting 
me up so I could see in the 
casket,” Moseley said. ‘The 
mother had one little girl on 
her right arm and the other 
little girl on her left arm and 
die three of them were bur­
ied iu the one casket in the 
Friona Cemetery. These little 
girls were our age and would 
have been our classmates if

they had lived.”
We have since emailed mid 

received a reply mid address 
for Doc Waddell’s grandson 
Ray Dixon. He says: “I mn 
DoC Waddell’s only heir at 
this point as all my family 
and his arc gone. I have been 
try ing to piece together a 
book for my heirs with their 
genealogy.” He gave an ad­
dress in Brownsville, Tennes­
see.

We think Mr. Dixon found 
info on our website from one 
of the Centennial Moments 
archives from last year. How­
ever he found us, we arc 
glad he did. Preserving an 
area’s history’ and passing it 
along to generations is a 
worthy endeavor.

We hope many of you will 
take the time to submit your 
family's Parmer County his­
tory to the historical commis­
sion for the third county his­
tory book. Info about it is 
on the front page this week.

Who knows, fifty years 
from now one of your heirs 
may be looking for informa­
tion about you. We think that 
is important.

G overn or ign ores in terests o f  agricu ltu re
Texas Governor Rick Perry 

submitted a request to the 
U.S. Environmental Protec­
tion Agency (EPA) for a 
waiver of the Renewable 
Fuels Standard (RFS) man­
dated by the Energy Inde­
pendence and Security Act 
of 2007 that requires fuel 
producers to use at least 36 
billion gallons of ethanol by 
2022. The requested waiver 
is for a 50 percent reduc­
tion in the RFS.

Texas Com Producers As­
sociation, Com Producers 
Association of Texas and 
Texas Grain Sorghum Asso­
ciation are very disap­
pointed in the governor’s 
request he submitted with­
out soliciting input from the 
state’s grain producers. The 
request only takes the live­
stock sector of the Texas 
economy into account and 
ignores the potential im­
pacts a waiver would have 
on all crops grown in Texas.

“We are concerned that a 
waiver of the RFS would 
have a negative impact on 
the cost of fuel in this state 
and this country,” said 
Scott Averhoff, Texas Corn 
Producers Board. ‘Trans­
portation costs are a sig­
nificant part of every dollar 
spent on food, and an in­
crease in fuel will continue 
to drive up the cost of 
food. The general consumer 
will feel the strain on all 
consumer goods.”

A study recently com­
pleted by the Agricultural & 
Food Policy Center at Texas 
A&M showed that the price 
of com has an insignificant 
impact' on the price of food. 
This study, which was com­
missioned by the governor 
and die Texas Commissioner 
of Agriculture, Todd Staples, 
also showed that a waiver 
on the RFS would have little

to no impact on the price of 
com.

The study did not prove 
what the governor had origi­
nally hoped, but instead 
showed that the grain sector 
provides $2.7 billion to the 
Texas economy. In addition, 
the A&M study showed that 
com prices have only af­
fected the fed cattle-feeder 
steer price spread, whereas 
labor costs have largely af­
fected all facets of fives tock 
production in Texas.

“We are disappointed, yet 
not surprised, that the gov­
ernor has chosen to ignore 
the true facts that are caus­
ing higher food prices at 
retail and press forward with 
a request to low'er the re­
newable fuels standard, 
which will affect our pro­
ducers’ bottom line in a 
negative manner,” said Dan 
Krienke, a farmer in Ochiltree 
County and president of the 
Texas Grain Sorghum Asso­
ciation. “Likewise, we are 
equally disappointed that 
the commissioner of agri­
culture concurred with the 
waiver request.”

The governor has chosen 
to take sides on an issue 
that will have a negative im­
pact on some segments of 
the agricultural economy of 
Texas, and the cost to the 
consumer at the grocery 
store and the fuel pump.

“This could potentially 
cause acreage swings and 
breaks in market prices if 
the demand for com is re­
duced,” Averhoff said. 
“Any significant break in 
the price of com will throw 
our com farmers into an 
economic loss just like the 
governor is trying to fix for 
the livestock sector.”

In his letter to the EPA, 
Gov. Perry states the USDA 
projects 30-35 percent of

United States’ com crop will 
be used to produce ethanol 
in 2008, which he claims will 
have a negative impact on 
the state’s livestock indus­
try. However, the governor 
fails to mention that Texas’ 
three operating ethanol 
plants, which are producing 
between 100 and 340 million 
gallons a year, are located 
in the heart of the state’s 
livestock industry and pro­
duce a bountiful supply of 
distillers grains, a byproduct 
of ethanol that is used as a 
high quality feed ration for 
livestock.

