Carbon Monoxide
Is Silent Enemy

t was offered at the

To Guard Against

AUSTIN, Dec. 4. — “You can't
see it . . . you can't smell it . . .
you can't taste it and yet it can
kill you,” said Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer, referring
to carbon monoxide. A silent
enemy, it strikes i1ts victims in
closed rooms, garages and cars
where wood, coal, gasoline, or
natural gas is burning

Some victimg of this silent
poisoner never knew their life
was in danger. As others died,
have realized that the

they may
killer was at hand, but were
helpless to do anything about

it. They were so benumbed that
they could not get out into the
fresh air; they couldn't walk or
even stand up. Those who es-
cape death, once this silent killer
permeates a closed room, gar-
age or automobile, are rescued by
someone who discovers their
plight.

Carbon monoxide is given off

when wood, coal, gasoline or
natural gas is burning, but not
all the gas is burned. Its danger
is greatest in cold weather be-
cause people tend to close their
houses and cars so tight that no
fresh air can circulate. When
this happens, carbon monoxide
accumulates to a dangerous con-
centration. It kills because it

prevents the victim from gettingé

enough oxygen.

To help prevent such deaths all |

stoves should be vented, keep

heated rooms ventilated, do not!

leave gas heaters burning while
you and your family are asleep,
do not entirely close all the win-

dows in your car and do not run|

your car in a closed garage.
Whether heaters

your stoves,
and your car serve you and
family usefully, capably and

safely, or whether they become
agencies of death depend upon
how wisely you use them. Re-
member, ventilate at all times.

‘Outlook Improves

On Farm Sections

After Good Rains

Optimism over the much im-
proved outlook for the 1953 wheat
crop and for winter range and
pasture feed has displaced the
gloom which prevailed ten days
ago on Texas farms. Precipita-
tion in the form of slow rain,
sleet and snow has effectively
broken the extended drought over
the eastern half of the State

In the northwest it has pro-
vided sufficient surface moisture
for germination and early growth
of “dusted Iin” wheat and will
revive growth of that acreage
which was up and still holding
on. Much additional timely rain
will be needed to maintain the
crop through the winter, how-
ever, as subsoil moisture is still
completely lacking in that area.
Additional seeding of intended

_acreage which has been delayed

because of powder dry soil will
be rushed to completion as soon
as the snow cover melts and soils
d[':vv

Wheat and oats in north Texas
were up to uniform stands and
making satisfactory development.
In east Texas and along the upper
coast, winter cover crops and
small grain for pasture were
coming along. Farmers will
move fast to plant additional
small grain, winter legume and
cover crops as soon as fields
dryv. A few days of warmer
weather are now needed in all
areas to permit growing Ccrops
and new seeding to gain optimum
advantage of the present moisture

supply.
Harvesting operations were
stopped in practically all com-

mercial vegetable areas by cold,
rainy weather. Light rains fell
in the Coastal Bend the early
part of the week and fairly
heavy rains accompanied by low
temperatures were received in
the area extending from Browns-
ville to Del Rio during the latter
part of the week.

Temperatures were nbt low
enough to cause plant damage to
tender crops, but the quality of
some matured tomatoes may be
lowered and growth of imma-
tured crops retarded. Field work

in general was interrupted, par-

ticularly the transplanting of
onions in irrigated sections and
seeding of considerable acreage
vet to be planted in the dry-land
sections. Some of the hardy type
vegetables are expected to be
benefited materially by the im-
proved moisture situation and
cooler weather.

Farmers and ranchers in all
parts of the State were wearing
a broad smile because of the re-
vived prospects for some green
winter pasture and a smaller
winter feed bill. In northern,
eastern, and coastal counties,
green feed was coming along,
but still short, while in other
areas most small grains, winter
grass, clovers and weeds were
just starting. Warmer weather
was needed to bring on this much
needed feed. On the high plains
snow cover closed ranges and
forced increased supplemental
feeding of stock. Marketing of
cattle and sheep dropped abruptly
as rains revived hopes for winter
feed.
