Sheriff warns of illegal 
dead cattle dumping 

On July 2, 2008, the Parmer County Sheriff's Office ar-
rested a subject for illegal dumping of dead cattle in or near 
a roadway. The incident occurred north of Highway 86 on 
County Road 23. 

Roberta Lynn VanLeer, who lives near Lazbuddie but has 
a Friona address, was arrested and charged with illegal 
dumping. Several dead Holstein calves were later removed 
by VanLeer's husband. A court date is pending in Parmer 
County Court. 

The offense is a Class B misdemeanor and could result in 
a fine of not more than $2,000 and a sentence ot not more 
than 180 days in jail. 

Sheriff Randy Genes said, "While difficult to determine 
the origin of some of these dumped cattle, the Partner 
County Sheriff's Office will pursue and file charges on 
those found to be dumping any trash illegally and this 
specifically includes any-and all dead animals."

Hot weather and stagnant 

water can be ideal conditions 
for mosquitoes. With the re-
cent rain in the county it is 
time to remind everyone of 
the possibility of West Nile 
Virus. 

There were some folks slap-
ping mosquitoes during the 
Friday night fireworks at the 
football field. Most mosqui-
toes are just annoying but 
some rpay carry West Nile 
Virus so take some steps to 
protect yourself and your 
family. 

The best way is to use an 
insect repellent every time 
you are outdoors. Look for 
repellents that contain DEET, 
picaridin, or oil of lemon eu-
calyptus. This advice is from 
the Texas Health Department. 

West Nile can cause po-
tentially serious illnesses. 
Mosquitoes get infected 
when they bite infected birds 
and other animals, then bite 
humans. It is not spread from 
person to person. 

Drain standing water 
around your house and on 
your property. Empty those 
cans, buckets, old tires, rain  

would run the most ethical 
administration in history. Ha!

cers under potted plants. 
Change the water in pet bowls, 
birdbaths, and wading pools 
several times a week. 

Limit your time outdoors 
between dusk and dawn. 
That's when mosquitoes are 
most active. Wear clothing 
that covers as much skin as 
possible. Mosquitoes can 
bite through thin clothing so 
spray your clothing with re-
pellent too. (Be sure to fol-
low label directions on repel-
lents). Mosquito-proof your 
house too by checking door 
seals and window screens. 

Symptoms of West Nile Vi-
rus include fever, severe 
headache, muscle and bone 
aches, nausea, and drowsi-
ness. More serious symptoms 
are a stiff neck, visual prob-
lems, altered taste, body trem-
ors, mental confusion, 
memory loss and seizures. 

These symptoms usually 
appear from 3-14 days after a 
person is bitten. See a doc-
tor if you suspect you have 
any of these symptoms. 
There is no specific treat-
ment for West Nile infections.

I was born September 21, 1924 in Hunt County near Paris, 
Texas. My parents were Claude and Golden Tillman. There 
were ten of us kids, five boys and five girls. I was second 
to the oldest, so I did a lot of baby sitting and helped 
around the house. I had an older brother! Four of my 
brothers and sisters are deceased. . 

Dad was a laborer, so we moved around a lot. My mother 
was a homemaker. With ten kids she was always busy! 

As kids we loved to play. We liked climbing trees! Even though 
it was a hard life we always managed to have lots of fun. 

I started school around Cooper, Texas and then moved to 
Red River County to a two-room school that a mother and 
son taught. It was really down in the boonies! Then we 
moved to Greenville and went to school at Cash, and later 
moved to Littlefield and went to school at Spade. I was old 
enough to be on my own, so I moved to Hereford and got a 
job waiting on tables at the Greenhedge Cafe.

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CRP tax treatment in flux 
The National Sorghum Producers July 3 newsletter, Sor-

ghum E-Notes, had this to say about Conservation Reserve 
Program (CRP) and the IRS: 

Under the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP), owners 
and operators of eligible land may enter into a contract with 
the Secretary of Agriculture to enroll land in the program 
and convert it to less intensive use under an approved 
conservation plan. In return participants receive an annual 
payment that the statute refers to as "rent". 

Legislation establishing and extending the program has 
been silent as to the appropriate tax treatment of these 
payments. For many years the Internal Revenue Service 
generally treated the payments as farming income when 
received by someone who was engaged in the trade or 
business of farming, but as rental income when received by 
others. 

The IRS's position appears to have changed to one that 
would treat all CRP payments as farming income and thus 
subject to self-employment tax. Recently the IRS published 
a proposed revenue ruling that explains its treatment of CRP 
payments as income from the trade or business of farming, 
and thus subject to self-employment tax. 

Currently, case law provides some support for the IRS's 
position that the CRP's annual rental payments are not rent: 
that is excludible from self-employment tax: This case law 
has not, however, considered CRP payments received by 
individuals who were not previously engaged in farming 
and who have purchased property and immediately enrolled 
it in the CRP (or agreed to continue the enrollment begun 
by the previous owner/operator). 

Neither have courts considered CRP payments . to those 
who hire third parties to perform activities required by the 
CRP contract.
