Aerial Spraying Program Planned In This Section
AUSTIN, June 4.—Continuing 

the agrieiiltiiral aviation program, 
the Texas Aeronautics Commis­
sion and Its co-sponsors, the Tex ­
as Flying Farmers and the Texas 
A & M College System, will hold 
the third Field Day Demonstra­
tion of the year in I.aimpasas 
County at l^ometa, Texas, June 
29th at 10;00 a. m. The site will 
be the new Lometa Airstrip loca­
ted 4.6 miles northwest of town 
on the A. G. Kirby ranch.

This demonstration of aerial 
applications will be held in con­
junction with the city of !>>meta, 
Lometa Lions Club, the Hill 
Country Soil Conservation Dis­
trict, District Agent R. G. Burwell 
County Agent Don W. Callahan 
of I.,ampasas, and the county 
agents of the other 19 counties 
composing District Eight: Bell, 
Bo.que, Brown, Burnet, Calla­
han, Comanche, Coryell, Eastland, 
Krath, Falls, Hamilton, Hill, Hood, 
Limestone, McLennon, Milam, 
Mills, Somervell, and Williamson.

Thirty acres of mesquite will 
be treated two weeks in advance 
with an aerial application of her­
bicides. This will give a before 
and after result on the day of 
the demonstration. Actual aerial 
seeding and fertilizing of the I^o- 
meta Airstrip plus aerial spraying 
of in.secticides for grasshopper 
control will be included in the 
program.

Aerial Applicators and Chemi­
cal Companies are again given 
their time, service and products 
to this Field Day Demonstration 
with the mam purpose to demon­
strate the increased yield of farm 
and ranch production through e f­
fective aerial application of her­
bicides and insecticides. Ground 
equipment will also be demon­
strated.

Short talks by experts will be 
made on “Agricultural Aviation,” 

 ̂"'^Pasture Care,”  “ Fertilizer,"* and 
“ Herbicide on Mixed Brush;’’ a 
complete program will be given 
at a later date.

“The Magic Barrel," telling the 
story of the benefits to humanity 
contributed by the oil industry, 
was the topic used by Bob T if­
fany, prominent Abilene business, 
church and civic leader, in his 
talk at the Cisco Rotary Club at 
the Hotel Victor coffee shop 
Thursday.

Tiffany, secretary-treasurer of 
the West Central Texas Oil and 
Gas As.sociation, used a big oil 
barrel in demonstrating his talk. 
From the "Magic Barrel" Tiffany 
pulled out dozens of items made 
from materials derived from oil 
and gas.

He sU'«sM(i. the itnpui taaee of 
the petrochemical industry, and 
comparatively new industry mak­
ing chemicals and other materials 
from petroleum and its kindred 
products. He said that approxi­
mately a half million compounds 
can be made U^day from petrol­
eum and that the forecast was 
that a million compounds could 
be made in the future.

From the magic barrel Tiffany 
took Items now being manufac­
tured from compounds of petro­
leum that added much to the com­
fort and enjoyment of the world. 
He explained that petroleum com­
pounds were being manufactured 
int(.> Items for the individual, the 
car, the home, the farm and in­
dustry.

He showed clothing, cosmetics, 
film, pharamaceuticals, soaps, 
sports equipment and toys being 
made for individual u.se He 
demonstrated items for the use of 
the car made from petroleum, 
such as anti-freeze, paints, plastic 
and n.vlon gears, tires and tubes, 
upholstery and many others. He 
told that the petroleum industry 
had contributed much to the man­
ufacture of hundreds of items to 
be used around the house and 
showed many of the items, includ­
ing building materials, decora­
tions, detergents, electric applian­
ces, frozen food wrappers, fumi­
gants. paints, preservatives, re­
frigerants and others.

He told how the industrv aided 
on the farm in the production and 
preservation of food and showed 
many of the items manufactured 
from petroleum products. Among 
the items were fertilizers, in.sec- 
tieides, soil conditioners, weed 
killers and medicines. In dem­
onstrating Items manufactured 
for industry he showed adhesives, 
cellophane, fibres, coatings, plas­
tics, printer’s ink, solvent.s, rub­
ber. lubricants and many others

But these same health officials 
are first to admit that a senatble 
bask in the sun makes a fine 
mental pick-me-up Overdoing 
It the fir'-t week of sunabiny 
weather is the thing that loads to 
trouble.

.Sunsliine ir large doses can 
kill you More than one “sun 
shine sucker" had succumbed to 
a hot sun when he wasn’t accus­
tomed to It Even at best over­
exposure can mean two or three 
miserable davs an d  sleepleas 
nights when a mere shirt ia tor­
ture

Some people are physically un­
able to tan Known medically 
as "heliophobes." t h e y  could 
spend the entire summer in the 
sun and all they’d get would be 
blisters on the blisters. The 
reason is that their skin lacks 
the pigment necessary to produce 
the tan tint, and each new ex­
posure means a new bum.

But if you simply have to have 
that golden sheen this summer, 
you can avoid disastrous compli­
cations by following these recom­
mendations from Dr. Henry A 
Holle, the state health officer.

Assuming you’re a typie wht> 
can tan a "heliophilac," that 
is — do It by repeated exposures 
of, say, 5 minutes for the first 
two or three days. Then increase 
exposure time to 15 minutes for 
a couple more days, and then 
30 or 45 minutes until you're 
well done.

After that, you’ll probably be 
safe as far as burning is con­
cerned But there is still the 
danger of sun stroke or heat 
prostration. ,

min D, as most people know 
What they apparently do not 
know is that ordinarily healthy 
people ran get all the vitamins 
required simply by normal living.

Ever wondered a b o u t  the 
source of freckles which some 
times spread so becomingly across 
an upturned female nose? Here’s 
the answer:

The color of everyone's skin is 
determined by the amount of 
pigment which is formed by the 
body as a defense against sun 
rays. Durk-eoinplexioned people 
have considerable, blondes very 
little, and albinos none at all.
