Dimes Program

Major General Keane L. Ber­
ry, Adjutant General of Texas 
and Commanding General of the 
Texas National Guard, has ac­
cepted the State Chairmanship of 
the 1955 March of Dimes in Tex­
a.s.

In accepting the post General 
Berry said: “Having been a pris­
oner of war for 40 months, I have 
some idea of the feelings of peo­
ple who are prisioners of an iron 
lung It took an all-out war to 
get my.self and the others re­
leased — so let’s mount an all-out 
attack against polio."

Robert J. Smith of Dallas, vol­
unteer state director of the March 
of Dimes campaigns in 1953 and 
1954, prai.sed the acceptance of 
General Berry of the annual 
fund raising campaign. "A l­
though we made great progress 
in Texas during those two years 
in which f was privileged to lead 
the campaigns, I anticipate even 
greater advances in 1955. In 
General Berry you have a man 
who, by his everyday work, is 
interested in the well-being and 
safety of texans 1 wish him ev­
ery success and stand ready to as­
sist him in every way possible."

With the polio incidence in 
Texas rising to a figure almost 
double the 1953 total for this 
time. General Berry feels that 
early organization for the coming 
campaign is most imp<'>rtant. “We 
must plan, we must practice, we 
must smooth ever.v rough edge 
so that when we set the March 
of Dimes into motion we will be 
certain that it will be one of the 
greatest," h e stated "Even 
though the National Foundation is 
on the right track, we can't let 
ourselves become overconfident.
