The 
Boy Scouts of America 
feels that everyone has 
the right to live what-
ever lifestyle they 
choose; however, some 
lifestyles are not con-
ducive to the type of 
leadership we want as 
role models in our pro-
gram. 

Several people have 
received a communica- 

tion recently from an 
organization called 
"The Claremont Ins- 

titute" soliciting con-
tributions to what it 
calls its "Boy Scouts 
Protection Campaign." 
According to the solici-
tations, contributions 
are supposedly to fund 
preparation of briefs in 
support of the Boy Scouts 
in pending litigation 
and other activities 
supposedly on behalf of 
the Boy Scouts. These 
letters are signed by 
Pat Boone. 

These solicitations 
have caused confusion 
and concern, and it is 
important that every-
one know that "The 
Claremont Institute" is 
in no way affiliated 
with the Boy Scouts and 
that the Boy Scouts nei-
ther approves these so-
licitations nor will 
benefit from them. The 
Boy Scouts have no in-
terest in "The Clare-
mont Institute" filing 
briefs in any litigation 
to which the Boy Scouts 
is a party, and the Boy 
Scouts believes that 
such activity may jeop-
ardize the Boy Scouts' 
positions. 

The Boy Scouts ap-
preciate the generous 
support monetary and 
otherwise, that we have 
received in the past. 
Continued support 
through contributions 
directly to the Boy 
Scouts itself, rather 
than to unaffiliated or-
ganizations that solicit 
contributions using the 
Boy Scouts' name with-
out its authorization or 
consent, will do the 
most good. Such contri-
butions can be made di-
rectly to the Chisholm 
Trail Council.

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SEVEN WORDS THAT WILL STOP RUSSIA 
That's the title of a pamphlet written by Joe 

Crews, published in 1980. 
It's from the newspaper's 'don't-ever-through-

anything-away' files. In light of what has hap-
pened since the little piece was written, it's 
amazing how prophetic it really was. It was 
published by AMAZING FACTS of Baltimore, 
and some 8,000 were printed. It is Biblical in 
nature and Bible scholars may have already 
guessed what the seven words are. It begins: 
"One of the growing fears of our troubled age is 
the fear of our troubled age is the fear that 
Russia will grasp control of the world." Russia 
had just overrun Afghanistan, and there was 
speculation at that time they would march on 
south toward the "vulnerable Middle East oil 
fields," to occupy Iran and Pakistan. "How far 
can they go in their ambitious plans to commu-
nize the world?" Then the author mentions 
other would-be world dictators — Stalin, Mus-
solini, Kaiser Wilhelm and Napoleon. These, the 
writer says, almost accomplished their goals: 
Napoleon only needed to win the Battle of 
Waterloo; Hitler had only the Cliffs of Dover 
between him and victory. "But they all failed . 
. . at the last moment, strange circumstances 
developed to turn the tide against them. Will 
Russia be stopped, asks the author, and then 
predicts: "I'm glad to tell you today that the 
Kremlin will never win her aim to rule the 
world." 

Some, in reading this, will be reminded of a 
slightly-earlier era: it was the age of Sputnik, 
"the Communist threat," the John Burch Soci-
ety, anti-communism rallies, etc. When the 
pamphlet was written there was still that fear of 
what Russia might be up to — an isn't it still 
prevalent today, even in spite of all that has 
transpired in the '90s. The crumbling of Berlin 
Wall, the Gulf War and finally the dissolution of 
the USSR (still in progress) all have been major 
factors in the world picture. And because of the 
continued unrest in so many parts of the world, 
there is still cause for concern. 

But back to the pamphlet: what did the author 
base his bold pronouncement on? The Bible, of 
course, and the seven words of prophecy. From 
the book of Daniel, he tells the story of Daniel's 
interpretation of King Nebuchadnezzar's dream. 
The king had dreamed of a terrible great image 
made up of four metals, which were interpreted 
to represent the four world empires which were 
to follow one another in history. That fourth, 
typified by iron and clay was to be divided, and 
to remain divided until some spectacular inter-

vention, the kingdoms of this world would be 
swept away to give way to the everlasting 
kingdom of God.

"All through 
the fifteen centuries that have elapsed since 
the breakup of the Roman Empire, despite the 
most desperate and determined efforts to bind 
these divisions together into one great whole 
again, the task has been found impossible. Seen 
in the light of history, illuminated by the glow 
of a thousand battlefields, where men by mil-
lions have struggled to defeat the divine pur-
pose, those seven words (They shall not cleave  
one to another)  is seen to be the great prophetic 
utterance of all times." 

Does it also speak to NAFTA? — HVO 
(EDITOR'S NOTE: After writing this, we have 

learned that Joe Crews was a Seventh-day 
Adventist evangelist and Bible scholar, and had 
a television program called "Amazing Facts." 

He grew up in Kernersville, North Carolina, 
and was a lifelong friend of the father ofEastland 
businessman Tom Loggink, Tom was also ac-
quainted with Crews, and attended Church with 
some of his family.

HOW DIVORCE AFFECTS 
YOUR TAXES (PART 1) 

Divorce is an emotionally wrenching time when 
the last thing you want to think about is taxes. Yet 
taxes play an important role in structuring a divorce 
settlement, and you ignore them at your peril. A 
wrong decision can lead to big costs and a new source 
of dispute and anger. 

One area where tax planning is essential is in 
dividing up the property. Although transfers of 
martial property between divorcing spouses are 
generally tax-free, that doesn't mean you can ignore 
tax considerations. For example, if you're dividing 
up investments, look at the cost basis as well as the 
market value. The spouse who gets an asset will also 
get the asset's cost basis and will be taxed on any gain 
when the asset is sold. So a spouse may be better off 
accepting a $70,000 investment portfolio with a cost 
basis of $60,000 than a portfolio valued at $80,000 
with a basis of $10,000. The higher taxes payable in 
the second case may more than offset the difference 
in value. 

Dividing up retirement benefits also presents tax 
challenges. You can split up the benefits of a qualified 
retirement plan without tax consequences if you 
obtain a qualified domestic relations order (QDRO). 
But even then, the rules are complex and the conse-
quences of an error are severe. In the worst case, both 
spouses could be taxed on the transfer, and there 
could also be a 10% penalty for withdrawals before 
age 55. Other retirement benefits such as IRAs can be 
transferred without a QDRO, but the transfer must 
still be carefully structured to avoid taxes. 

Divorce, like most major life events, calls for tax 
and financial planning. Failure to consider tax conse-
quences can be very costly. Contact my office if you 
need details or assistance in this area.
