Pecan Urop Due 
To Be Smaller 
Than Last Year

AU.STIN, Aug 18.— Early roe 
ports indicate that this season'* 
pecan crop will be short, totaling
25.000. 000 pounds — 3,500,000
pounds of improved and 21,500,• 
000 pounds of wild or .seedling 
peean:> — for Texa.s. according te 
a special report prepared by the 
U .S Department of Agriculture.

Production for 1953 was revised 
to 2fi,000,tl0n pounds — 3,40O,OO0 
pounds of improved varieties and 
24,600,000 pounds of natives. The 
1943-52 average production of all 
pecans was 32,465,000 pounds an­
nually Reports now indicate more 
favorable prospects in north and 
northeastern areas than in South 
Texas and the plateau country.

The U S. pecan crop is forecast 
at 130,528,000 pounds — 38'V un­
der last year’s record crop and 
Z"r less than the ten year aver­
age. Large declines froiyi last 
year are expected in all major 
producing states except Texas 
where the 1953 crop was rela­
tively light

Georgia, the leading state in 
the production of improved var- 
ities, has a prospective crop of
34.000. 000 pounds — 40*̂ ) less than 
last season hut only slightly un­
der average.

The Texas crop is expected to 
he 17'; below last year and 23'.c 
below av'cragc.

According to official figures 
relayed by CARE representatives 
on the scene in w?Tr-tnrn Indo-

Vice President Richard M Nix­
on’s recent personal appeal call­
ed upon Americans to strengthen 
world freejiom by supp<>rting this 
worthwhile activity to help bring 
relief aid to war refugees in 
French Indo-China.

"The hungry must be fed The 
tagged must he clothed. The 
homeless must be given a chance 
to establish new lives as free 
men," the Vice President de 
dared.

“ . . . The fight against world 
communism is a battle of ideas as 
much as strength." Mr. Nixon 
continued. "Government-to-gov- 
ernmenf assistance, important as 
It IS in long-range plans, rannot 
be as personally efferfive as the 
simple idea of people helping peo­
ple, I urge every American com­
munity to join in sending CARE 
aid to the refugees of Vietnam, 
33 friend-to friend "

Funds eontributed to the CARE 
campaign will provide packages 
of food, clothing textiles and oth­
er needed supplies for families 
who have fled to southern Viet­
nam from areas now ceded to the 
communists under the t r u c e  
agreement.

Mr. Stambaugh said that Rail­
way Express Agency offices in 
principal cities have been serv­
ing as CARE donor renters since 
Februar.v 1st of this year, and will 
be glad to furnish CARE infor­
mation and accept any contribu­
tions for this imp<irtant campaign

Absentee voting began l a s t  
week for the Democratic run-off 
election, and vacationing resi­
dents and invalids who will be 
unable to go to the polls August 
28 began requesting ballots im­
mediately. Voters have until Au­
gust 24 to east absentee ballots.

Aeeordmg to the Secretary of 
State’s Office, those eligible to 
vole absentee are those who arc 
ill or disabled, or who expect to 
be out of town on election day.

Persons entitled to vote ab­
sentee may do so either hy going 
m person to the Countv Clerk’s 
office or by mailing their request 
to the County Clerk

In both instances the applica­
tion for a ballot must he m writ­
ing and signed by the voter. If 
the voter is physically unable to 
write, the application may he 
signed by someone else at the 
voter's request.

A written request for an absen­
tee liallot must be accompanied 
by the voter’s p«dl tax receipt or 
exemption certificate, or by a 
sworn statement witnessed by a 
notrtiy public that he has lost or 
mislaid his rei’cipt or i-ertificate.

In voting by mail, the ballot 
must be marked in the presence 
of a notary public.

Absentee voters who are ill or 
pliysieally disabled must accom­
pany their application for a ballot 
with a statement from a physician 
certifying to their sickness or 
physical disability.

Voters who weie 611 vear.s of 
age prior to January 1, 1953, and 
who do not live m a city of 10,000 
inhabitants or more are not re­
quired to have either a pt'll tax 
receipt or an exemption certifi­
cate. .Such persons should state 
m their apidicalion for a ballot 
that they are exempt due to their 
age.
