Th«* American Nature association 
calls on tlm women's clubs ami the 
business organizations to Inquire Into 
the question of roadside beautification 
and thus look to the future on this 
point the Hudson (New York) Star 
says :

“The roadside tree Is at last com­
ing Into Its own. Those that have 
survived the ruvuges of modern traf­
fic are being protected and new trees 
are being planted ulong sbadeless 
highways.

"Ancient enemies of the roadside 
tree are the sign and bill poster, the 
road builder, the lineman and the 
landowner. For years they took an 
appalling toll In trees, but ull are now 
on the defensive. If not giving volwn 
tary co-operation In the preservation 
o f trees ulong the highways.

“There are limes when the removal 
o f a tree or a whole row of trees Is 
necessary to eliminate a dangerous 
curve or to widen a highway. Under 
the old order of things such trees 
were removed and forgotten. Today 
trees thus removed are being replant­
ed in many states.

“ No longer do the linemen of tele­
phone, telegraph and electric power 
companies recklessly hack and suw at 
highway shade trees because their 
limbs Interfere with the wires. Un­
scientific trimming bf linemen killed 
countless valuable trees liefore the 
government begun holding the owners 
o f the wires accountable for the trees 
damaged by their employees.

•"The motor highway o f Hie future 
will be n broad thoroughfare bordered 
on In lb sides by shade-giving trees 
ami with all communication mid pow- 
cr transmission lines running free 
of the trees und concealed by the trees 
from the roadway.'*

Through 
this arrangement the state Is able not 
ouly to effect substantial savings but 
also to pay higher salaries to Its teach­
ers and to provide better buildings and 
equipment for Its school children.

VEU silica the world began 
men have gone to war and, 
going, having suns songs. 
Among savages the singing 
o f war songs was an es­
sential part of the prep­
aration for battle, but In 
so-called “ civilized war­
fare,”  soldiers have light 
ened campaign hardships 
or ramp life monotony by 
singing about their o(Brers 
their regiments, what thej 

had to ewt and the shelter, nr lack of 
It . In which they slept, as welt as any 
■amber of other details o f their every­
day life.

In this respect the soldiers o f the 
American army, ever since there was 
•u ti an Institution, have been no dif­
ferent from the soldiers of other ns 
tlona. What Is a typical American sol­
dier song? The answer la: there ta 
Bo such thing! The tyt>e of song that 
was popular among our soldiers of one 
period, the soldiers of another war 
would scorn to sing. With but fewt 
exceptions, perhaps, the songs which 
Were sang during one war are all but 
forgotten by the time soother war 
comes along. For the soldier song Is 
one o f the most ephemeral things In 
the world.

Fortunately for onr national ballad 
Cy, there has recently been collected 
In one volume ttie greater part of out 
soldier songs ” troin Yankee Doodle to 
Tsrley Voo,” which are published un 
der the title of “ Sound O ff:" by the 
Cosmopolitan Book corporation of New 
fo rk . The collector o f these songs Is 
IJeut. Edward Arthur Dolph o f the 
United States Military arademy at 
West Point snd two brother oIBcers 
on the academy staff hav# co-operated 
with him In producing a piece o f work 
which, aside from Its Inherent Inter 
•at. has great historic value. They
•  re Lieut. Philip Kgner, teacher of 
music, who arranged the music for 
many of the songs In the hook, and 
J.lent. Lawrence Schick. Instructor In 
drawing, who made the Illustration*.

In the foreword to the book, Peter 
It. Kyne. a veteran of the Spanish 
American and World wars, makes the 
following comment: "A  soldier song I*, 
essentially, a song of the people. Its 
melody must tie simple, the worde 
either tad or humorous, and It must 
bars a resounding chorus Id which 
the tone-deaf can Join without fear 
o f discovery. It la for this reason that 
the most popular song of the Wort t 
war was ‘All We Do Is Sign the Pay 
(toll.' sung to the tune of 'John 
Brown's Body.' Then, too. It lent It 
self rendlly to Improvisation. I re­
member a chief cook I had. He had
•  bellowing baritone and was one of 
the funniest men 1 ever knew One 
day, after having passed through three 
Itrttleh rest camps, this fellow suddenly 
roared forth: 'All we do Is go to rest 
csmpe—'. A Joyous shout greeted this 
opening line. The men knew Instantly 
what was coming and with mighty 
rigor. Indeed, did they ronte la on the 
Hast line: 'And we never get a d -d

The oldest American war ballad, ac­
cording to Lieutenant Dolph, was 
“ Lerewell’n Fight," written about 17:25 
In commemoration o f Captain Love- 
well'* victory over the Indians at Pig- 
wai'ket on May 8 of that year. Just 
before the Revolution the Americana 
frequently wrote ballads to express 
their Ideas about tea and taxation. 
These ballads, however, were not near­
ly so popular among the soldiers of 
the Continental army as were sougs 
which dealt with events of the war 
Itself, such as the famous “Hattie of 
the Kegs,“  “ Mad Anthony Wayne," 
“ Brave Paulding and the Spy," 

