who had accused him of al iena ting  the  
affectlona of his 60 wives.

T he  next day every th ing  was fixed 
up with the  husband of th e  60 wives, 
hia too thache  was cured, and he quit 
being mad at Pa. and we all w ent to 
a  r iver  about a  mile from cam p to 
ca tch  a  m ea t  of hlptoipotamnaea.

T he  usual way to ca tch  the  hippos 
Is to  let negroes go out In boats and 
give the  hippoe a rhanoe  to  swim 
under  the  boats and tip  them  over, 
and a f te r  they had ea ten  a  few ne­
groes they would come ash o re  and lie 
down In the  mud fur a  nap, and they 
could be tied to a  wagon and baulod 
to the  cages.

P a  was to tu p e i in ie n d  tba  boat 
excursion, because tba  hippos would 
not ea t  a  white man. P a  forgot tha t  
ha waa m ade up like a  negro, and so 
he w ent In the  first boat, with six 
negr oes  who had been purchased  a t  
II apiece for hippo balL

W hen th e  boat got out la tha  rnltL

It ta k es  a  hippo quite  a  wbllo to go 
lo sh-ep a f te r  ea ting  a  negro, us you 
can imagine, they are  au indlKeailble.

took lo the  Jungle.

Bay, those an im als  did not do a 
th ing  to  our ram p. Tliey rushed over 
the  tents ,  laid down and  rolled over 
our snp|H-r which w as sp read  out on 
the  ground, tlpi>ed over  the  cages 
ron la tn lng  the  an im als  we had cap ­
tured . found the  gsaollne barre l and 
Ailed th e i r  t ru n k s  with gasoline and 
squir ted  It all over th e  place, and 
rolled the  gasoline on th e  Are, and 
away the  e lephan ts  w ent with gaao- 
Itne Are pouring out of the ir  t runks.  
Into the  woods, bellowing, snd  when 
the  dust snd  sm oke c lea red  away, and 
we climbed down out of the  tree s  and 
l igh ted  up th e  cages, h e re  cam e Pa 
as tr ide  a sehra, playing on a  mouth 
organ, ‘T h e r e ' l l  be a  ho t  t im e In the  
old town to-nigbt," w h irb  had f r ig h t­
ened Ihe e lephan ts  Into a  atampede.

Mr llagenbach  atopped Pa'a sehra. 
and Pa aald: "D idn 't you ca tch  any
