member the extent and de­
gree that Mr. Washington 
found his cherry tree was 
trimmed after son George 
got through with it. Again, 
of course we think the prun­
ing was rather severe and 
doubt that the tree bore very 
much fruit. There is also the 
other extreme in that a per­
son fails to prune enough. 
There is a calculated med­
ium that produces very good 
results, that is what we want.

To properly prune a tree 
we must give some thought 
to what we want the tree to 
do. A fruit tree that doubles 
for a shade tree where 
people can walk under it 
would be trimmed somewhat 
different than one that a 
person would like to reach 
the fruit from the ground or 
a short ladder. The basic 
principles needed to produce 
fruit can be achieved by 
both methods. Peach for ex­
ample can be trimmed to 
make a tree that the branches 
start six feet above the 
ground and then the top 
pruned to produce fruit, or 
another method can be em­
ployed - at the start - and 
the peach is branched at the 
ground and the fruit is 
easily picked from the 
ground or a short ladder.

Another basic fact that we 
must pay close attention to 
is the wood that produces 
fruit. Some plants bloom on 
second year wood where 
others bloom on first year 
wood. Trees that are trim­
med to establish a good skel­
eton or support have very lit­
tle trouble supporting the 
fruit. Trimmed to produce 
weak forks and improper 
scaffolds the tree will tend 
to break, split, or other­
wise suffer damage.

We have for years selec­
ted trees for the most pro­
duction that we can find. 
Then to trim out some of 
the production seems silly  
but actually it is another 
way of adapting plants to do 
what we want them to.

STAINS REMOVED 
The sweeter things in life 

- such as chocolate covered 
cherries, creamy bon-bons 
and lollipops-may end up 

the car upholstery, 
clothes, sofa cushions, or 
carpet as well as in the 
child’s mouth. However, 
these familiar candy stains 
can be safely removed with 
soap or detergent suds.

Go to work on those sticky 
fingermarks and chocolate 
smears as soon as possible, 
so they won’t be transferred 
to other surfaces and so that 
all traces of discoloration 
can be washed away easily.

Some of the most ‘pop­
ular’ candy stains may be 
pretreated as follows: 

CHOCOLATE; Wash with 
hot soap or detergent suds. 
Treat any remaining stain 
with a weak solution of 
household bleach or hydro­
gen peroxide if the fabric 
or surface permits. Then 
launder fabric or rewash 
area with warm to hot suds.

LOLLIPOPS, HARD CAN­
DIES: Sponge or soak fab-| 
rics with cool water, then| 
wash, or launder with hot 
suds. Sponge sticky sm id- 

from woodwork, 
mirrors, and other hard sur­
faces with warm suds, fol­
lowed by a rinse-wiping with 
a clean damp sponge or cloth. 

CREAMY FILLINGS. 
MIXED CANDIES: Stains 
consisting largely of sugar, 
milk or cream should be 
sponged with cool water to 
remove sugar and protein. 
Then wash with warm suds 

remove grease. If any 
stain remains, treat it with 
a weak solution of house­
hold bleach or peroxide if 
suitable for the fabric or 
surface. Wash again with hot

suds.
FRUIT - FILLED CAN­

DIES : Sponge the stains with 
cool water and rub lightly 
with glycerine. After a few 
hours, apply a few drops of 
vinegar to the fabric, rinse 

this away after a minute oi 
two, then wash with warn 
suds and rinse.

Whatever the stain, the 
quicker you get to work on 
it the better chance you have 
for success.

The H istory O f The Cross
New York (NAPS)- You 

^ee it in churches. It adorns 
monuments,flags, and heroes’ 
medals. "Six million listeners 
of an internationally known 
radio broadcast wear it as 
an emblem in their lapels.

There are many fascinating 
stories behind the symbol of 
the cross.

Centuries before Christ 
died, it was a symbol widely 
known throughout the ancient 
world. The Egyptians called 
it ‘canob,” after a T-shaped 
instrument used to measure 
the annual rise of the Nile on 
whose bounty the life of the 
nation depended. For other 
nations of the East, it was 
an “urani” and took the shape 
of two pieces of wood with 
handles. By rubbing the two 
sticks together, the ancients 
kindled sacred fire.

As early as 1225 B.C.,

Greek worshipers of Bacchus 
offered cakes of flour with 
a figure of the cross imprinted 
on them. The swastika, or 
twisted cross, which became a 
symbol of terror in the 20th 
Century, appears on the old­
est medallions of the 
Buddhists and was a mystical 
good omen in many Hindu 
sects.

In the New World, the Span­
iards conquered New Spain in 
the name of the cross. But 
they were astonished to find 
the holy emblem of their faith 
in the temples of the Aztecs. 
Colossal stone monuments 
throughout Mexico attest to an 
Indian civilization which 
adored crosses similar in de­
sign to the Greek, Latin, and 
Maltese forms.

'rhe cross of Lorraine, 
which Joan of Arc wore into 
battle, became General Char­

les de Gaulle’s symbol in 
leading the French resistence 
movement during World War 
n. A Swiss welfare agency 
which adopted as its emblem 
a red cross on a white f ie ld -  
reversing the color scheme in 
the Swiss flag—in 1864 or­
ganized a conference to help 
the sick and wounded soldiers 
of the world. Sixteen nations 
attended and established the 
International Red Cross.

A plain gold cross, worn 
in the lapel and given free to 
those who wish it is the em­
blem adopted by the largest 
radio mission in the world, 
The Lutheran Hour. More than 
six million gold crosses have 
been issued since the spon­
soring Lutheran Laymen’s 
League presented the first 
broadcast of this interna­
tionally known program more 
than 30 years ago. The em-
