only three per cent of the weevils sur­
vived the winter to Infest the next 
year's crop. Where the cotton plants 
were destroyed between October 16 
and October 27, about fifteen per cent 
of the weevils survived the winter. 
Where the cotton plants were de­
stroyed between November 1 and No­
vember 25, about twenty-two per cent, 
of the weevils survived. Where tha 
cotton plants were destroyed between 
November 25 and December 7, 28 per 
cent, of the weevils lived through the 
winter, but where the deatructlon of 
the cotton plants was put off until the 
middle of December or later, over 43 
per cent of the boll weevils survived 
the winter and were ready to attack 
the next year's crop.

These figures are so convincing that 
It Is Incomprehensible that any farm­
er should continue to try to grow cot­
ton without picking out bis crop early 
and completely destroying tho cotton 
plants—stalks, leaves, bolls and roots 
—long before the first autumn frost.

Destruction of tho cotton plants be­
fore October 15 allowed but three per 
cent, of the weevils to live until tha 
next crop was subject to their attack. 
Against this small number of over­
wintered weevils, as has been repeat­
edly proved by experience, the planter 
can make a good crop by the uee of 
proper early-maturing varletlea, and

Exhibitions showing In graphic form 

the prevention of consumption have 
been shown In every state In the 
United States, except Nevada, Arizona, 
New Mexico and Wyoming, and also 
In most of the Canadian provinces and 
in Mexico, Porto Rico and Cuba, ac­
cording to a statement made by the 
National Association for tbe Study 
and Prevention of Tuberculosis. There 
are now 26 states and 16 citlss hav­
ing permanent and traveling exhibits 
besides the two operated by tbe Na­
tional association Itself, and the total 
number of similar displays is over 
200, Including about 160 small school 
exhibits. The first tuberculosis ex­
hibit in America was shown by the 
Maryland Tuberculosis commission In 
January, 1904. In 1906 there were 
four such exhibits.

A mee by any other name would be 
na tweet, and the fact that the eham- 
rock of old Ireland la an entirely dlf- 
erent plant In varioua eectlona of the 
Emerald Isle In no wise affects the 
romance that attachee to tbe name 
The plant generally exported from 
Ireland under that name la one of tbe 
hop clovere, Trlfollum ralnue. It la 
a mistake to think that this plant 
will grow only In Ireland. It will grow 
and thrive In any temperate climate 
when properly cultivated. In fact, 
there Is no plant known as shamrock 
which Is peculiar to Ireland. White 
clover, for Instance, known In vari­
ous sections of Ireland as shamrock, 
grows In tbe United States In great 
abundance.

THE SENATE, AND ALL AMEND. 
MENT8 VOTED DOWN.

Th« Vot* Stood S4 to 27—Balley't 
Frto List Amandmont Recalvad 

Only Fifteen Vote*.

Waihlngton.—The senate Saturday 
passed the reciprocity bill without 
amendment by a vote of 54 to 27. but 
one short of the 2 to I majority that 
had been expected. Of the affirma­
tive votes, the president's own party 
contributed but 21, while the demo­
crats gave 32. Three of the repub­
lican votes came from Insurgents. 
Brown of Nebraska. Poindexter of 
Washington and Works of California, 
while 10 insurgenta, 14 regular repub­
licans and 3 democrats combined to 
make up the 27 opposition. The three 
democrats whogipposod the bill were: 
Bailey, Clarke of Arkansas and Sim­
mons of North Carolina. One demo- 
oraL Thornton of Ixtuisiana. was 
paired against the bill with Dumont 
of Delaware, regular republican, who 
would have voted for it had he been 
present Both Foster of Louisiana and 
Paynter of Kentucky, democrats, 
whose attitude toward the bill was 
uncertain up to the hour the vote 
was taken, turned up in affirmative 
votes.

Before the final vote on the recl- 
porclty bill itself was reached there 
were thirteen roll calls on various 
pending amendmenu, each roll call 
resulting in the rejection of the pro­
posed changes by overwhelming ma­
jorities, practically all the affirmative 
votes for the amendments coming 
from the insurgents. There were no 
surprises in these votes, as it had 
been the settled policy of both the 
democrats and republican supporters 
of the measures to put it through in 
the precise form in which it came 
from the bouse in accordance with 
the desire of the president and the 
demand of the advocates of the leg­
islation throughout the country.

The president will not be able to 
affix his signature to the reciprocity 
bill until some time this week, as the 
bill under the rules must be finally 
engrossed in the house in which it 
originated while that bouse is in ses­
sion.

Senator Bailey’s amendment in the 
shape of free list bill with cotton bag­
ging and ether agricultural impl» 
ments, received only fifteen votes.
