WASHINGTON.
An unqualified defenae of hia dollar- 

A day peuaion bill waa made In tbo 
bouae Saturday by Kepreaentatlve 
Sherwood of Ohio aa the cloaInK 
apeecb of a day aet ualde to Koneral 
debate on the cotton achedule tariff 
bill. Inatead of a penalon bill baaed 
on age, such aa waa enacted by the 
republlcana in 19U7, or aa propoaed 
by the Holloway-Anderaon bill, tbo 
Ohio repreoentatlve declared that tbo 
only equitable bill from the point of 
view of the men who really waved 
tbe Union waa a bill baaed on aervlco 
and aacrlfice.

Progreeaive senate democrata who 
want the beat poaaible wool bill to 
come out of thia aeaalon of congreaa 
with certainty are beset by two klnda 
Of trouble. They want flrat of all the 
conference committee increased from 
three membera for each bouae to six 
members from each chamber. It la 
naaerted that with but three con­
ferees. Dailey, Simmons and Under­
wood would probably control tbe con­
ference an against lai Kollette and 
Randell, with tbe standpatter, Sereno 
Payne, tbe sixth of the conferees not 
eager for a settlement of the differ­
ences between tbe two houses.

Put soms freshly ground coffee Into 
a saucer and In tbe center place a 
small piece of camphor gum. IJght 
It with a match. As the gum bums 
allow sufficient raffee to consume 
with I t  The perfume la very pleae- 
ant and healthful. It Is far superior 
to paatllles and much cheaper.

JVtwdered charcoal Is another good 
disinfectant It la prompt In absorb­
ing effluvia and gaseous bodies, and 
renders harmless and even useful 
those bodies which are easily 
changed

A third Is common copperas, called 
sulphate of Iron, which In Its crude 
state Is quite cheap. It should be 
dissolved In water In proportion of 
one pound of copperas to two gallons 
of water, and thrown over lll-amelltng 
places. It Is on# of tbo simplest and 
most convenient deodorisers and Is 
applicable to sinks and gutters.

Beef Tripe Fricasseed.
Stew gently la milk and water two

Adopt Resolution Urging the Logi» 
lature to Investigate the 

Liquor Interests.

Fort Worth, Tex.—After an exciting 
day's aeitHloD, characterized by dec­
larations that "the fight was just com­
mencing,” that they are not disap- 
poinle<l at the result of the rucent 
eletrtlon, and of confidence In the final 
BUCcesH of their cause, several hun­
dred prohlhltlonlslM who were gath­
ered Haturday from all parts of Texas 
In response to a call from Hon. 
Thomas Hull of Houston, adopted a 
reaolutlon urging the session of the 
legislature which convenes this week 
to investigate "the relation of the or­
ganized liquor Interest of this State 
and the politics of Texas," the ex­
penditure of money by the breweries 
and liquor dealers in political cam­
paigns In Texas during the past four 
years, “or during such additional 
time as may be wise In the opinion of 
the legislature," and suggesting a 
thorough investigation into various 
matters regarding the aubmlssion and 
prohlhitloii issues, payment of poll 
taxes, advertising and sums paid to 
campaign employes, etc.

The question of a court procedure 
contesting the recent Statewide pro­
hibition election was not considered, 
nor was it diHcuseed iu any way.

The theme of most of the various 
speeches made throughout the day 
was a plan for the elimination of fac­
tional dlfferenc»»ti, the welding togeth­
er of all prohibitionists upon the pro­
hibition quehtion, regardless of their 
poKltlons upon other Issues, and the 
avoidance of all things pertaining to 
the political fortunes of any man.

Two Brigades Are to Remain In T t»  

as and Patrol Border Fending 
Mexican Elections.

San Antonio, Tex.—That the state 
department la uneuay in regard to 
conditions iu .Mexico, eapeciully in 
view of the approaching general elec­
tion, is Hhown by the dIhpoHtliou ot 
the troops to remain iu Texas. Two 
brig;ides, numbering almost 10,000 
troops, will be kei>t within easy reach 
of the border for an iudeltnite period. 
Extensive Investlgatloii is being made 
by the engineering corps in regard to 
available camps, particular stteiition 
being paid to water supply and rail­
road transportation for the quick 
movement of troops. There will be 
a patrol of two companies of cavalry 
continued on the border and the re­
maining troops will be within easy 
reach.

The undercurrent of unrest that is 
seemingly now to reach to all parts 
of .Mexico has had Its effect on the 
foreign residents. Many foreigners 
are leaving the republic. In many 
sections the political organizations 
have anlagoiiized the foreigners and 
the foreign interests and made them 
uneasy for the safety of themselves 
and their families.

Industrial disturbances are also 
manifest In many sections, strikes 
are of frequent occurrence and bual- 
nosa conditions are badly unsettled. 
The general inipreHslon prevails that 
the election may result In serioua 
trouble and the conservative men wilt 
not feel safe until that period in Mesp 
Ico has passed.

Goat mutton baa been usually ob­
jected to because of tbe wild flavor 
of tbe flesh Tbe extreme wild fla­
vor of tbe flesh la usually due to 
ibe fact that tbe animals are raised 
largely on noxious weeds, Goata paw 
tured on graaa or fattened on grains 
or forage crops produce a quality of 
mutton that la number one. Only 
a alight wild flavor can be detected 
and thla but adds to the palatablllty 
lands In this state are paying fair 
of tbe meat. Most of tbe cultivated 
lands In bla state are paying fair 
dividends on the InvestmenL hut a 
large i>er cent, of the lands used for 
paaturlng are bringing very poor re­
turns This Is due to a great preva­
lence of noxioiia weeds found througb- 
out the south.

GOVERNOR’S MESSAGE READ
In House, But Not In Senate— Senator 

Terrell President Pro Tern—Ap­
propriation Bill Up.

Text of Governor’s Message.
Austin, Tex.—Uovernur ('ulquitt had 

his messaKe awaltliiK the orKaniza- 
, tioD of the two houses and transmit­
ted It promptly to both of them. It 
was read In the bouse but not In the 
senate, that body havlnit not been for­
mally advised of the orKanIzatlon of 
the house when It Kot ready to ad­
journ. The messaKe Is a pointed one 
In some respects, especially reKurdlng 
the financial plight of the Stale should 
the legislature refuse to promptly dis­
pose of the appropriation bill. The 
text of the document follows:
To the Legislature:

The regular session of the legisla­
ture having adjourned without pro­
viding for the raising of sufficient 
revenue and the passing of a bill mak­
ing necessary appropriations for the 
support of the State government made 
It necessary to reconvene the legis­
lature in extra session for this pur­
pose. The condition of the SUte's 
finances Is anything but encouraging, 
and It will be impossible to avert a de­
ficiency in the near future. The treas­
ury would have been registering war­
rants before this except for the spe­
cial efforts to prevent it.

I shall not discuss In detail the 
causes leading up to the present con­
ditions, but will place before the leg­
islature a brief summary of the faots. 
On July 31, 1910—one year ago—the 
cash balance In the State treasury to 
the credit of the general revenue was 
$1,360,909; the cash balance for the 
same date this year in the same fund 
is $32,976, or $1,327,924 loss on hand
