A sm all boy 
shou ted  " f ire ,” a t  th e  sam e tim e s t a r t ­
ing for th e  narrow  ex it.

Bolus D ubrow nky, a  fo re ign  m iner, 
a g ia n t in  p ropo rtions. Jum ped from  
h is se a t and  ran  w ildly fo r th e  sum o 
exit. In a  m om ent th e re  was a f ig h t­
ing, s tru g g lin g  m ass a f te r  him. At 
th e  head of a  narrow  s ta irw a y  w hich 
led to  th e  s tr e e t  th e  fo rtdgner trlppe<l. 
As he ro lled  down th e  s ta ir s  he sw ep t 
o th e rs  from  th e ir  fee t w ho w ere w a it­
ing  th e ir  tu rn  to  e n te r  th e  th e a te r , 
and  soon th e re  w as an  in d escrib ab le  
p ile  of hu m an ity  a t  th e  foot of th e  
s teps, b a ttlin g  like m ad.

D ubrow sk i's w ild flig h t th rough  th e  
th e a te r  an d  h is  subse< |uent s tu m b le  
dow n th e  s ta irs  w as th e  beg inn ing  of 
th e  d e a th  Jam a t  th e  foot of the  
s ta irs . T h e  laxlies clogged th e  d o o r­
way. M en w alked o v e r them  and 
fough t for positions of sa fe ty  un til 
overw helm ed by th e  w eight of the  
m ass behind. T hey, too. w ere c ru shed  
down to deatli.

W hen th e  doorw ay had been filled 
up s till o th e r  p erso n s  w alked ovet the  
bodies of th o se  who had gone down, 
and b reak ing  th e  g la ss  transom  ovet 
th e  door, craw led  th ro u g h  and  drop­
ped in to  th e  s tree t.

I t  w as a ll ended in  a  few m inu tes. 
V o lun teer f irem en , se v e ra l policem en 
and a  few  level-headed c itizen s  un ­
tang led  th e  hum an m ass. The u n h u rt 
and th o se  sligh tly  inJuriHl w ere pulled  
from  th e  top  of th e  pile. As they  
gained  th e  s tr e e t  th ey  ran  sc reech in g  
aw ay. N ext cam e th e  m ore seriously  
hu rt, an d  th e se  w ere  se n t hom e or 
tak en  to  n ea rb y  houses, w hile a  few 
w ere ru sh ed  unconscious to  hosp ita ls . 
Then th e  re sc u e rs  ca m e  to  th e  form s 
of th o se  w ho had  reach ed  th e  fa ta l 
s ta irw ay  firs t. O ne a f te r  an o th e r  th e  

^ v ictim s, m any of th e m  women and  
•m all ch ild ren , w ere  c a rrie d  to  th e  
sidew alk . All had  been  suffocated .

M anager F erguson  endeavo red  Ao 
stop ttse panic. A ccom panied by h is 
wife, h e  s U r te d  fo r th e  s ta irs , bu t 
seeing th e re  w as no escape, he w en t to  
the  stage , ( 'a ilin g  loudly to  th e  f r ig h t­
ened people to  follow  him , he led the  
way to  th e  rea r, an d  fully th re e  hun­
dred escaped  in th is  way.

Of th e  tw en ty -six  dead, th ir te e n  
w ere ch ild ren , seven  of them  pup ils  
in th e  public schools. It w as decided 
by th e  school a u th o ri tie s  to  postpone 
for a  w eek th e  open ing  of th e  schools.

W llm er I.4me. a n  em ploye of th e  
C anonsburg  p o tte ry  an d  a  m em ber of 
th e  v o lu n tee r f ire  com pany, h as ten ed  
to  an sw e r th e  a la rm , an d  was w orking 
a t th e  p ile  of bodies a t  th e  e n tra n c e  
when h e  cam e upon th e  life less fo rm s 
of h is tw o ch ild ren  ly ing beside his 
unconscious wife.
