SHOULD HAVE MORE TURNIPS

Crop Furnishes Food for Famlily and
Stock, and Brings in Cash From
Sales on Market.

There s no real reason why every
farmer should not have a sufficlent
quantity of turnips on hand to help
him through the winter. Turnips fur
nish feed for stock, food for the fam-
ily, and bring In cash from sales on
the market,

Thoroughly prepare fertile soil, fer-
tilize it with barnyard manure and
plant about one-half pound of turnip

An Excellent Type of Money Maker.

ell, as the germs of anthrax, cholera,
swine plague and other contagious
diseases are often carried long dis-
tances by water, and such a possible
source of infection should be care
fully avolded. This spreading of dis
ease by means of running water has
been very plainly marked In nearly
every outbreak of cholera in the hog-
raising sections of the north, and
though the disease is comparatively
rare In the south, still it occurs oeca-
sionally, and its spread should be pre-
vented by the use of every avallable
means.

Shallow, stagnant ponds, in which
the hogs are allowed to wallow, are
equally undesirable and should never
be tolerated. It is true that such
ponds are in very common use and
that many fine hogs are ralsed with
no other water supply; but it is also
true that such pools are always dis
easespreading centers and are often
responsible for serfous losses which
are attributed to cholera. No animal
can be healthy or produce meat of the
best quality when compelled to drink
the putrid offal with which such ponds
are always poisoned. Where a pond
Is the only avallable source for the
water supply, it should be drawn off
Into an outside trough as it {s wanted
It s a small matter to provide for
this when a dam is bullt by having a
one-inch galvanized f{ron pipe laid
through the bottom of the dam. The
end of the pipe In the pond should be
protected by a large strainer, and the
outlet provided with an automatic
float valve so that the trough will al-
ways be kept full, no water will be
wasted, and a fresh supply will be
drawn In as fast as the trough is
emptied. The whole arrangement can
be made at an expense of not exceed-
ing five dollars, the value of a single
half-grown hog, and will often save
many times {ts cost in a single season.

It {s not necessary that hogs should
be provided with a place for wallow-
ing In the mud, as they will seldom
wallow except when suffering from

Kerosene on Seed Corn.

In an lllinols experiment kerosene
was applied to the seed corn merely
by mixing one-bhalf of a fluld ounce
thoroughly with a gallon of seed just
before planting. This amount of kero-
sene was fouhd not to affect the
germination of the corn In any way.

The
quantity of earth thrown over the tur
nips may be Increased as the weath-
er gets colder,
not to put too much earth on the tur
nips and thereby cause them to sweat
and grow.

In these days of high priced food
the fresh green apple tills a long felt
want, not only for the present need,
but for the winter store.
|  Where the sour green apple is plen-
| tiful, it 1s excellent economy to can
for Juture use some of the first green
sauce which has been stralned
through the colander and sweetened |
toO taste, as no other sauce has quite
the same flavor. This makes & de- |
lighttul relish. [t becomes a delicacy
(called apple whip) when mixed with
; whipped cream and served in sherbet
glasses. A spoonful of red rampber-
| riles or other preserves on top of
| each glass may add interest to this
dish. Any good apple sauce may be
mixed with canned cherries, cranber-
ries, and other fruits with good re-
| sults,
|  These sour apples make fine jelly.
| Many like to add a little lemon julce

and peeling or a rose geranium leal,

as our grandmothers did; others pre-
fer rhubarb, and all are good. Excel-
lent jelly 1s made with one-third ap-

ple juice and two-thirds plum, or
equal parts of each,
For jelly, do not peel, but wash

thoroughly and cut into guarters or
halves with seeds and core left In;

Strain the best part of julce
for jJelly and the remaining pulp and

juice, after thorough cooking, put
through the colander and make into
marmalade or butter, using lots of
orange peel cut fine and a little juice.

The best marmalade, however, 18
made when none of the julce is put
aslde for jelly, but extra julce added
to the natural sauce and one-third
sugar or more may be used and cook
to a jelly-like consistency. The above
s as good as orange marmalade.
Others will prefer the lemon,

A good butter Is made of cooked
dried apricots by steaming the juice
and mashing the remainder, or tak-
ing same through colander, One pint
of apricot juice, one of the pulp, two
of apple sauce, one heaping pint of
sugar, or more, If desired, the rind
of one lemon. Cook untll clear. And
everybody knows that good, old-fash-
foned apple butter isn't slow.

The New Road Law

to the County Commissioner of
such road precinet for his ap
proval, and authority to pay
such bills, before payment can
be allowed under the present
road law for Houston County.
