Money for Development Must
Come From Outside
the State.

Money is by far the most neces
sary, the most powerful and the
most useful agency in the alfairs of
lts study is facinating,
its pursuits alluring and its posses-
sion the most agrecable of all earth-
ly substances. It stands first in
war, first in peace and first m the

earts of the people.

Tliere are two sources of develop-
ment, to-wit : wealth and population.
The two are inseparable ;  people
without money become a howling
mob and money without people be-
comes a worthless substance. There

creased both our wealth and popula- |
tion by the transaction and Texas
has developed.

If the farmer at “A” can, with
his net earnings, buy the farm at
'“B,” then we have also developed,
'as our wealth has increased, altho
'our population has remained the
same. The development dollar must,
(herefore, come from the goil or
moving into the State from outside |
its borders.
