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Better Crops by Better Fertilizing

By PROF A.R. WHITSON, Wisconsin College of Agriculture

Manure vs. Manure With Rock Phosphate on potatoes. The Use of Rock
Phosphate In Addition to the Manure Increased the yield 47 per Cent.

The development of the use of fer-
tilizers In the United States has {n-
creased at a very rapld rate within
the last two or thre decades. Thelr
use In the eastern and southern states
18 extensive. Within this period, how-
ever, Wisconsgin agriculture has gone
largely in the direction of dairying
and in this system of farming the fer-
tility of the scil, as is well known, is
more generally conserved than in sys-
tems where a large part of the prod-
uct of the farm is =old in the form of
vegetables or grain. For this reason,
in part, the use of commercial fertiliz-
ers in this state hes Leen very lim-
fted. Mcreover, the agricultural press
of the siate and the tcaching of the
Agricultural college has been opposed
to the use of commercial fertilizers
largely because the emphasis
placed on the advantages of dairying
in the conservation of goll fertility.
The time hag come, however, when it
is not profitable for turmers of the
state to longer overlook the advan-
tages which may come from the prop-
er use of comurercial fertilizers. There
is much land in the state not adapted
to dairying, such as large arcas cof
sandy and march-soll, and some sec-
tions of clay loam where the topogra-
phy is so rough that the necessary
amount of corn for siluge canunot be
grown to advantage. On lands of this

class, other products musgt be grown |

for the marlct and it is in the grow-
ing of such ciops as cabbage, potatoes,
sugar beets, pees and corn for canning
purposes, and other special crops that

the use of commercial fertilizers is |

needed.

The large yields of practically all
farm crops produced in such European
countries as England, Germany and
France, are frequently mentioned in
aericultural papers as an evidence of
the possibilities of intensive cultiva-
tion. By far the most important fac-
tor making possible guch increases is
the use of commercial fertilizers. It
would be a difiicult matter to find a
farm of any importance in any of
these countries on which a consider-

‘able amount of commercial fertilizers

{8 not used. Nearly onc-half of the im-
mense output of our own phosplate
mines is shipped abread and in addi-
tion to that, enormous quantities of
phosphate are mined in  Europe and
produced in the form of Thomas slag
fn the reduction of Pritish iron ore
which runs high in tha! e¢lement. Ger-
many poscesses practically the world's
supply of potash fertilizer 2ad this is
drawn on heavily by (hut and adjacent
countries. In additivn to this, the
growth of green manuring crops, prac-
tically always of the legume family,
adds to the nitrogen supply, although
enormous quantities cof speclal nitro-
gen fertilizers are also ured.

Without desiring in the least to un-
derestimate the ifmportance of dairy
or other stock farming in its effect on
the fertility of the soil, we fcel that
we can no longer affcrd to neglect the
use of commercial fertilizers where
they are called for.

Contrary to a rather common opin-
fon, the kind of commercial fertilizera
edlled for depends more on the char-
geoter of the soil to be treated than on
the crops to be grown. The amount
to be used will deperd to some ettent
on the kind of crop grown since some
erops remove much larger quantitices
of the mineral elements from the eo!l
than do others, but the particular kind
of fertilizer necded is determined al-
most e¢xclugively by tbe character of
the soil. Much can be learned regard-
fng the feeding of croys frem experi-
ence galned in the feca'ng of animals,
Just &g it is well know: that a cevtain
balance among the ingredients of feed
for sioch should be ri.aintained, go
should there be a balance in tho difier
ent elements of fortlliy
prowing crops. Whoen ¢reps are to ba
grown cn marsh land which Is ex
tremely high in nitrcgon but just o&s
@rtreniely low in  phozphorus, and
often In potagh, therg deficiencies
must be made good in some way.

apt to be largely lost In the case of
heavy rains falling on the sandy rolls,
However, there are frequently cases
where the use of a light dressing even
of nitrogen salts is profitable. This
would ordinarily be in the growing of
certain special crops that have a high
gross return per acre. It is along this
line that there is considerable possi-
bility in the development of the vari-
ous forms of nitrogen containing fer-
tilizers. The new form of cokeing
oven makes possible the saving of
practically all of the nitrogen in coal
undergoing the cokeing process and
this by-product is being put on the
market in increasingly large amounts.
The manufacture of nitrogen-contain-
ing salts by electrolytic methods is
algo increasing. A number of plants
for this purbose have been installed
recently in European countries and
one or two in this country.

Clay soilg are ordinarily abundantly
supplied with potassium and on ac-
count of their good water-holding ca-
pacity, grasses and other plants which
will add organic matter can be grown
for supplying this substance and con-
gequently nitrogen, and the only direct
fertilizing element usually necded is
phosphorus, but probably more than
half of the clay loam soils of this
country under crop could be fertilized
with phosphate fertiilizers profitably
under presgent conditions. Heavy clay
solls in the northern part of Wiscon-
gin which have been under crop but a
few years lave shown increases in
yield cunning from 15 per cent. to 50
per cent. as a result of supplementing
barnyard manure with rock phosphate.

But even on farms where practically
all of the crops grown are fed, there is
a possibility of cousiderable loss in
fertility. Only where large amounts
of concentrated feed stufls are fed is
the supply of phosphorus maintained.
Probably the greatest loss on such
farms takes place in the leaching of
barnyard manure and there is certain-
ly a great possibility in the direction
of conserving fertility by protecting
barnyard manures from leaching and
also from too rapid heating in the
process of composting. It is just as
{mportant that a thoroughly good prac-
ticable gystem of housing and hbaul-
ing the manure on the farm be worked
out as that the stock be properly
housged and cared for. The use of peat
for bedding, by which ity nitrogen is
added to that of the manure, {8 anoth-
er method which may add greatly to
the nitrogen in use cn the farm. This
material contains in the condition in
which it would be used for bedding
from two to three per cent. of nitro-
gen o more than clover or alfalfa hay
would contain, and twice as much as
barnyard menure, It occuis in enor-
mous yuantities in this state and it
only needs a little encouragement in
its use to develop the industry to the
extent to which it exists in European
countries.

Another matter which ought to be
recognizcd at once in the development
of agriculture Is that it Is very
much easler to maintain the fer-
tility of soil than it is to reproduce it
pfter it has onte been lost by an ex-
haustive gystem of farming. This ap-
pllea particularly to the sandy soils,
brt is €170 true in the case of tho clay
lJoom soils. Sandy solls frequently
ghow geed producing power for tho
firgt two or three ycars and no special
carn.is given to maintain the fertility
until tha fermer suddenly finds that
his ercps have become very much legs
and it is then very much more diffl-
cult to reproduce the fertility than it
wowdd have been to adopt proper meth-
ods¥at the start.
