Few farmara hare a deflnlto Idea 
of the total amount of money Inrested 
In farm machinery. If you were to 
aak John Smith how much hta farm 
machinery was a-orth he would be un­
able to answer you. He would proba­
bly tell you that the different Imple­
ments coat so much and that there 
■Were a number of repairs for several 
o f these. That these Implements were 
so many years old, and w ere probably 
worth only about half of what they 
Were at drat, t’osslbly he hud bought 
aome of theae second-hund. and had 
never kept any record of the money 
Invested In farm machinery.

Farming belrg a business, should be 
run on business prlndides. If one Is to 
know where be la ni-ikliig or losing 
money. So with the machinery the 
first cost and repairs shmili] be re­
corded and a strict account kept of all 
labors Involved In the ujvkeep of the 
different farm niachiiies. This can 
only be done by regular business meth­
ods. The o|>erator of the small farm 
may fet'l tliat this Is not Important, and 
from his i>olnf of view it may not l>e. 
Yet actual ext>*'rle>:ce shnws that un- 
lest aome records are kept In operat­
ing a farm It Is extremely difficult to

know on what money Is being saved 
aud made.

To keep farm machinery In repair Is 
Bo small item, and frecjurntly time tost 
In being delayed during a busy period 
while waiting for repairs la the cause 
for a still greater l-'-s. The time loss 
In many cases might be done sway 
with If mere care was exerted In over­
hauling the machinery during the win­
ter season, when farm work Is some­
what slack. Many farmers make a 
practice of making some repairs dur­
ing the winter, but there Is a greater 
majority who never feel that It Is 
worth while to st>end time to do such 
Work, but believe they will have time 
enough In the spring or before It is 
time to use the tnschine :vg:iln. As a 
yule, the work la not done until the 
muchine or Iniplfiiient should be In 
the field, which ought nut to bo the 
case The repairing, to l>« done at 
the least expense and loss of time 
should be done In The winter, or at 
least most of It. There are some Im­
plements that one might find difficult 
to repair, especially In some of the 
machinery sheds which aro found on 
farms.

With a good machinery shed and a 
work shop at one end where a stove 
could be set up to take the chill from 
the air. this work might b« b.xndled 
▼cry nicely with little If any discom­
fiture, evi-n 111 lh<- coldest weather. 
There will bo a great many stormy 
days when little If any work can be 
done out of doors, when the work In 
the shop can be very satisfactorily 
carrlotl on. Whore the repairs cannot 
b«' readily pul In the re.ipectlve places, 
cards should be attached to the bro­
ken part and everything pul In read- 
Ir.eva for tho time w hen the machine 
Is taken from the shed. I am now 
thluklng of the grain harvester, which 
Is frequently behind many of the 
nmnller machines, making It rather 
difficult to get at for repairing. In 
the ca.x© of the grain and corn har- 
▼eeter a gi<<>d plan to follow la to 
make a nute of s..rh parts as show 
•evere wear and order these parts for 
the coming sr.xron

A “want book" and a box of ahlp- 
plng tags should be a pert of the 
equipment of the farm office In the 
tiook should be made a notation of the 
•worn or broken part, and with it the 
letter and number, thua "Por the 
Cratn barveater, binder driver dog H. 
360,”

A shipping tag with letter and num­
ber should then be attached to (be 
part to assist In quickly locating when 
repairs are to be put In place The 
same holds true with reference to 
bolts. When bousing the mnehtnery 
you may not have the proper bolts on 
hand hut the "want book" and tags

win furnish the necessary Information, 
as, "One machine bolt Inches by 
\  inches." This, with others which 
may be required, may be purchased In 
one order, which will probably result 
in a saving of one half.

While this ayatem may aeem at first 
thought somewhat cumbersome, a 
glance at the suggested sheet will 
show that It wll in the end save time 
and money, and at the same time dis­
pense with worry and aggravation at 
a very busy season of tbe year.

When the repairs and apeclal bolta 
have arrived, take them with an extra 
supply of bclta, nuta and split cot­
ters and a kit o t tools. Proceed with 
tbe work as occasion permits, and lu 
a short time all of the home work la 
completed. The work usually done at 
the Tillage shop should be noted and 
the list left In a convenient place so 
that no extra time fn required In lo­
cating it and arranging for the work.

Some farms are fortunate enough to 
h ive their own shop, and where such 
conditions exist it Is not necessary to 
taku tbe tdow- shares to tbe village 
for abarpmlng, but this and many oth­
er kinds of such work ran l>e done at 
home. The large farms haring great*
er requirements will nnturslly require 
more machinery, so that the one Iv 
cl.arge of the machinery should not 
lose sight of tho fact that a large sup 
ply of common repairs Is better lhar 
to be out half of the time, thus caus­
ing unnecessary delays In the farm 
oi>eratious.

The stock of duplicate parts to bo 
ordered should be fur sickle i>ectionB. 
for mowers and binders, also sickle 
heads and pitmans for the mowera. 
Itlveta, wearing plates, ledger *plateo. 
guards, etc., or any such list us seems 
necessary to prep<ire for the neces­
sary farm machines. Any one who Is 
at all Interested In farm machinery 
should be able to devise some plan 
which would greatly fucitiiate the 
handling and repairing of the farm ma­
chinery.

To insurn the greatest efficiency 
of plow, cultlvatora and all such Im­
plements, it Is a good plan to cover 
the fare of the moldboards and shov­
els with a good grade of heavy ma­
chine oil or a fair grade of hard oil. 
This treatment will ki>ep the wearing 
surfaces free from rust, so that tho 
extra work of scouring these Imple­
ments In tho spring will be done away 
with. To get the greatest returns for 
money Invested In farm Implements 
one must hare as few delays as pos­
sible.

In keeping before you tho first cost 
and reisitrs of the different farm Im­
plements. a few cards as here shown 
will bo of great help. In this way you 
can quickly find how much your wag­
on, mower, or any implement haa cost 
since It was purchased The deprecia­
tion can also be more quickly calcu­
lated. and In many ways this will as­
sist In determining the gross earnings 
of tho farm each year. This card sys­
tem might bo carried still further by 
adding to it a double column at tbe 
right, the extra column showing tho 
amount of work or tho value of the 
work done with ench Implement. This 
la shown on card describing gang 
plow.

Tho scheme described here la not 
entirely new, as aome farmers are 
using methods which In some ways 
are similar, but the card system and 
day book are much handler and more 
economical.
