They are of over 5,000 cu­
bic yards’ cafiacity and haa a speed 
ot aliout HO miles an hour.

Now rumor eredigs the Italian bal­
loonists with the plan of establish­
ing on I.(*rintos or some other island 
a balloon dejiot, from which dirigi­
bles might make raids np the Dap- 
lanelles and drop bomba in Con­
stantinople iUelf.

To do this from a great height 
would not be difficult, the mark is 
*o large. It is said that the Italian 
luthorities rely greatly ujsm the 
moral effect the dropping of these 
uombs would have.

SOUTH AFRICAN DIAMONDS.

The diamonds of South Africa are 
found in a peculiar l)Bsic rock ciillcd 
kimberlite, or ‘‘l)lue ground,” whicli 
consists of chrysolite and various 
other minerals, and fills the pip«'s 
of ancient volcano<*s. No diamonds 
have Ins n obtained from the numer­
ous foH'ign inclusions of ignTOUS 
and sedimentary ro»ks that have 
been susp»x-t(sl of being the origin.il 
matrix in which the carlwn trysfal- 
lized. Tlie kimlierlite has Is-en 
much broki'n and altered and in the 
De Bccr.s mine it has nearly seven 
[KT cent, of combined water at a 
depth of more than 2,000 fwl. 
These evidences of explosions and 
disintegration, with the unusual 
amount of water and oarl>on at a 
irreat depth, have suggested to Dr. 
O. H. Derby a new lh(*ory of origin. 
The pipes of kimlierlite, he lie- 
lieves, must have become saluratiHl 
with liipiids and gases while in- 
tenst'ly heatixl. In such a mass the 
rarlHin—which would be pre»w*nt as 
forlxm dioxide and probably in 
other gas«H)UB forms—would lie sub­
jected to the conditions that experi­
ments have shown may eausc segre­
gation and the forming of crystal.

FIGHTING TUBERCULOSIS.

Ixird Roseberry in a Ixindon ad-' 
dress on tuberculosis said that pre­
ventive measures had reduced thej 
mortality from oonaumplioo in l/>n-' 
Ion by H| per cent, between 1901' 
and 190B, and by 14 per cenL inj 
Kngland and Wales for the same pe-j 
riod. Nearly forty (hoasand livea| 
were saved which wonld have beenj 
lost under the average conditions of' 
the decade of 187 1 -im .
