CO-OPERATION REALLY PAYS

Fsrmers of Centrsl Ksnsss Form Or 
gsnizstion for Purposs of Buying 

^ and Bellliig Crops.

Ten cars of seed wheat, sold at a 
long advance over Kansas City prices 
were shipped by the Lost Spring! 
(Kansas) farmers’ union this year. In 
addition a large quantity of seed wat, 
sold in smaller lota. This exlenslvt 
marketing of high priced seed wheat 
was made possible by co-uperutlvt 
growing and selling. |

l>ost Springs Is a small town In cen 
tral Kansas. It Is In a rich farming 
region. The farmers grow good crops 
and they determined to get the best 
prices for them. So they organised 
a union nnU now they do their own 
buying and selling in large lots. When 
the union was organized the )iumlx!i 
of Its niembem could easily have been 
counted on the fingers of two hands 
Co-operation might b«) a good thing 
but most of the farmers In the coun 
try near Lost Springs desired to be 
shown before they Joined. They soon 
were converted, writes Kloyd H. Nlch 
ols. In the Orange Judd Farmer. Now 
the membership has Increased to ovei 
60. Almost all of the farmer* within 
ten miles of l» s t  Springs belong to the 
union.

Ho far this year the union hat 
shipped 31 cars of wheat to be sold 
for milting puriK>ses. The wheat 
that was shipped to the central mar 
kets brought an average of live cents 
a bushel, aftt.T the freight and othei 
expenses were paid, more than the 
local buyers offered.

The union also has handled 60f_ 
bushels of kafir corn, 500 bushels cane 
seed. 225 gallons of kerosene and 4C 
gallons of gasoline so far this year.

Thus, by the system of distribution 
which the lx)8t Springs farmers have 
worked out the middleman is ellml 
nated. The producer and consumci 
can divide his proflta.

Heed wheat Is one of the special 
ties of the members of this aasorla 
tion. Every farmer grows pun' Khark 
of wheat—wheat that was reported 
as excellent by a repres»*ntatlve ol 
the milling department of the Kaiv 
sas agricultural collego last June 
The original seed was purchased In 
carload lots two years ago. All the 
wheat In the neighborhood Is uni­
formly pure Kharkof.

CO-OPERATION MEANS SPEED

lovsB TassnaMp Taaeftaa Laason Im-
ps'**'** In Mara Ways Than Ona 

Work Dona Byotamatlaally.

Thera is an important leaaon to ba 
learned from ths story of an Iowa 
township. That lesaoa Is teportant 
In mors ways than ona. Tha story la | 
very brief and vary simple, wrttaa 11. | 
A Wllllama In the Perm and rirosldo. I 
Tt Is this: I

The township Is located In a aactlon j 
of the state that produces s great deal 
of very high-class live stock, com and 
other cropa. In fact. It Is s  township 
of mixed fam ing done by wsll-to-do. 
successful farmers.

In that township there are six 
thrashing outfits owned by partner­
ships of four to eight farmers. Bach 
outfit consists of a fully equipped 
grain-separator and a steam thrashing 
engine with a water-tank That Is all 
that Is owned in the partnership The 
outUt Is used only to do the thrash­
ing on the farms owned or o(>erHted 
by the members of the partnership. 
One man operates the engine and two 
others oiierate the sepurstor during 
the whole round of the various farms. 
These men, of course, are either those 
memb«‘rB of the partnership most ex­
perienced at such work, or are experi­
enced men hired by them for the 
thrashing saasun.

The plan for distributing the costs 
of the outfit fur the season, among 
the various members of the partner 
ship, vary more or less In different 
Instances. But In each case a care­
ful attempt Is made to so divide these 
costs that each member shall pay ac­
cording to the amount and the variety 
of the work which was done for him.

The routine of the work done each 
year Is arranged systematloally eo 
that. In the end. each member shall 
have fared alike. Various details In 
the original purchase of the machine, 
the care, management, operation, 
charges for various kinds of thrash­
ing done, and so forth, vary somewhat 
In the various partnership, I undei^ 
stand.

One of the Intereatlng leasons to be 
learned ts tbs fact that fanners can 
oo-operate. As I now look back upon 
the daya and years I was a lad on 
the old home farm, I am much Im­
pressed with the lack of mutual oonfl- 
dence and trust, and the Inability of 
any two or mors of us to gat togatber 
on a mutually satisfactory basis for 
doing anything. One remarkable ex­
ception was the Instance of one man 
who spent nineteen years on a ren^sd 
farm, and after the first year or so 
there was not even a srrttten lease In 
existanca The ranter lived acrosa the 
road from his landlord. They agreed; 
both accounted his own and the oth­
ers’ word as good as his bond, so they 
got along well.

But there ts a growing spirit of co- 
operntlon among us farmers. We are 
rapidly realizing that our interests 
art> miitunl. This Is good; good for 
us, good for our business and good 
for the world at large. And this spirit 
of co-operation and mutual trust will 
grow only as wo forget little things, 
overlook small f.-iult* and eooentrl- 
rltles end remember to look at only 
the larger, more Important, more 
fundamental, things In earh other.

A great deal of expensive marhin- 
ery can be owned and operated In this 
way. If sepamtors and thrashing en­
gines ran be sucreasfully owned and 
operated In partnership, then other 
traction machinery ran be owned nnd 
operated In the same way. And hero­
in lies an Important opi>ortunlty which 
these different parlnemhips failed to 
grasp.

With hut very little. If any. addi­
tional cost, the engines wiil<-h were 
purchased could have been general- 
purpose tractors Instead of the old 
fashioned single-purpose thrashing 
engine fitted to do only belt 
work. Such an engine will do 
the various kinds of belt work Just 
as successfully as will the sliigle-pur- 
poBM machines. And In addition to 
this. It will do all kinds of field work 
and hauling.

