The economic distrihutioii of 

farm products is today the 
world’s ^ re a to t prohlcni and the 
war, while it lias brought its 
harilships, has clearly enn>ha- 
sized tlie imiiortance of d istri­
bution as a factor in American 
agriculture and promises to t;ive 
the farmers the co-operation of

government and the husincss 
men the solution of their m ar­
keting prohleni.

This result will, in a measure, 
compensate us for our war loss­
es, for the business interests and 
povernment have been in the 
main assisting almost exclusive!, 
on the production side of agri­
culture. W hile the department 
of agriculture has been dumping 
tons of literature on the farmer 
telling him how’ to pnxluce, the 
farmer has been dumping tons 
of products in the nation’s garb­
age can for want of a market.
The W orld W ill Never Starve.

. \ t  no time since Adam and 
Eve were driven from the G ar­
den of Eden base the inhabi­
tan ts of this world suffered from 
lack of pro<luction, but some 
people have gone hungry from 
the day of creation to this go<xl 
hour for the lack of firoper dis­
tribution. S light variations in 
production have forced a change 
in diet and one locality has felt 
the pinch of w ant, wdiilc another 
surfeited, but the world as a 
whole lias ever been a land of 
plenty.

\Vc now have less than onc- 
tenth of the tilliblc land of the 
earth’s surface under cultivation 
and we not only have this sur­
plus area to clrawr on but it Is 
safe to estim ate that in case ol 
dire necessity one-half of the 
earth’s iiopulation could at the 
present time knock their living 
out of the trees of the forests 
gather it frfim wild vines ami 
draw it from stream s. No one 
should become alarm ed; the 
world will never starve.

The consvtmcr has always 
feared that the producer would 
not supply him and his fright 
has found expression on the 
statu te books of our states and 
nations, and the farmer bus been 
urged to produce recklessly and 
without reference to a m arket, 
and regardless of the dem ands ot 
the consumer.

Back to the Soil.
The citv people have been urg­

ing each other to move hack tci 
the farm, hut very few of them 
have moved. W e welcome our 
city cousins back to the soil ami 
tjiis earth ’s surface contains 16.- 
092,160.000 idle acres of tillable 
land where they can make a liv­
ing by tickling the earth with a 

■forked stick, hut we do not need 
them so far as increasing produc 
tion is concerned; wc now have 
all the producers, w’e can n.sc 

.The city man has very crroncoio 
‘klcas of agricultural conrlitions. ■ 
' l ne commonly accepted thcorj 
that we are short on productior| 
is all wrong. O ur annual in­
crease in production far exceeds 
lour increase in population.
' The W orld as a Farm , 
j T aking the world as one bi> 
{farm, we find tw o billion acres 
of land in cultivation. Of this 
am ount there is approxim ate!) 

750,000.000 acres on the w esterr 
and 1,260,000,000 acres on tlu 
eastern hem ispheie, in cultiva­
tion. This estim ate, of course 
does not include grazing I.-inds 
forests, etc., wltcre large quanti 
ties of meat are prc-Kiuccd.

The world’s annual crop ap 
proxim ates fifteen billion bushefi 
of cereals, thirteen billion potimb 
of fibre and sixty-five millioi 
tons of meat.

The world shows an averagi 
itiereasc in cereal production o 
13 per cent, during the past dec 
ade, compared with the previnu; 
five years, while the world’s pop 
ulation shows an increase of onl)
3 ^>er cent.

The gain in prmluction far ex 
cecd.s that of our iiicrea.se in pop 
ulation, and it is «afc to cstimati 
that the farm er can easily in 
crra.He production r.5 per cent, i 
a rem unerative market can bi 
^>imd for the pruducta.

Over a million and a Half W o­
men W ork as Farm  Hands 

in the United States.

O ur government never faced so 
tremendous a problem as that 
novv̂  lying durmaiit at the doors 
of Congress and the legislatures, 
ami which, when aroused, will 
shake this nation from center to 
circumference, and make civiliza­
tion hi<lc its face in shame. T hat 
problem is—women in the field.

I he last Federal census rej)orts 
show we now have 1,514,000 
women working in the held, 
most of them south of the Ma­
son and Dixon line. 'Hicre were 
approximately a million negro 
sjaves working in the fields when 
liberated by the emanci]>ation | 
priKlamation. W e have freed j 
our slaves and our women have | 
taken tlicir places in bondage. 
W c have broken the shackles off 
the negroes and welded them 
upon our daughters.

