AGRICULTURIST 
V ISIT S  SCHOOLS

He who says tliat farm ers are 
not interested in be tte r farm ing 
and be tter methods of farmin^j, 
should have been on a trip  with 
myself and .lohn (J. Allen of the 
state  departm ent of a^jriculture.

We made Ditexo Monday p.m. 
lecturing the school in the even­
ing, and a lar^^e audience of men, 
women and childr**n that nijiht. 
In connection with the meeting 
we organized A griculture Insti­
tu tes  lx)th among the students 
and the farm ers. We then made 
made I’o rte r  Springs where we 
had a splendid meeting in the 
school Tuesday afternoon and 
th a t night. The crowd was so 
large that we could hardly seat 
them. Fveryone seemed inter 
esUul in what was being saiil and 
done. From this place we went 
to Ash, where we met with the 
same dem onstration, holding a 
meeting in the school and with 
the citizens tha t night. T h u rs­
day we visited the Creek school 

' in the morning and the Pearson 
Chapel school in the afternoon, 
re turn ing  to Creek for the night 
meeting, which was a g rea t suc­
cess. Friday we returned to 
Crockett. A meeting was held 
a t the high school building F ri­
day afternoon. From Crockett 
we went to the Jones School 
House Friday night where the 
audience was so large tha t only 
about half of the |>eople could 
get on the inside.

I am certain  tliat the very 
.practicable talks made by Mr. 
Allen were much appreciated by 
the people and if I m istake not 
some of the valuable suggestions 
made by him will be acted upon 
in the near fu ture  by some of 
the active farm ers of the county.

Mr. Alk'n talked divcrsitica 
tion at all places wo visiteil, but 
stros.scd the fact tha t the wi.se 
farm er would not cut out cotton 
entirely, hut to he certain that 
he had i>lanted a sufficient 
amount of land to fiMul and feed 
crops, then to plant his rem ain­
ing acreage to cotton.

Mr. .Allen’s talks were the 
uore appreeiated because of his 

age and vast experience as a real 
farm er and producer, having 
Firmed for mon* than forty 
years with good sueeess. He 
emphasized the use of ‘elbow 
greasi*’ mixed with mule i>ow»!r, 
backed ui> with brains and gixul 
common sense, all of wliicb bo 
says are nec< ssar.v qiialiticalions 
of a successful fanner.
