People do not stop to consider the 
Amount of time that mlaht be saved 
If a little more Intelllseuce were ex­
ercised to tasks done two or three 
times each day on the farm. To illus­
i v e  this, take the matter of having 
the milk room In a dairy barn Incon­
veniently located.

If the milker carries the milk of 
each cow 50 feet farther than need 
he, that means three rods and back 
at each milking, or 13 rods per day

DEPLETION OF COHON SOIL

Fault Solely Dus to Fact That Plant 
Food Has Not Been Replaced by 

Use of Fertlllzara

Wo hear mors or less of how cotton 
haa. depleted the soils of the South and 
this story Is still going the rounds. 
W’hlle It Is true. In couneetlon with the 
.gtatement. another should be made In 
explanation, and that Is that cotton 
has depleted the soil solely because 
the plant food taken from It by the 
cotton was not made good by appli­
cation of fertilisers, and not because 
cotton Is hard on the land. As a mat­
ter of fact. It draws less on the chem­
icals of the soil than most crops 
What applies to the depleted soils of 
ffce South applies to soils everywhere. 
I f  they are cropped without regard to 
the proper feeding of the soil and a 
rotation of crops, no matter what the 
crop may be. they will be depleted as 
the cotton fields have been In sections 
of the South.

True, we have learned much abeut 
the needs of the soil during late years, 
but we aie still Inclined to draw too 
heavily on the stored-up plant food, 
and disinclined to replenish that plant 
food by apiillc.'itlon of the proper fer­
tilizer. It Is all very well to obtain 
nitrogen by the plowing under of leg­
umes and to get the potash In the 
sotl free by cultivation, but this will 
not give crops for an indefinite period 
If we continue to take from the soil In 
excess of what*we return to It. If we 
would learn to fertilize on the prlncl- 
pls of living the the crop

FEEDING SILAGE TO HORSES

It Can Be Dons to Advantags If of 
Oo6d Quality and Frsa From All 

Moldy or Dscayad Matsrial.

Silage of good quality, shsointsly 
frse from moldy or decaysd msterlal. 
may be fed to good advantage to 
horses and mules In conneetlon with 
othsr foods, according to John C. 
Bums, professor of animal husbandry 
at Texas A and .M. college.

“ As u.ucb as ten to fifteen pounds 
per 1,000 of live weight may be fed per 
day to horses and mules,** says Pro­
fessor Bums. *lt Is of tbs utmost Im­
portance. however, that the silage be 
of the best quality. Ws have had a 
number of reports of bad results from 
feeding silage to horses and mules, 
but In every case It has been poeelble 
to trace the trouble to feeding spoiled 
aftege**

I>V>r a single 
milker It would mean 184 mlleo extra 
Walking per year.

If e men commenced during this 
when he was 18 years old and kept It 
up for SO years, he would have walked 
8.30(} mllaa, or one-thtrd the distance 
around the world. Yet all of thla la­
bor might have been saved by e little 
heedwork In planning the arrangement 
of the dairy bam ao as to make It 
unnecessary to carry the milk the ex­
tra SO feet.

If thla saving of time be tma with 
the simple operation of milking, what 
does It mean whan all the numberless 
details of feeding, clsenlng out stables, 
bedding, etc., are considered for a 
lifetime? it means the saving of sev­
eral trips around the world for the 
dairyman.

The dairyman who uses his brains 
sumclenUy to fully sppreclats and put 
Into practice true dairy economy, can 
and sboald make trips around the 
world, but doubtless he would sppre- 
olats this traveling better If It were 
done In e sleeping cer and ocean 
liner, than In hU own cow stable.

‘MOVIES” IN THE CHURCHES

Called Silent Sermons and Hava Be­
come Exceedingly Popular In 

Numerous Bsctlona

Hnndreds of churches throughout 
the country are now equipped with 
nil the machinery used for giving mov­
ing picture shows. The church movie, 
which has aptly been called the si­
lent sermon. Is proving s great suc­
cess In attracting large congregations.

A great variety of apeclal films 
have been prepared suitable for such 
use, and a clerg.vraan In selecting a 
subject to his taste finds s surprising 
variety to choose from. There are 
films suitable for sermons on all the 
commandments, as well ns many of 
the most familiar texts In the Bible 
Several of the flrma making a apeclal 
ty of such Ulnia Issue regular cata 
logues to assist clergymen In select­
ing silent sermons.

