I want to  roniinend tho efforts of tboso in to re s ted  
tn the  ntovptxienl to hold a la rge  part of tills y e a r s  co t ­
ton  crop  off the  m a rk e t .  wliicIi can only bo lione by pro­
viding in d iffe rent conimiiiiltles in Texas su itab le  ware- 
linuse farll l t iea . which will oiiahle the  fa rm ers  to  borrow  
tliroiiKh local hanks  a snffiolcnt anioiint of money to  tldo 
flioni over, and  perm it  them  to  m arke t  the  crop gradnal-  
ly for a period of say, from nix to  eight months, r a th e r  
th a n  I I I  th e  old way of m arke ting  it in thr>“e or  four  
m onths .  T h e  n o r th e rn  w heat fa n n e r  and  corn fa rm er  
h ave  long s ince  lea rned  th a t  ihc ir  crops canno t be 
m a rk e ted  In tw o o r  th r e e  months, and they have pro-
vldotl m eans  for  ta k in g  ca ro  of It, and giving It to th e

world as It ne<‘ds It. and while an  em ergency  now confronts  the  people of the
S ou th  In th e  disposition of th e i r  co t ton  crop, on a<count of the war. It has
n eve r the le ss  alwnya been the  w ors t  so r t  of bus iness  to dl.spose of our  co t ton  
crops a.s we h ave  here to fo re  done.

An observa tion  of th e  f luctuations of th e  cotton m arke t  over  a period of 
years  will show th a t  near ly  a lw ays  it r e a rh e s  the  lowt'st points during  the  
nionfhs of 0<-tober and Novenilier, frequ m tly  a f te r  th a t  tim e the re  la iin ad- 
t a n e e  of from $10 Of) to $20.00 per  hale. T h e re  cun be no reason for this ,  
except th a t  the  m en who buy our  co t ton  ta k e  advan tage  of the  conditions, 
tha t we ourselv*»fl as a people re fu se  to  rem edy, and the  resu lt  Is tho re s t  
of the world Is r iche r  to th e  ex ten t  of o u r  own folly.
* In my opinion, with th e  p rospec tive  size of th is  crop in view, It Is en t ire ly  
res*;oniible to  exp**ct ten  cen ts  per  pound for th is  crop, provided It la Judl- 
cioii.sly m arke ted ,  and w hile  I u n d e rs ta n d  the  fa rm ers  have got to  be ed u ­
cated som ew hat In tlil.s m a tte r ,  e \ i-n  a f te r  am ple  s to rage  fiu lli tlcs have been  
providiNl. a t  the  sam e t im e If the  b.anks of T ex a s  a re  so much In teres ted  In 
It. they  can Induce th e  f a n n e r s  of T exas  to  w arehouse  a sufficient am ount 
(if cotton to  hold the  price to a rcaBcnuble bas is  un d er  tho existing  eonditlons.

Desirous of 
b roadening th e  m inds of th e  women, a 
g irls '  high school was es tab l ished  a t  
Seoul in 1908, when th e  glrla adm itted ,  
54 In num ber,  w ere  a lm o s t  en t ire ly  
d augh te rs  of noblemen. ;

T h e  te ac h e rs  w ere  women a t  first,  
bu t  the  num ber  of s tu d e n ts  Increuaed 
so th a t  the  necessity  of efficient male 
in s t ru c to rs  waa felt  and  som e were a p ­
pointed. T he  com m unity  in general 
and the  s tuden ts '  p a ren ts  In p a r t icu la r  
were enraged, alleging th a t  It waa an  
unpardonable  cr im e for men to  e n te r  
the  gate  of a  girls '  school in broad 
daylight,  even If they were  teachers .

T h e  school au tho r i t ie s  the re fo r*  
m ade a concession th a t  th e  m a la  
teachers  should veil th e i r  facea w hen  
they  paased th e  g a te  of th e  school. I t  
ia an  ab su rd  Idea, but the  a tu d en U ’ 
p a re n ts  were  aatiafled with  IL Som a 
glrla w ere  a t tended  by two o r  t h r e e ,  
chaperons  o r  m aids  even  a t  school.

At first th e  young  lad les  could dla- 
t lngniah only such p r im ary  colors a s  
red  and  blue, having no eye for deli­
ca te  secondary  colors and tints .  P u t  
a t  p resen t they  a re  in s t ru c ted  in all 
l iberal a r ta  and  th e ir  th o u g h ts  and  
Ideas a re  natu ra lly  b«'lng broadened  
T h e  gra<luates w ant to m ake  a  new 
d ep a r tu re  in th e  se rious m a t te r  of m a r ­
r iage and  a re  being generally  al lowed 
by th e ir  p a ren ts  to h av e  a  f ree  choice  
of a  m atch.

CURING PEANUT HAY

IVanut harvesting time will 
sixm be here, so I will give ourj 
method of curing the vines and ! 
nuts, although it isn’t original 
with me. Many people hnrvist 
tiK> s(xm. We wait until most of 
the nuts are tilled out and the 
lower leaves are  tu m k ig  yellow, 
tlien commence plowing up, 
using a 1(’> incli sweei? tin a 
“ .scooter stock" plowing just 
deep enough to get the nuts and 
still leave the nnits, because the 
rixits have little sacks of nitro 
gen on th**m, which if aliowed to 
remain in the ground and rot 
will enrich the soil, as cowjx'as 
do.

Now for tlio shoeking part, 
i ’ut ixists of sajilings aliout four 
inches througli and seven h'et 
long. Drive them along each 
fourth or fifth row about a foot 
in the ground. Nail two small 
pieces of lath or plank i rosswisc 
on the ixist alxiut 10 inches from 
the ground. Those cross pieces 
are to hold the vines otT the 
ground, .so there will be a circu 
lation of air under and through 
the shock.

Coinuience by bringing some 
vines from each side of your tirst 
ix)st, and placing them wliere 
they will be bandy. Then lay a 
few vines on the cross jiieces for 
a s ta r te r  and commence building 
up, with the nuts to the jxist. 
Build to the top of tlie jxist.

We shocked ours green, d id n ’t 
even let the vines wilt. We find 
that the sunshine injures the 
quality of the hay.

Ix?t the siiocks cure about a 
month (they will shed waU‘r like 
a duck.s back). Then two men 
can easily load them on a wagon 
by placing a crow-bar under the 
cross pieces and lifting the stoerk.

While in the shock the nuts 
will continue to draw on the vines 
and will cure  out bright and 
plump and the vines will be sweet 
and free from sunbQrn, and I 
believe equal to alfalfa.—Jam es j 
Click in Farm iS: Kanch.
