USING EQUIPMENT 1

It would be hard to overesti-
mate the value of good farm im-
plgments. They mean so much
to the farm manager that he
does not always give them credit
for his success as a farmer.

Man.power should not be re-
quired to compete with machine-
power. Machines are made to
strengthen and exalt the physi-
cal power of man. Why not use
them for this purpose?

It isn't a question of the first
cost of farm implements and
machines as it is what they may
be depended upon to produce.
Good implements should be con-
sidered as a part of the invest-
ment to bring in greater returns
from farm labor and from the
farm investment. If they do
not do this they are not properly
used or else they have no place
on the farm where they are not
profitable.

Much of the responsibility for
making the farm equipment al-
ready provided for the farm is
on the man that uses it. Some
men are more efficient in using
implements and machines than
others. But all of us can learn
to make better use of our equip-
ment. And this is one of the
most practical ways of increas-

MAKE USE OF FROSTED CORN |

It Should Be Cut as Soon as Possible, |
to Save Plant Food—Silage Should
Be Covered.

If the standing corn in the fleld is
frosted it should be cut as quickly as
possible, or it will cause a great loss |
of plant food.

the evaporation of sap that should be
left in the stalks and leaves. The
leaves turn white and become S0
brittle that In handling most of the
leaves and a portion of the stalk will
be lost. The corn on the ear will be-
come soft and will only be fit for feed-
ing to hogs and cattle as it will uot!
keep any length of time.”

An authority says: *“If frosted corn ’
is to be put Into the slilo, It should be |
cut as quickly as possible and, {f
rather dry, well watered as it s put
in the silo. The silage should be well
packed, to exclude the alr. After the
stlage 1s all In, let it settle for a few
days, then sow oats quite thick over
the silage. The oats will germinate
in a few days and make sufficient
growth to protect the sllage. The oats
make a better cover than earth or
boards and can be easily removed |
when the silage 1s to be used.”

CURING POP CORN PROPERLY |

Ears Should Be Left on Stalks Until
Fully Ripened—Free Circulation
of Air Is Essential. |

To sueccessfully cure popecorn so It
will pop early in the winter, the ears |
should be left on the stalks until the
gralns are fully ripened, and ,thonl
pulled off, husk and all. This may be
lald ou a floor, or placed in sacks |
which are more or less open for the
passage of air, and hung up In a dry |
room which {s well ventilated and free
from rats and mice. ’

If the husks are removed when the |
corn is pulled from the stalk, It dries |
out too rapldly, and the kernels will |
not pop as freely as they will if dried
more slowly.

Popcorn can be too dry at time of
popping. Corn after once cured, does |
best If kept where the alir {8 only mod- |
erately dry. Corn kept behind a stove |
will not pop as freely as corn kept in |
a room where there is a little damp-

Sweet Potafoes Can
Be Used as Collat-
eral at the Bank

Nowadays a sweet potato may
be collateral for a loan in Texas.
A farmer having 100 bushels of
sweet potatoes stored in a bond-
ed curing plant of the kind be-
ing established under the super-
vision of the Texas A. & M. Col-
lege extension department and

the United States government,
can borrow $50 by taking the
warehouse receipt to the bank
as security.

“It is the first time that a
Texas sweet potato has been rec-
ognized as having really com-
mercial value,” said Dr. R. M,
Harkey, field organizer for the
extension department of A. & M,
College. "During the last ten
years,” said Dr. Harkey, "60
per cent of Texas' sweet pota-
toes put up in banks never

reached the markets. Out of
the remaining 40 per cent, only
25 per cent brought fair prices

because of bad condition.”’
