SOLONS WRANGLED WHOLE DAY
OVER THE RESOLUTION BE-
FORE IT CAME TO VOTE.

MANY BILLS ACTED UPON

The House Votes Appropriation for
School of Mines at El Paso—Senate
Passed Bills Creating New Inde-
pendent School Districts.

Austin, Tex.—The house committee
on private corporations reported favor-
ably by unanimous vote Saturday the
senate bills known as the independ-
ents pipe line bill and the Texas Com-
pany bill.

Jesse Morral is making an effort to
have the survivors of the Ninth legils-
lature, known as the secession legis-
lature of 1861, meet in Austin on
March 2. He knows of only one mem-
ber of this famous legislature who is
yvet alive. This old-time legislator also
participated in the constitutional con-
vention of 1875.

Austin, Tex.—After defeating a
“bene-dry” submission amendment Fri
day morning, the house remained un-
der call all day, heard a great deal of
sratory, and just after dark Friday
defeated the committee
resolution on final passage by a vote
of 89 to 47, which is six votes less
than the necessary 95, or two-thirds,
required to carry the resolution. The
house became involved in a quandary
a8 to “where it was at” from a par
liamentary standpoint, just before the
final roll call, and while it was at ease
wearied members gathered in a corper
and lustily chanted “How dry I am”
and “The eves of Texas are upon you"
@8 &4 war cry or a warning, as one
cares to consider it, preceding the
death of the resolution.

The resolution received three votes
less Friday than it did om engross-
ment,

Friday's Senate Proceedings.

The Dayton congressional redistrict-
ing bill was finally passed.

House joint resolution assuring
President Wilson of the confidence of
all Texans was adopted. It was adopt-
ed by the house Thursday.

The senate went into executive ses
sion to consider appointments made
by the governor, but adjournment was
taken without deciding on Woodman's
appointment,

Friday's House Proceedings.

At 6 o'clock, after a day of speech-
making, the house failed by 6 votes to
pass the submission amendment reso
lution by a two-thirds majority. It is
thought that this means that the sub-
mission question is dead for this ses-
sion .

Austin, Tex.—Concluding the lengthy
consideration of the Tillotson state
highway commission bill Thursday,
the house engrossed the measure by
a vote of 108 to 18, not having amend-
ed it in any important particular save
to make the motor tax fund divisible
bhalf and half between the state and
county, insgad of two-thirds to the
state and one-third to the county
where paid, and to require the state
highway engineer to be a graduate of
a firstclass engineering college. The
house also engrossed, without debate
or opposition, the Valentine bill per
mitting corporations that have for
feited the right to do business in Tex-
as because of anti-trust law violations
to return to the state upon showing
the court of original judgment that
they are not owned or connected with
persons or organizations violating
such lgws.

The Willlams of MecLennan pool
room bill, which the house refused to
passe Wednesday, was reconsidered
Thursday; the section repealing the
local option pool rogm law was strick-
en out, and the bill passed finally. In
its present shape it provides more
stringent regulation of pool rooms and
requires $2,000 bonds from each, for
feitable in case of violation of the
regulations.

The house adopted a resolution up-
holding the president in the present
crisis with Germany.

Thursday's Senate Proceedings.

Senator Henderson introduced a bill
that would prevent the creation of
more commissions without a vote of
the people. Eighteen senators joined
him in the resolution.

Permission was granted to the suf-
fragettes to use the house chamber
Monday night for a meeting.

The house committee substitute
highway bill was engrossed by a vote
of 108 to 18.

remainder of Wednesday's session con-
sidering the Tillotson-Bland highway
commission bill section by section.

After long arguments over the salary
to be paid the chairman of the state
highway commission, the proponents
of the bill accepted an amendment by
Mr. Woods fixing this salary at $3,600
instead of $4,000, as the bl proposed.
Mr. Dodd had offered an amendment
reducing the salary to $3,000, which
amendment was substituted by Mr.
Woods. Later Mr. Dodd proposed to
limit the state highway engineer's sal-
ary to $3,600, but this amendment was
tabled, 75 to 20.

! Austin, Tex—Governor Ferguson
Tuesday signed the following bills:
Senate bill, appropriating $50,000 for
coustruction of fireproof dormitory at
Prairie View Normal; house bill, ap-
propriating $5,625 to pay quarantine
officers and guards at Brownsville and
other border points, house bill, chang-
ing boundaries of Willacy and Kleberg
counties; senate bill, creating a more
efficient road system in Llano coun-
ty,; senate bill, creating Hearne inde-
pendent school district; house bill, re-
organizing the thirty-second, thirty-
ninth and seventieth judicial districts,
and house concurrent resolution desig-
nating March 2 as Houston Memorial
Day and providing for the erection of
& monument to Sam Houston in the
city of Houston.

After pleas from Thomason and Dud-
ley of El Paso, McFarland of Alpine
and other western representatives, the
house passed finally, 111 to 14, the
Butler joint resolution submitting a
constitutional amendment requiring
voters to be American citizens, or, in
other words, providing that an alien
can not vote after taking out his firgt
papers, as he can do now.

Appeals both by western members
and representatives from East Texas,
by a vote of 107 to 17, the house pass-
ed finally the bill creating a branch
Agricultural and Mechanical college to
be located in West Texas.

The Texas Company bill, giving cor-
porations the right to prospect for and
produce oil, as well as manufacture it,
was passed finally by the senate Tues-
day with 19 affirmative votes, 4 pairs
and no negative votes, Several amend-
ments were made on the floor, none of
which change the vital points in the
bill. Senator Dean offered an amend-
ment which was accepted, which pre-
vents the bill in any way conflicting
with the present anti-trust laws.

The bill changes the present law by
providing that corporations formed for
the purpose of storing, transporting,
buying and selling oil and gas and
other products “may also engage in oil
and gas producing business, prospect-
ing for and producing oil and gas, and
owning and holding lands, leases and
other property for gald purposes; pro-
vided that no corporation shall exer-
cise these powers while owning or op
erating oll pipe lines in the state”

Tuesday's Senate Proceedings.
A senate committee reported favor

ably the house bill to abolish “mooch-
ing."

The Texas Company bill was passed
quickly Tuesday morning, 19 senators
voting for the bill.

Senator Hudspeth introduced a bill
providing for the establishment of the
“Jim Hogg State Normal” at El Paso.

Senator King humorously offered a
resolution making the senate recep-
tion room “an overflow room for sen-
ate employes.”

Senator Johnston sent up a petition
from doctors of Harris county protest-
ing against the passage of the optome-
