Preventive
measures are always more sat-
isfactory than treating the dis-
ease, once your herd becomes
infected.

With the large number of hogs
running at large over the county
the situation is even wmore pre-
carious. Under the present sit-
uation the disease may exist
among our hogs for days with-
out any knowledge of it on our
part. The mast is about all gone
and corn planting time is fast
approaching, and as the hogs
will have to be shut up very soon
anyway, it would be no great in-
convenience to shut them up im-
mediately and in this way take
an added precaution against the
spread of hog cholera. Should
any outbreak then occur it could
be readily detected and the steps
necessary to stamp it out may
be immediately taken.

Any signs of unhealthiness in
your hogs should be looked into
closely and any suspicious cases
should be isolated at once from
the herd and the fact reported
to the veterinarian or your
county agent. Do not take any
chances. Take all the sanitary
precautions possible, such as

cleaning up the pens and feed

New Bills Introduced in the House,

Austin, Tex.—The following new
bills of general nature were introduced
in the house Saturday:

By Mr. Carlock: Creating the office
of state landscape architect.

By Mr. Nichols: Providing for the
collection by the state librarian of
data and statistics of the pioneer in-
dustrial movements and men of Texas.

By Mr. Willlams of McLennan: Pro-
viding for the licensing of fire insur-
ance agents by the commissioner of in-
surapee and banking, licenses grad-
uated from $5 to $25.

The Westbrook child labor bill pro-
hibits the employment of childrem un-
der 16 years of age to labor In or about
any factory, mill, workshop, laundry,
telegraph office or messenger service,
theater, moving picture show or other
place of amusement; or any chijd un-
der the age of 17 years in or about
any distillery, brewery or other place
where Intoxicating liquors are kept or
manufactured; or in any mine, quarry
or place where explosives are used,
or disorderly house; or any child un-
der the age of 17 doing any messenger
service requiring calling at such lat-
ter places, with these exceptions:

Under application made to the coun-
ty judge, children under 12 years of
age, whose earnings are necessary for
their support or that of a widowed or
needy mother or invalld father, may
be permitted {0 work in other places

than where dangerous machinery is
used, or such places as where the
moral or physical condition of the

child is likely to be injured.

The bill excepts school children be-
tween June and September 1, provided
they are not employed in occupations
r places or in sections prohibited. It
also requires that no child under 15
ghall be required to labor more than
eight hours per day. The bill further
gives the commissioner of labor statis-
tics free access to all places where
children are employed for the purpose
of enforcing this act,

The vote on final passage was 25
ayes and 3 noes.