Texas drivers last week 
paid an average of $3.41 per 
gallon of regular unleaded 
gasoline at the pump. The 
addition of ethanol in gaso­
line lowers the price be­
tween $.29 and $.40 per gal­
lon. Without the influence 
of ethanol, gas prices would 
be in the range of $3.70 to 
$3.80 per gallon.

“Gov. Perry ’s sho rt­
sighted decision is good 
news for our enemies who 
want to see the United 
States stay dependent on 
foreign oil,” said Darol 
Lindloff, chief executive of­
ficer of Panda Ethanol. “As

the governor of the nation’s 
leading oil state, he would 
rather send $1.3 billion dol­
lars a day oversees for the 
purchase of foreign oil than 
use it here at home to help 
fanners pay for their ever in­
creasing production costs.”

L indoff said the 
governor’s ill-informed po­
sition is driven by special 
interest groups and has no 
regard for the energy secu­
rity of our nation. “And as 
a waiver of the renewable 
fuel standard will have little 
or no impact on the price 
of com, it is evident that 
he is more concerned with 
political expediency than he 
is the facts.”

‘The Governor’s decision 
to ask for the waiver shows 
lack of understanding of the 
issues as it relates to food 
prices,” said Omer Sagheer, 
vice president of marketing 
and public policy for White 
Energy Holding Company, 
LLC, w'ho also has ethanol 
plants in the Texas pan­
handle. “A reduction in the 
RFS will drive up fuel prices 
and will increase food prices 
for the consumers, not just 
here in Texas, but around 
the country.

What to do when we goof

So you’ve made a mistake. You know it 
and so does the rest of the world. What do 
you do about it?

Consider what American Idol contestant. 
Brooke White did. She began to sing a 
song and almost immediately forgot the lyr­
ics. What were her options?

Option 1: She could have run off the stage 
in shame. Option 2: She could have covered 
up her mistake by singing the wrong lyrics 
and hoped no one would notice. Option 3: 
She could have admitted her mistake immedi­
ately and corrected it by starting over, giving 
her the opportunity to remember the lyrics.

If you’re a fan of the show like me, you 
know what she did — option number 3. 
And I give her kudos for her choice.

I think it accurate to say that we don’t 
usually make mistakes purposefully since 
most of us would say we don’t want to 
learn “the hard way”. I know I would rather 
“get it right” the first time. Still, it seems we 
discover a mistake only in hindsight — 
sometimes the moment after making it or 
sometimes not till we’re further down the 
wrong path. Regardless of when we realize 
a mistake, dealing with it appropriately re­
quires courage and integrity.

Running away from a mistake will never 
help us discover the valuable lesson wait­
ing for us to learn. I’ve certainly done my 
share of running from mistakes. For me, it 
may have been more of not taking responsi­
bility for the mistake that was mine. It was 
easier to avoid facing, this difficult truth. 
But was it really?

When a mistake we’ve made hurts others 
or causes problems for others, it is our 
selfishness and pride that feeds the unnec­
essary1,pain that a'Corrected nlistake would' 
alleviate. When wC're the only one suffer­

ing from our mistake, we will never get free 
from the misery and suffering our mistake is 
causing us, until we correct it. Then we 
would be ready to learn the lesson that will 
keep us from making the same mistake again.

Trying to hide a mistake is simply another 
way to avoid facing it and correcting it. It is 
also another way to deny responsibility. 
The cost is a high price to pay. It could be 
your credibility that is lost.

I don’t know if Brooke White will be the 
next American Idol or not. But she is sincere, 
genuine and honest, and I for one love her 
voice and style. I was in no way surprised by 
her ability to immediately compose herself 
alter making a mistake — in front of millions I 
might add — and start again singing her song 
correctly and beautifully.

She gave us a good example for what to 
do when we goof. Stay calm. Keep our cool. 
Gather our thoughts. Consider what to do 
next to remedy the situation. And then do 
it. Don’t panic. Don’t run. Don’t cover-up. 
Don’t over-analyze or dwell on it. As the 
Nike slogan says, “Just do it.”

Although it may at first seem difficult to do 
the right thing after you make a mistake, people 
will respect and appreciate your honesty. Per­
haps at times people won’t immediately value 
you owning up to the mishap or maybe even 
want to punish you for your failings.

But I know I’ve learned my greatest and 
most memorable lessons from my mistakes. 
I’ve always gained much more than I’ve 
lost from the experiences. And usually, if 
I’ve lost anything, it has been something 
that needed to be lost so 1 could gain 
something even better.