"Nearly all o f these Revolutionary 
songs were sung to tunes borrowed 
from the British," says the author. 
“This was natural, for soldier songs 
are generally sung to old. well-known 
tunes, or to popular music of the day. 
. . .  It was not nntll many years 
• fter the Revolution that we began to 
have s national music o f our own." 
It Is Interesting to note that the one 
outstanding song of the Revolution, 
the one w filch has survived longest In 
popular knowledge and which was Ibe 
basis for other songs during all our 
wars, down to and Including the Civil 
war. was written originally by a Brit­
ish army surgeon. This was the famous 
"Yankee Ikxxtle.”

Here ts the story of Its origin ns 
Lleutensnt Dolph tells It: “ In the sum­
mer or early fall o f 't7.’>S. during the 
French and Indian war. a British army 
surgeon. Doctor Richard Sliuckburgh. 
who had spent most of his time In 
America, was encuuiped with General 
Abercrombie on the old Van Itensso- 
luer estate, neat Albany. A number 
of provincial troops were mobilizing 
there. Their rustic appearance was so 
ludicrous that Doctor Sburkburgh. who 
was quite a wit. wrote a song about 
them and set it to an old tune which 
w* now know as ’Yankee Itoodle.’ "  

To the men who served In Frame 
a decade ago and sang of "VI it del on ’ 
It may he a surprise to know that 
“ VUdelon” was s soldier's sweetheart 

.long before the World war. In proof 
of that consider this stanza from a 
soldier song which appeared In ona 
of the earliest American songsters and 
was probably sung In the War of 1812:

Although the War of 1812 did not 
produce many tiddler songs—mainly 
because the army didn't have much to 
honst about until near the end of the 
war! But there Is one exception to 
this statement and tt la “one genuine 
soldier song that will live aa long as 
the republic— "The Star Spangled Ban 
ner.'"  For this product of the Inspira­
tion of a volunteer soldier, Franrta 
Scott Key, has become our national 
anthem and had thrilled millions of

Americans even though not one out of 
a hundred can sing It ail the way
through.

I'nlike the Revolution and the War 
o f 1812, the Mexican war produced no 
great outstanding song which has sur­
vived to the present time. In the 
main, this conflict saw the revival of 
the favorite songs of the two previous 
wars mentioned, although the soldiers, 
both volunteer and regular, seized up 
on the opportunity offered by various 
events In the Mexican campulgns to 
compose crude songs which were sung 
to familiar tunes.

“ No other war in onr country's hie (
tory produced as many songs as the ’ 
Civil wur," says Lieutenant Dolph. 
“The struggle lasted so long and the 
feeling on each side was so Intense j 
that hundreds of songs of all degrees 
o f merit appeared.”  Some of them 
seemed destine*] to tie sung as long aa 1 
the American nation lusts, for surh 
songs ns “ Battle Cry o f Freedom," ; 
“ Dixie." “ Buttle llymn of the Repub­
lic." “ Bonnie Blue Flag.” “Maryland. 
My Maryland." have become nn essen 
tlal part of the American tradition 
"Not all o f these songs were sung by 
the soldiers, however—nor were they 
Intended to he." writes the author of 
“ Sound O ff!" “ Many were wholly un j 

suitable for entup or marching songs, 
or were too far removed from the In­
timate details and stark realities of 
a soldier's daily life. . . .  As a 
rule, sentimental songs were not in 
great favor. . . .  As the first wave 
of feeling passed, end men settled 
down to the serious business of fight- | 
Ing. marching, sleeping In the mud nnd 
rain, and living on 'sow belly' and 
beans, their attention was more nnd 
more focused on the Immediate details 
of their dally life. It was then that 
true soldier songs were born.”

For It wns at this time that the ew 
sentlal character of the American sol- 
dler began to assert Itself—hla ability 
to make a Jest about danger and hard- , 
ship and to seek an emotional outlet 
by singing satirically about himself 
and his uncomfortable life. That quul 
tty became even more apparent In the 
songa of the Hpanlsh-American war 
and those of the Philippine Insurrec­
tion. And It reached Its full flower 
In the World war. The fact that 
“ lllnky Dinky, Parley-Voo" Is the out­
standing survivor of the soldier songs 
sung “over there" reflects as nothing 
else can the spirit o f the young man 
who took part In the Croat Adventure 
o f 1017 18. Aud lest anyone deplore 
the fact that the World war songs 
breathed none of the rnianding spirit, 
let him cons bier these word* o f the ait 
thor ot “ Sound o f f ' " :  “ Perhaps, after 
all. It la a blessing that these soldier 
songs of '17 snd '18 were light, non­
sensical. and even bandy. As long as 
soldiers sing these kinds of songs they 
do not become cynical and nltter. as 
did the French, Germans and English. 
The Americans came out of the war 
with the ability quickly to regain their 
normal por*|iecftve. No feeling o f bale 
rankles In their breasts today. This 
fart alone Is worth more than all the 
war songa that hav# ever endured”