The additional expense for a trac­
tion gang plow would have equipped 
a partnership for doing traction farm­
ing on each of the farms represented. 
The plowing could bo arranged for In 
the aame routine, and paid for In the 
same way, a* was the thrashing. The 
binders owned by the members could 
be clubbed together and put b<>hlnd 
the tractor to do the harvesting; nnd 
It would be done better and quicker 
than It could be done In the old way 
with horsea.

GROWTH OF BIG INDUSTRIES

Crepe cf Many Varletlea Have Bean 
Ocwelcpcd In United Btatea la 

Laat Few Ve4re.

Tha Bermuda onion Induatry which 
last year amounted to over one thou- 
Band car loads has been developed In 
the United HUtea In the last few 
years.

The large celery Induatrlee of south­
ern and central California were de­
veloped during the past decade. There 
has also grown up In connection with 
ths celery Industry the cauliflower 
Industry, which places a product In the 
eaetern markets at a season when 
they are not supplied by the Ix>ng 
Island and up-atate sectlona of New 
York. There has been at leaat fifty 
per cent Increase In the area devoted 
to the production of celery In Florida 
during the last decade and similar ex- 

tteusluna of the potato, tomato, and 
strawberry Interests of this atate.

There has been a very large In­
crease In the acreage of truck cropa In 
the vicinity of Norfolk and Ports­
mouth. The area devoted to spinach 
and kale has been greatly Increased 
as well as that devoted to the stan­
dard truck crops such as potatoes and 
cabbage. The successful development 
of truck interests on the eastern shore 
of Virginia was accomplished In tha 
last few years.

(IMPROVE LIVE STOCK BREEDS

RESPONSIBLE FOR THE SLUM

Boclaty Can Not Ignoro Its Sharo of 
Blama Whan tha Facta Aro 

Brought to Light of Day.

Chtldr«‘n work out their destiny 
along the lines of envIronmenL If 
two infants, one bom In a slum hovel 
and the other In a  palace, were ex­
changed on the day of birth, each 
would work out hla destiny tn acoor- 
danco with hla aum>undlngs. The 
child of the hovel would grow up to 
the palace. The child of the palace 
would remain on the level of the alum 
hovel.

While a noted phyaiclsn was making 
these etatementa before a body of 
learned colleaguea, a Jury In Chicago 
found three boya, aged consecutively 
aeventeen, eighteen and nineteen 
years, guilty of murder and convicted 
them to long terms in prison. Tho 
slayers were all alum pn>ducts. Their 
youth saved them from hanging.

Society cannot afford to wax aentl- 
mental over a murderer t>ecause of hla 
youth. Its duty. In nhlt-preaervetloo. 
la to Inflict punishment. A part of 
this self-preaervatlon duty, however, 
la to prevent the grow th of murderers. 
In so far as society allows alums to 
exist nnd other degrading Influence* 
to be fostered. It Is not without 
responsibility for tlx- criminal.

For a good many years now all 

civilized nations ha. a had the census. 
In ord<-r to dcternitii-' scientifically tho 
npproxlmatn crinditlons of population 
at home and throughout the world 
Some of the statistics relating to the 
porportlons of the sexes In different 
parts are IntereBtlnic.

Tho total population of the world Is 
estimated to be l.Tm),000.000, and th«' 
proportion Is said t-- be 1,0U0 men and 
990 women.

The proportion varies conaldombly 
according to the region. In Europe 
there are, for each 1.000 men, 1,027 wo­
men; In Africa, 1,045; in America, 
964; In Asia, 9G1; In Australia, 937.

Thu maximum f< mlnine population 
Is In Uganda, where thert' ar»“ 1,407 
women to each l.oOO men, and the 
minimum In the gold countries of 
Alaska and in Malayala, where there 
aro found only 391 and 589 women, 
respectively to each 1,000 men.—Har­
pers’ Weekly.

'Bacraiary Hays of the Ospartmant of
, Agriculture Qlvoa VIowa on 

■ccnomic Aapoct.

In dlacusalng the economic asi>act 
• f  tho work In co-opefatlve breeding, 
Aaalstant Secretary Hays, of the de­
partment of agriculture, said la a re- 
oeot tntarvlew:

"Co-operation In animal breeding, 
as In other forma of country life ca 
operation, la a direct aid to tha reten 
tlon of the family farm, making leas 
need for large farms and the conse­
quent landlordism and peasantry of 
the people. Co-operation In testing 
and weeding out tha ordinary herd 
used for production. In owning male 
animals, and In Improving pure-brt>d 
families and breeds will enable farm­
ers to delegate to collective manage­
ment thoaa thinga which the Indlvtd 
ual farmer can toot well do for him­
self If properly organised under eult- 
able co-operative relatione with the 
atat« and federal departments of ag­
riculture and encouraged by suitable 
laws, the hereditary values of our 
breeds of lire stock can be Improved 
much more rapidly than It left to In- 
dlrldaal effort alone.

’’There douhtlese are at etake some 
hundreds of millions of poaalble added 
profit from the application of aclen- 
tlflc knowledge of animal breeding In 
the United State* alone. Private 
breeders could do even much more 
than now If the scientific breeding of 
animals were taken In hand by public 
agencies co-operating with a selected 
portion of the bre«-d<-rs of each class 
of live stock There will be developed 
a class of technical public workers as 
superintendents of cooperative hr<̂ d- 
Ing enteri)rlseB. as well ns Investi­
gators and teachers, who will so de­
velop the science and practice of 
breeding that all private breeders will 
hotter know how to Improve their 
slock, and will be better able tn make 
profits from supplying superior 
breeding stock to the farmers who 
grow live stock pro<lucts ’’