The Chain-Gang of Civilization.
A njillion women In bondage 

in the southern fields form the 
chain-gang of civilization—the 
in<lustrial tragedy of the age. 
There is no overseer quite so 
cruel as that of unrestrained 
greed, no whip that stings like 
the lash of suborned destiny, and 
no auctioneer’s block quite so 
revolting as tha t of organized 
avarice.

The president of the United 
States was recently lauded by the 
press, and very properly .so, for 
suggesting mediation between the 
engineers and railroad managers 
in adjusting their schedule of 
time and pay. The engineers 
threatened to strike if their wages 
wgre not increased from approx­
imately ten to eleven dollars per 
day and service reduced from ten 
to eight hours and a similar read­
justm ent of the overtime sched­
ule. O ur women are w orking in 
the field, many of them barefoot­
ed, for less than 50 cents per 
day, and their schedule is the ris­
ing sun and the evening star, and 
after the day’s work is over th “v 
milk the cows, slop the hog.s and 
rock the baby to sleep. Is anyone 
mediating over their problems, 
and to whom shall they threaten 
a strike?

Congress has listened app.'ov- 
i igly to those who toil at the 
forge and bchiml the counter, and 
many of our statesm en have smiled 
at the threats and have fanned 
the fl.amc of unrest among indus­
trial laborers. Hut women are as 
surely the final victims of indus- 
dustrial warfare as they are the 
hurden-hearers in the w ar be­
tween ^lations, and those who ar­
bitrate* and mediate the differ­
ences hetween capital and labor 
should not forget that when the 
expenses of any Industry are un­
necessarily increased, society 
foots the bill by drafting a new 
consignment of women from the 
home to the field.
Pinch No Crumb From W om en’i 

Crust of Bread.
No financial aw ard can be made 

w ithout some one footing the bill, 
and wc commend to those whe 
accept the responsibility of the 
distribution of industrial justice 
the still small voice of the woman 
in the field as she pleads for 
mercy, and we beg tha t they 
pinch no crumb from her crust 
of bread or put another patch up­
on her ragged garments.

W e beg tha t they listen to  the 
scream of horror from the eagle 
on every American dollar that ii 
w rung from the brow of toiling 
women and hear the Goddess ol 
Justice hiss at a verdict tha t in­
creases the w ant of woman tc ' 
satisfy the greed of man.

The women behind the coiintei 
and in the factory cry aloud foi 
syim>athy and the press thunders 
out in their defense and the pul­
pit pleads for mercy, but how 
about the woman in the field! 
W ill not these powerful expon 
ents of human rights tu rn  theii 
talent, energy and influence tc 
her relief? W ill the Gi^ddess o! 
L iberty  eiithroned a t W ashing­

ton hold the calloused hand and 
soothe the feverish biow of her 
>ex who sows and n ap s the na­
tion’s harvest or will she permit 
the male of the spc' it-, to shove 
women—weak and weary—from 
the bread-line of intlu-iry to the 
back alleys of pove rty>

W om en and Children F irst.
The census enumcrat(<rs tell us 

that <»f the 1..514,0(X) women who 
work in the fields as farm hands 
4(J*>,000 are sixteen years of age 
and under. W’hat is tlie final des­
tiny of a nation whose future 
mothers s|tend their girlhood 
(lays bchiml the pi v, pitching 
hay and hauling nianure, and 
what is to  become of womanly 
culture and refincnictu that grace 
the home, charm souety and en­
thuse man to leap t ■ glory in 
noble achievements it our daiigh-l 
ters are raised in the society of. 
thc ox and the companionship of 
the plow?

In that strata  between the ages 
of sixteen and forty-five are 950,- 
000 women working as farm 
hands and many of them with 
suckling babes tugging at their 
breast, as drenched in perspira­
tion, they wield the scythe and 
guide the plow. Wliat is to be­
come of that nation .'.here pover­
ty breaks the crowns of the 
queens of the hoine; despair 
hurls a msjther’s li ve from its 
throne and hunger drives inno­
cent children from the school­
room to the hoc?

The census bureau ^hows that 
155,000 of these wonii ii are forty- 
five years of a^e and over. There 
is no m o v  pitiful sight in civili­
zation than these saintly mothers 
of Israel stooped with age, drudg­
ing in the field from sun until 
sun and at night drenching their 
dingy pillows with the tears of 
despair as their aching hearts 
take it all to God in prayer. Civ­
ilization strikes tluin a blow 
when it should give them a 
crown, an.l their onlv friend is 
l ie  who broke bread with beg­
gars and said: "Come unto me 
all ye that are weai > and he.avy 
laden and I will g iw  you rest.’’