In scores of churches the projecting 
machines are part of the church furni­
ture. The rigid laws laid down by 
the fire departments apply as well to 
churches as to theaters and the ma­
chines must be set up in fireproof me­
tallic rooms. The electric wiring Is 
arranged so that the sermon may be 
turned on conveniently In the main 
church auditortura or the lecture or 
chapter rooms.

The screens and the rest of the 
equipment are of the usual standard 
type. Many of the film houses which 
supply churches have small theaters 

I or exhibition rooms where a clergy- 
 ̂ man may have a trial exhibition of a 
I silent sermon before definitely order 

lug It
The film sermons are rented out at 

a regular rale, according to theli 
: length and the nature of the produe 
I tion. In produeing these silent ser- 
I mons a regular church service is fol­

lowed, consisting of the singing ol 
I hymns, prayers and reading of the 
I lesson. The films are carefully timed 

to fit Into the place assigned them 
Some of the catalogues of silent ser 
mons suggest church services to ac- 
company them, giving the numbers ol 
appropriate bymus and Scriptural les 
sons.

KN IH ED  BEADED BAG
EABT TO MAKE. THOUGH PRETTY 

AND DURABLE.

Mixture Recommended by Expert of 
Louisiana University to Koep 

Animals Free From Disoaso.

The following mixture, recommend­
ed by Dr. W. H. Dalrymple, Louisiana 
State university, should be placed In 
every bog loL as It will help to keep 
the hogs free from Intestinal worms 
and other parasites as well as supply 
mineral matter needed for the build­
ing of bones and other tissues:

One bushel of wood ashes, stx bush­
els of corncob charcoal or three bush­
els of common charcoal, eight pounds 
of common sslL two quarts of alr- 
slsked lime, fifty pounds of raw rock 
phoBphste.

After these Ingredients are thor­
oughly mixed and broken up. 1\  
pounds of copperas, dissolved In water, 
should be sprayed over the mass and 
thoroughly mixed with It. Any quan­
tity may be prepared by following the 
proportions given. It Is fed by being 
placed In troughs, protected from the 
rain.

Those who have used this mixture 
pronounce the results very beneficial, 
both Id the health of the hogs and In 
the firm, strong bones developed.

According to Taste, It May Be Con­
structed of Entirely Black Material, 

or Colored 811k May Be Em­
ployed— Directions.

I saw a knitted, beaded bag which 
the owner told me was at least 26 years 
old. It was so pretty but so simple 
that anyone who knows how to do the 
plain knitting stitch could make one 
like it.

This bag was made entirely In black, 
but one could use a colored silk with 
whlto beads, or beads In gold or silver. 
One needs a spool of knitting silk, a 
pair of steel needles and several 
bunches of beads. To make the bag 
cast on say 108 stitches and knit back 
the second row plain. Break off the 
Bilk and thread on about three feet of 
beads, choosing tboae that go through 
the silk easily but not loosely. If the 
holes are too small the beads will 
wear the silk, while. If loose, they will 
stand away from the allk. Tie the 
spool end and the loose end of the silk 
together at end of second row and 
start the third row. Knit off the first 
two stitches and then knit a bead into 
every stitch all the way acrusa except 
the two end stitches. These are plain.

The fourth row la knitted plain all 
the way back.

The Fifth Row—Knit In the beads 
as the third row and come back plain.

Then go on knitting alternate plain 
and beaded rowa until tbe piece of 
work la half Its width. It-ls impossible 
to give the exact number of Inches, 
but when the piece la folded once It 
should be a square. Also, do not for­
get to leave two plain stitches at each 
end and two rowa of plain knitting at 
tbe beginning and the end of the work. 
This plain, narrow strip makes tbe 
seams (when the bag Is sewed up) 
strong, flat and firm. The bottom can 
be finished with a fringe of beads.

Cut tbe lining to fit and catch It tn 
with the bag seams. This will keep 
the lining from slipping. At ths top 
of the bag make a beading of silk, 
brocade or satin, about three Inches 
deep, to draw strings of ribbon.

Any size bag may be made to suit 
the taste of tbe knitter. I f a larger

RECEPTACLE FOR THE TOYS

Batter to Keep Them on the Porch
Than Have Them Dragged In and 

Out of the House.

Rhool Chase the children out ot 
doors this lovely weather.