The piece o f  paper had enough information on it to tell who he wanted to pay the 
money to and how much. \V7jen the teller took the tom piece o f  brown sack and the man 
asked i f  he could gel his check cashed the teller let out a laugh you could hear all over the 
bank. She gave the man his money and brought the check back for us to sec in bookkeep­
ing.

That check was passed all around the bank and we all got a good laugh out o f  it. Every­
one in the bank knew i f  he wanted to pay the man on a brown piece o f  tom paper then we 
would just go ahead and let him. It was what he wanted to do and it was his money. People 
do come first and did before it became a slogan for the bank.

Living in Friona you will Find you can do things you can't do anywhere else because 
people know you and care about you. Our family grew and we sent our two children, 
Doris and David, through 12 years o f  school in Friona. Now our grandsons Tyler and 
Truman Hough are both in school here.

I f  you have lived in Friona long enough you will wonder who the farmer was and i f  
you lived here long enough you would know' him but I can’t tell you his name because ev­
erything is always confidential at Friona Stale Bank.

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W ind power: a note of caution
By DREW THORNLEY

Who knew a “free” source 
of energy could be so ex­
pensive?

The Electric Reliability 
Council of Texas recently es­
timated that billions of dol­
lars in investment will be 
needed to transmit wind-gen­
erated electricity from the ar­
eas of Texas most suitable 
for wind generation—West 
Texas and the Panhandle— 
to the areas of the state that 
need energy the most—the 
1-35 corridor and the upper 
Gulf Coast. These costs will 
be borne by Texas ratepayers. 
How did we get here?

Renewable energy man­
dates and subsidies have 
paved the way for Texas’ 
wind energy boom. Today, 
Texas leads the nation in 
installed wind power capac­
ity, adding 1,708 megawatts 
(MW) in 2007, bringing its 
total to 4,446 MW by the 
end the year. California is a 
distant second, with a total 
of 2,439 MW by year’s end. 
In 2007, 0.77% of the 
nation’s total electric gen­
eration came from wind en­
ergy; here in Texas, wind 
accounts for 2% of total 
generation.

Robust wind power expan­
sion is expected, as Texas 
producers are required to 
generate 5,880 MW of re­
newable energy by 2015 and 
face a 10,000-MW target for 
2025. To this end, $700 mil­
lion went into new wind 
Texas farms in January.

Wind energy proponents 
extol wind as free, safe, and 
clean, but these characteriza­
tions miss the point. Energy 
users expect reliability, and 
challenges dot the path from 
wind to the electric grid to 
energy consumer.

For wind turbines to pro­
duce power, the wind must 
blow. Because the wind 
does not blow constantly, 
wind turbines produce a 
fraction of their potential 
generating capacities. Fur­
thermore, winds blows the 
least during the summer 
months when power is 
needed the most. ERCOT re­
lies on just 8.7% of wind 
power’s capacity when de­
termining available power 
during peak summer hours. 
Also, due to wind’s inter- 
mittency, wind farms must 
rely on conventional power 
sources to back up their 
supply.

Besides generous federal 
subsidies and tax incentives, 
Texas entices wind develop­
ers with tax exemptions and 
deductions;* yet wind power 
remains more expensive per 
kilowatt-hour than conven­
tional energy sources.

ERCOT’s estimates for 
transmitting West Texas wind 
energy, under four different 
scenarios, range from $3.78 
billion to $6.28 billion. ERCOT

estimated costs by using 
straight-line lengths for trans­
mission cables. Thus, trans­
mission costs were estimated 
using a best-case-scenario 
approach and, as such, 
should be considered mini- 
mums. Add to this ERCOT’s 
estimates of $410 million to 
$1.03 billion for connecting 
wind generation to the new 
collection substations.

Wind energy also comes 
with legitimate environmen­
tal concerns. Wind farms re­
quire vast tracts of land, 
disrupting farming acreage 
and animal habitats; and tur­
bine blades kill thousands 
of birds each year, includ­
ing protected species.

ERCOT estimates Texas’ 
•electricity demand will rise 
20% by 2015 and 43% by 
2025. Texas must remain fo­
cused on providing its resi­
dents with affordable, reliable 
energy and not turn its back 
on fossil fuels, which can 
meet our needs and are 
cleaner than ever before.

Wind alone cannot meet 
the increasing demand we 
face. Rather, wind is one stick 
in a bundle of larger sticks, 
all of which can and should 
contribute to meeting energy 
demands. Wind should be 
part of a diversified portfolio 
of energy resources, an­
chored by the traditional en­
ergy sources that have the 
capacity to meet Texas’ bur­
geoning energy needs.