Silo Profit Is
in the Feeding

Dairy Farms and Live Stock 
Feeders Declare Silage 

Is Essential.
The proof of the silo profit Is In the 

feeding. Wisconsin Ims proved the 
economy of this. If  the value of si­
lage In the five stock ration waa 
known all over this lund as well as It 
la In this stale, where there Is one 
silo to every .TO head of cattle, there 
would he 2.1 >00,000 silos built In 
America In the next Dirts* years. All 
the evidence is In favor of this feed 
ns a prnflt bringing, inlik-maklng and 
beef building ration.

Corn silage can lie grown nnd put 
Into the silo for less than $0 a ton. 
Some reports s*i the cost figures ns 
low us $5 a ton. Tills Is crediting the 
corn as being worth about hi cents a 
bushel.

Value of Silage.
Kxperts In different states claim 

that when butterfat Is selling for 15 
cents a pound, corn silage will bring 
the dairy farmer $1<> per ton, and 
when fat steers are selling from $!• to 
$10 per hundredweight, corn slluge Is 
worth from $7 to $8 per ton. The own­
er of a silo with a fair yield o f crop 
can receive a value from his corn 
made Into silage o f $70 to $80 an acre 
when fed to steers and $100 when fed 
to good dairy cows.

It has been proved that, with dairy 
animals, the feeding of silage saves 
from 8 to 15 cents on the coat o f pro­
ducing a pound of butter, nnd from 
30 to 50 cents on producing 100 pounds 
of milk. For beef production the sav­
ing produced by silage Is about $1 per 
10»i pounds of gain.

It Is true that the horse Is decreas­
ing In numbers, but the cuttle census 
must he kept up nnd will he kept up 
by the steady demund for tnllk and 
meat. It Is probable that the values 
placed upon silage as given above will 
he considered too low before next 
spring.

Make Study of Silo.
It Is Just the time to make a study 

of their value and economy, watching 
the feeding through the winter ami 
letting the facts stand as proof that 
thousands more should he set to work 
making money for stockmen. Experl- 
ment stations, dairy farms and live 
stock feeders all over the United 
States have proved that the silo Is of 
highest Importance In the economic 
production of stock and stock prod­
ucts. The half-million progressive 
stock farmers who are using silos And 
them Indispensable. For many years 
we have urged the trial of the silo 
as a money maker.—Wisconsin Agri­
culturist.

Grafting Relationships
Not Olearly Explained

(P ie p a n d  by th « United s ta te *  D epartm ent 
of Airrh utture >

One of the facts of plant life on 
which scientists would like to have 
more complete Information deals with 
the relationship o f p.lnnls within which 
grafting niny he done. As Guy B. 
Yerkes. of the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture, remarked recent­
ly, the limits of this botanical rela­
tionship are not clearly defined. “ Va­
rieties within the same species." lie 
said, “ mny be expected to unite; for 
example, all varieties of European 
pear will grow on French pear stock, 
often different species within the same 
genus will make satisfactory unions. 
As an example, most botanical spe­
cies o f apple (Malus) will grow on 
each other. On the other hand, cherry 
will not unite with peach, nlthough 
both are placed by many botanists In 
the genus I'runus. In many cases, 
plants more distantly related mny he 
grafted and will grow, as hawthorn 
upon apple nnd fire thorn upon moun­
tain ash. The citrus fruits are related 
closely enough so that It Is by no 
means uncommon to see a single 
stock, which has been grafted, pro­
ducing different fruits on different 
limbs, lemons on one, oranges nn un- 
other, and perhaps grapefruit and 
tangerines ns well.”

Fall Plowing Will Make
Enlarged Crop of Oats

On average land onts will usually 
make a larger crop when the ground 
la plowed shallow In the fall. One Is 
usually less likely to get n good stand 
o f clover when It Is sown In oats on 
fall or spring plowed ground unless 
the fnnd has tieen disked snd rolled to 
get It Into s firm seedbed, than when 
the land whs only disked for oats. 
The surface of the plowed ground will 
dry out deejier than on disked land 
and the clover seed la not so likely to 
have as good moisture conditions for 
germinating on plowed ground as on 
disked ground. A good rolling will 
overcome this tendency to s large ex­
tent however.