Texas, the home of Sam Hous 
ton and the adopted land of David 
Crockett! The Ix)no S tar S ta te ' 
—baptized in the bjood of mar 
tyrs and paid f >r by the lives ol 
sainted heroc-. who, w’ith the 
sword and the cross, slayed ty 
ranny and comiucred evil! f>m 
Southland! the wi rld’s custodian 
of chivalry, the cliampion of hu 
man rights and the defender (d 
the oppres.scd,- hall wc permit 
our maidens fan to be torn from 
the licartbstonc by the riitblcs- 
In^ml of destiny and chained t< 
the plow ? Shall we perm it our 
faithful wives wlioin wc coven­
anted with God to cherish and 
protect, to be hurled from the 
home to the liarvc t field and oui 
mothers dear to l>e driven from 
the old arm chair to the cotton 
patch ?

In rescuing our citizens fron 
the forces of civilization can we 
not apply to our fair Dixie land 
the rule of the sea— women and 
children first?

'I hcrc must be a reacliustment 
of the wage'^scale of iim ustry sr 
that the woman can be taker 
from the field or given a reason 
able wage for her services. Her- 
haps the issue has never beci 
fairly rai.scd but the Farm ers 
Union, with a membership of ter 
millions, puts its (Organized force.' 
squarely behind the issue and wi 
now enter upon the dcx'ket o' 
civilization the case of “The W o­
man in the Field” and demand ai 
immediate trial.

ED  AMONG BANKERS 

A N D  M ERCHANTS.

Co-Operation, Not Dictation, 
Need of Farmers.

' A t a irteetmg of the represent­
atives of the Texas Bankers’ .As­
sociation and the Farm ers’ Union 
in Dallas recently, co-operative 
plans were adopted whereby the 
men who grow the cotton and 
the men who finance it will re­
new their efforts to hold the pres­
ent crop for better prices and to 
diversify the planting next year. 
Mr. W. D. Lewis, President of 
the Farmers* Union, who repre­
sented that body at the meeting, 
gave out the following interview :

“The Farm ers’ Union renews 
its entreaties to all farmers to 
hold cotton and recommends that 
the farmers who must have mon­
ey avail themselves of the co- 
u]>eration of the hanker in secui- 
ing cotton loans. The Union is 
sending out a large corps of lec­
turers to  urge holding cotton 
and diversifying next year’s crop.

Too M uch Free Advice.
"T he banker in lending money 

is giving practical co-operation 
to the farm er in holding liis croj) 
after it is harvested and I want 
to suggest that the banker and 
the credit merchant extend the 
aame character of co-operation 
to the farm er in producing the 
crop and then the prot)lem of 
diversification is «a>Ivcd. Let the 
banker and the money lender an­
nounce that they will lend as 
much money On corn, wheat, 
oats and other crops as they will 
advance on cotton at the time of 
planting and we will have an cr.i 
of djver.>iiUcation that will aston- 
i.‘>h all of u--. In Texas, accord­
ing to the most reliable data ob­
tainable, at least twivtliirds of 
the crop i> mortgaged* before it 
is planted and the farmer must 
take dictatiiin from the hanker 
and the merchant as to what he 
plants. 1 here is little use to 
send lecturers to tell the farmer 
what to plant when he has no 
control over the crop. The bank­
er and the m erchant need lectur­
ers sent to them as badly as the 
Urmer and we think the lecture 
tyree should be divided e<|uaI1y 
between the city man an<r the 
farmer. W e suggest it is unfair 
for the banker to coerce the farm­
er to diversify by the power of a 
loan, l.et him agree to finance 
the diversified crop while in pro­
cess of pro<luction. It is co-t)pcra- 
tion, not dictation, the farmer 
needs. Agriculture is already 
bed-ridden with free advice and 
if the city man will come hack 
to the sod and co-operate direct 
with the man who plows instead 
of basing his action upon type­
w ritten reports of book farmers, 
we will understand each other 
better and the .south will blos­
som like a rose."

Statement Issued.
The follow ing statem ent was1 ne loiiowing statem ent was 

issued from the joint meeting and 
signed by .Mr. Lewis, Peter Rad­
ford and J. A. Kemp, Q iairm an 
Bankers’ Comm ittee:

“The fanners and bankers of 
Texas, through their representa­
tives, being unitcd'tlV the determ ­
ination to Work and stand togeth­
er in the m atter of holding this 
year’s crop *nd reducing the 
acre;ige of the 1915 crop at least 
50 per cent, urge all w4io have 
cotton to sell none for less than 
Sc a }>ound and wc urge the co­
operation of all farmers, hankers 
and hu-,in«--s men in this cam­
paign, with ah.solute confidence 
that the price <>f 10»- a pfnmd can, 
and will he reached in the near 
fiitiire.”