June 1915. 
Editor Messenger:

On May 21 the “Manchuria” 
arrived <U Honolulu, the capital 
of the Hawaiian Islands, 2UX) 
miles from San Urancisco. We 
made good use of the eighteen 
hours six*nt in the delightful 
port. The tirst thing we did was 
to hire an automobile and go out 
to a place called Pali. This si>ot 
was made famous bj’ the slaugh­
ter that once took place there 
when the warring king of Hawaii 
landed on Oahu, drove the iH*ople 
up a mountain gorge, and trained 
his cannon on them until they 
leaped from a precipice 12ti0 feet 
high and were dashed to pieces 
on the rocks below. They had 
literally reached the jumping off 
place and there was nothing left 
but U) jump. We then went up 
a zigzag road to a cnig hkX) ftH*t 
above sea level, called Pacitic 
Heights. From this ix)int we 
were able to see the entire city, 
lookdown into the famous Punch 
bow 4 crater, and get a tine view 
ol the ocean. While running 
alKMit the town we passed the 
hou.H<> of ex iiueen Lilioukalani 
who rult‘d the Hawaiian Islands 
b**forv3 they were annexed U) the 
United States. She is now a 
private citizen and it is said that 
■he draws from the federal 
gov. lament a large ismsion. I 
was very desirous of seeing 
“Queen Lill” but as she is seven­
ty nine years old I did not have 
the nerve to request that she 
come out where I could look at 
her.

Daring the aftermx)n the boys 
of one ol the public .schools en­
gaged in a kite fij’ing cont**st.

This is about the way the flying 
tish diH's his flying. He is only 
about six inches long. Nature 
has endowed him with the ix>wer 
to fly in order that he may es 
caix> from his enemies in tlie .sea, 
which are generally niueh larger 
and stronger than liiiinself.

During my three trips across 
the Pacific I have seen only one 
whale. When we first saw him, 
he was spouting up a beautiful 
fountain of spray. Tlien he leap­
ed his full length out of the water 
and fell back with a great 
splash. If compared with a full 
grown whale, he was small; but 
if compared with a minnow, he 
was ruilier large.

As tlie day bt^gins in 
the Philippines before it does in

There are 
some boll weevils, but we are 
more afraid of the leaf worm 
this fall than we are of the wwv- 
ils, unle.ss we have too much 
rain, for the rea.son that most 
cotton is lat«». The rain gave us 
lots more work to do, but that is 
one thing we are here for.

Reynard was rei>resented at 
the good roads ni(*eting last 
Thuisday in Grajieland by J. L. 
Chiles and Homer Heazley. They 
report an enthusiastic m*‘eting 
and a good showing. The sharp 
critic would say the normal 
made a big ]>art «)f the show. 
I jet that l)e so, and is not Grain?- 
land n'sponsible for tlic show 
at last'::' The three groatost 
draw backs to progivss are pre­
judice, ignorance and ‘old fogy- 
ism.’ Sometimes you have all

three in one man. Have you not 
seen it?

The river is down and fishing 
is good. Fishing parties will 
soon be in evidence.

We predict that the high cost 
of living will be greatly reduced 
by fall and the farmer who has 
a few bushels of corn, peas or 
lx)tatoes will not be able to get 
over 25c or 50c i>er bushel, but 
we had rather have plenty for 
self and some to s<‘ll at a low 
price than for it to l>e high and 
none to sell. It will take several 
years, however, before the meat 
problem is solved.

We are still planting down 
this way, as it is not too late for 
anything except cotton.

From BattI* Fronta In Europa.
The campaign in the Dardanellea 

has again been brought to the fore- 
Cront by an official report from Gen­
eral Sir Ian Hamilton, commanding 
the Britiah foruea, which tell# of de#- 
pemte fighting on the Gallipoli penin- 
vula. During a period covering five 
daya from June 2S to July 2, 6,160 
Turkiah aoldiera were killed and 16,000 
wounded, according to General Hamil­
ton'# eatimatea, which l:e declarea 
were checked and coi.c ̂ er-chocked 
from varloua report# of *he officer# 
rea' hii g hi# hand#.

In the series of fierce engagement# 
the allied troop# were supported by 
(be Britiah destroyer Scorpion, which 
cut down niaase# of the Turks with 
its accurate fire. On occasions the 
Brl'ish were obliged to yield ground, 
but the positions were retaken in 
hand-to-hand encounters with bayonet 
and bomb.

General Hamilton reports that the 
Turkish war i uu'ater, Enver Fasha, 
was in the trenches on June 29, aud 
that It was by his direct order that 
the three Turkish batta.ions engaged 
undertook such an nctlve offenaive, 
which resulted dlsa.» ously.

It is reimrted from Constantinople 
by way of Berlin that the British 
themselves lost 10,000 m -n during the 
last twelve day#' fighting around Hed- 
dul Bahr, the climax of the carnage 
being reached on the morning of 
July 1.

Cltlzena of Switzerland who have 
been trying to return home arruas the 
SwlsaOerman frontier report that the 
fiontler has been closed. They as­
sert this is the result of the massing 
of German troopa preparatory to an 
effort to drive the French from Al­
sace and is part of a plan to clear 
German and .v^strlau territory from 
the invaders.

With nine dead sailors stretched on 
her de«-k. eight men lying wounded 
below and her sides riddled with shot 
and shell, the British steamship An- 
glo-Californian steamed Into Queena 
town harbor, England. .Vonclay morn­
ing after having withstood the attack 
of a German submarine for four hours. 
The ship's escape from de;-tructlon 
was accomplished with no other 
means of defense than the Indomit­
able spirit of her captain and crow, 
comhltittl w'th masterly seamanship, 
which enabled her to frustrate the ef­
fort;. of her i -allant to torpedo her.

Aiilde from their continuous ad­
vance by which the .Vuetro-Germana 
hope to drive fhe Kussians out of Ga­
licia and put an iron hend around 
Warsaw, the Polish capital, the most 
interesting feature of the European 
war is the return of the Germans to 
the offeuKlve in IW-lgium an«l France.

For many days It was the French 
who were forcing the Issue in that 
fiercely contested territory to the 
north of Arras, now the Germans 
have as8ume<l the aggressive. Simi­
larly In the Argonno the Germans 
have taken matters In hand and have 
capturerl 2.65*5 officers and men, 26 
machine guns and a large number of 
mine throwers. They have occupied 
a section of the forest north of Fey- 
En-^.aye after having stormed the 
French positions along a front of over 
a third of a mile.

There have been rumors that the 
Germans were bringing reinforce­
ment# to the western front.

The Russian retn-at In Galicia con­
tinues steadily. General von IJnsIn- 
gen's force.s are advancing toward the 
SGota Elpa river in full pursuit. Tho 
latest German official statement say# 
that under pressure of the Germans 
the Kussians are evacuating their po­
sitions from .Varajow to .Vl.ir'o and 
further north from K.-imionka, twen­
ty thr^e miles northeast of Lemberg 
to Krylow, Juat over the border In 
Boiithern Russian FoUnd.

The plucky fight of the German 
mine layer .Mbatross agr.inst four 
Russian crulsera of the armored class 
and what Is charged by German naval 
officers as the violations by the Rus­
sians of Swedish neutrality clalme^l 
the center of public attention In Ber­
lin Sunday.

According to Swedich and Danish 
reports the Albatross while passing 
through a dense fog lost sight of the 
accompanying small cr*ilfrs  and was 
suddenly attacked hy four big ships 
The Albatnjs fought desperately for 
several hours, but was slowly driven 
toward the Swedish roast and finally 
entered Swedish water#. The cap­
tain mn the #hip around near Henvt- 
ker.

ESTIMATE COTTON CROP BY 
DEPARTMENT AGRICULTURE
The Acreage Cut 5.871,000 Under La#t 

Year, But Condition of 80J 
I# Better.

Washington.—A prospective cotton 
crop of 12,500,000 equivalent 600- 
pound bales this seasou is unofficially 
estimated from the department of ag 
rlculturo June 25 uercuge report, is­
sued this week. That would be 3,601),- 
000 bales less than last year’s crop, 
or a reduction of 22 per cent.

in all 31.535.000 acres were planted 
this year, showing that the govern 
ment's repeated appeals to cotton 
growers to reduce their cotton acre­
age had b»“cn heeded. Reduction from 
last year’s area amounted to 5,871,- 
OOO acres, or 15.7 p«'r cent.

Along the Atlantic coast the crop 
deteriorated during June, but condi­
tions improved In Mississippi. L^ul8- 
iana, Texas, Arkansas and Tennessee. 
The condition of tho growing crop on 
June 25 was 80.3 per cent of normal.

PART OF U. S. CAPITOL 
WRECKED BY EXPLOSION

Caused Great Excitsment for a Tima, 
and Exact Cause of Explosion 

Is Not Known.

Washington.—A tremendous explo­
sion, bellevud to have been caused 
by some kind of bomb or infernal ma­
chine, wrecked the public reception 
room on the east side of the capitol 
shortly before midnight Friday. No 
one was injured. Officials believe 
that the explosive was placed by a 
crank who desired to create a sensa­
tion. Visitors were allowed in the 
room during the day and a timed ma­
chine might have been left without 
attracting attention.

Fart of the celling and side walla 
of tho room were shaken down, a 
huge mirror and a crystal chandelier 
shattered and the doors blown open. 
One of the doors led into the offices 
of the vice president, and Is said not 
to have been opened In forty years.

The building bad been closed since 
dark and there was no one In It but 
the watchman and telephone switch­
board operators. Watchman Jones on 
the floor below at the east entrance 
said he was blown from bis chair by 
the explosion.

The report could be heard for a 
mile and in a few minutes a crowd of 
*‘xclted people had gathered on the 
east plasa. In tho meantime lights 
had been switched on and excited of- 
ricinls were rushing back and forth 
on two floors of the great building.

After tho first rumors of a bomb 
some of the investigators concluded 
that tho blast had been caused by 
spontaneous combustion in a gas pipe. 
The sides of the wall were torn out, 
however, and all the pipes apparent­
ly were Intact. There had been no 
gas fixtures on the senate side since 
an explosion occurred there seven­
teen years ago.

More State Warehouses Bonded.

Gloncove, N. Y.—Frank Holt, for­
mer Cornell University Instructor, and 
well known In educational circles in 
Texas and Oklahoma, attempted to 
kill J. P. Morgan at East Isle, Mr. 
Morgan's summer home, Saturday. 
Ho confessed he was the man who set 
the bomb which exploded In the Unit­
ed States capitol at Washington Fri­
day night. Mr. Morgan, the victim 
of the bullets, is said by sp'vciallsts 
not to be dangerously wounded. No 
vital organ, the physlcl.ans announced, 
had been Involved In his injury.

Holt, by Ills confession and the de­
tailed description of the bomb he used 
In the capitol outrage, stumped him­
self as an expert on the use of ex­
plosives, the police assert.

” My plan," aald Holt, "was to get 
hold of Mrs. Morgan and the Morgan 
children and take them Into an up­
stairs room and then send Mr. Mor- 
<an out to see his Influential friends 
to stop the exportation of ammunition 
from this country.

"I planned to take the dynamite 
Into tho room with me and cut a hole 
In the d(Mir and have tho food shoved 
in through It. 1 planned to keep them 
there until Tdr. Morgan returned and 
gave mo hla promise that the expor­
tation of war niunlticns would stop. 
Unless be stopped jt I would tell him 
of my intention to kill Mrs. Morgan 
and the children and myself by ex­
ploding the dynamite."

Holt then tried to tell Commission­
er Woods about the terrible slaughter 
resulting from the war. He said he 
knew Mr. Morgan could stop the war 
and that is the reason he went to 
him. He insisted ho did not intend 
to harm him. but just wanted him to 
"see his iufhientiul friends and manu- 
farturers and get them to put an em­
bargo on arms from this country."

He said he took the dynamite sticks 
with him to show Mr. Morgan the 
very material that was killing so 
many people.

After the interview Commissioner 
Woods declared that the man had 
spent many sleepless nights. "The 
man aptx'urs to be mentally unbal­
anced,” he said. "He has evidently 
brought himself to this very poor 
mental condition. He ikppears to be 
ill a state of utter mental and physi­
cal .sollapse.”

GREAT IRON MAN OF 
MEXICO PASSES OUT

Qenaral Porfirlo DIai, Pormtr Praal- 
dant of RapubllCi Suocumba 

to Old Ago.

Paria.—Opneral Porfirlo Diaa, for- 
tnar praaident of Mazlco, died Prldaj 
night.

Oanaral Dlax had bran in falling 
health aliico reaching Kuropa in 1811 
sfler hia rcalgnatlon from the preai- 
dency of Mexico, following the sue- 
ceaaful Madero revolution. A coni- 
piicaJlon of dlauaHea due to advanced 
age waa the enuae of hia death.

General Diaz wua bum in 1830. Hia 
fanilly were of old Hpaulah atock with 
an infuaion of Indian blood. Left 
fatherleaa at the ago of 8, bo waa edu­
cated at the expense of the bishop of 
Caxaca with the Intention of becom­
ing a priest, but he eventually turned 
to law and then at the outbreak of 
the war with the United Htatea turned 
to a military career. lie  served 
throughout that struggle In a militia 
company which he helped organlia, 
and-after peace waa deolsred he made 
a special study of military sclenoo. 
*Me and one other were the only two 
la the country who dared openly op- 
-pose the continuation of Santa Anna's 
dictatorship. Hia execution waa or­
dered, but he escaped and joined Her­
rera's revolt. He speedily made a 
-reputation as a soldier, and as a brig­
adier general he waa the chief thorn 
in the side of the French forces, when, 
taking advantage of the civil war In 
the United States, they attempted to 
place Archduke Maximilian of Aus- 
*tria on the throne of a Mexican em- 
'plre. Dial harassed the enemy con­
stantly, and in June, 1867, captured 
the City of Mexico with his forces. 
,On the re-establlahment of the re­
public he was unsuccesaful aa a can­
didate for president, but in 1877 he 
was elected to fill the unexpired term 
o f the fugitive president, Lerdo. His 
last and eighth election was in July, 
1910. To Diaz was given credit for 
the advance of Mexico to the status 
o f a stable, progressive and prosper­
ous government, although the auto­
cratic methods he employed were 
widely criticised.

CAMPAI6N AGAINST CATTLE 
TICK IN TEXAS RENEWED
Great Area Has Been Freed From 

Quarantine Section— Further Agi­
tation Pointed Out.

SHORTAGE ‘ IN EOUPMENT 
OF TEXAS NAnONAL GUARD

United States Government Clalme a 
Shortage of $90,000, Covering 

a Period of Years.

Washington.— A statement of the 
shortage in army equipment Issued to 
the Texas National Guard amounting 
to $90,000 and covering a period of 
years is being prepared by the war 
department for transmittal to Govern­
or Ferguson at Austin. Of this about 
$30,000 is the amount of condemned 
property alleged to have been embez­
zled and for which a federal grand 
Jury In Texas has returned two indict­
ments against officials of the guard.

All government property issued to a 
state is charged against the state until 
accounted for. In the Texas contro­
versy there appears to be a discrep­
ancy between the records here and 
those in the adjutant general's office 
In Austin as to the amount of prop­
erty on hand among the organizations. 
In order to bring about a partial ad­
justment of the equipment accounts 
the department ordered a reinspectlon 
o f six or seven companies. A num­
ber of other states are aiso short in 
large amounts.

The department's statement will go 
to Austin within the next ten days for 
checking against the state's records. 
Collin ii. Hall of the Infantry, assign­
ed to the Texas Guard as inspector-in- 
Btruct'or; Krigadier General Lyon and 
Adjutant General Henry Hutchings 
were In conference with the secretary 
of war concerning the inspector's re­
port.

Washington. — Between 1907 and 
1914 there was freed from the cattle 
tick ar»*a in Texas 28,80$ square miles, 
and thus far during 1816, the counties 
of Sterling and Wilbarger have been 
placed above the federal quarantine 
line as "cleaned." During the seven 
years the bureau of animal industry 
has spent in eradicating Texas of the 
fever lick $110,670, the state has spent 
$36,746, and local organizations of cat­
tle raisers have oonirlbuted $3,000.

"Despite these large sums of 
money," says a statement from the 
United States department of agricul­
ture, "the great bulk of Texas remains 
badly infested with the cattle tick. 
I ’upular sentiment for eradication, 
however, appears to be steadily grow­
ing. In Nolan county, for example, 
tick eradication was adopted in March 
of this year by a substantial majority, 
although It had been defeated in the 
same county the year before by nearly 
three to one. I'rogressive cattle men 
are also leading movements for tick 
eradication in the counties of Clay, 
Archer, Wichita, Throckmorton, Stev­
ens, Young, Concho and others.

"Prom the point of view of those 
who have studied the question, it Is 
difficult to see how stock raisers can 
afford to lose the profits that result 
from tick eradication. Some time ago 
the federal department of agriculture 
sent to a number of representative 
stock-breeding farmers a series of 
questions on the effect of tick eradi­
cation. From replies It appeared that 
In the states of Alabama, Arkansas, 
California, Georgia, Mississippi, North 
Carolina, South Carolina, OUahoma, 
Texas, Tennessee and Virginia the 
value of cattle in tick-freed territory 
Increased on an average of $9.76. In 
Texas the increase was $13.79. The 
weight of tick-freed cuttle was said 
to be, on the average, one-fifth more 
than It had been, and the milk produc­
tion one-fourth more."

The census of 1910 showed that 16,- 
000,000 head of cattle with a valuation 
of about $270,000,000, were below the 
quarantine line. One-eighth or $34,- 
000,000 represents the loss by deaths 
stone, the department figures, and the 
statement gives the opinion of a 
Stonewall county stock raiser, that 
two men by bringing ticky cattle in 
had coft the county from $76,000 to 
$100,000. The department adds:

"How long It will be before Texas 
frees herseif from the burden of the 
tick depends upon the strength of the 
popular conviction that the tick must 
go. In comparison with the size of 
the state and the Importance of Its 
stock-raising Industry the amount of 
active work that is being done in Tex­
as is very small. At the close of 1914 
there were only sixty-nine dipping 
vats in operation In the state, where­
as in Mississippi there were 2,352 and 
in Oklahoma 229."

England's Losses Increase.
London.—The following compilation 

of the approximate total caaualtles of 
the British expeditionary force during 
the past three months was given out: 
April, 639 officers and 19,000 men; 
May, 3,600 officera and 26,000 men; 
June, 2,200 officera and 62.000 men.

Austin, Tex. — Twenty-five homl 
cldes and twenty-eight suicides occur 
red in Texas during May, according to 
the regular monthly report Issued by 
Dr. W. A. Davis, state registrar of 
vital statistics, this week.

The total number of births was 
8,782, including forty-two sets of 
twins. Deaths numbered 2.659. An 
unusually large number of deaths of 
children was recorded, there being 

I 504 infants under the age of 1 year 
and 242 from 1 to 5 years. Tubercu­
losis qf lungs again caused the great­
est number of deaths, 306. Diarrhea 
and enteritis were second, claiming 
241 children under 2 years of age.

The oldest person to die In Texas in 
May was a negro, 117 years old, in 
Tarrant county. A white man, aged 
111 years, died In Bexar county. The 
death of another white man. aged 110 
years, was also reported from Bexar 
county.

Smallpox claimed 7 victims out of a 
total of 153 rases reported; 79 died 
from pellagra, and 36 accideutaJ 
drowniugs were reported.

The time Is at hand vvhen the 
cotton grower should begin to 
watch bis fields for insect pests. 
In the meantime, lie should know 
what to do in case of an attack, 
and where, on short notice, he 
can get the dope best to use.

The leaf-worm is most liable b) 
make trouble, and paris green 
mixed with cheap flour, two 
IHUinds of the luiison well mixed, 
witli a r>0 jHMind sack of flour, 
being about the right proiairtion.

Make a couple of bags of clieap 
cotton cloth, oi>en enough to let 
the poison flour sift through. 
Fasb'n the sacks to the two ends 
of a ia*k>, long tuioiigli to reach to 
the middle of a cotti>n row on 
each side. Put a small la»y on a 
horse, with the iwle across in 
front of him, and give him a stick 
with which to tap the hugs to 
iiiake them "give down."

Twelve to twenty acres, accord­
ing to sizt' of stalk, may ho cover­
ed in a day by this means', ami 
unless a rain comes too soon and 
washes off, the application will 
got the worms. In case of a r;;in 
following the application, there 
is nothing to do except to apply 
again.

1 have heard of loss of slock 
from p:isturingon the poisoned 
fioliis, but never had an.v trouble 
of this kind mysidf, or iH?rsonal 
knowledge of such troubhv How­
ever, it is well to bo careful, os 
IM'cially wlien heavy rains have 
not come prior to turning stock 
in the tields.

Great care should bo taken to 
prevent injury to tin* horse used 
for applying the j^oison. He 
should be ]irot»s*t«‘d front and 
sides, by heavy e.invus .shields, 
reaching to the knees. The first 
time I used this dope 1 nearly 
killed the best horse on the place 
and it is just as bad for the boy.

Arsenate of leatl is a iiio.st ef­
fective remedy for the leaf-worm, 
but the paris grei*n is easier to 
lirooure, and will do the work'. 
Hast season, we p inteil this 
warning and remetly in giKod 
lime, but a great many .seem not 
to have paicl much attention to it 
until the worms altacki'd t lie ir  
tields, when they deluged iliis  
office with letters for the ir.forii: 
ation we had given iir tin* brief 
bulletin.
