DEMOBILIZATION WILL RE-
QUIRE AT LEAST TWO

New York, Nov. 1.—Demobili-
zation of the American forces in
France will require a period of
two years after peace is declared,
according to a statement made
here Friday night by General T.
Coleman Du Point, who has just
returned from a two month’s
vigit to the western frort.

Declaring that his views were
the reflection of oflicial opinion
among the allied forces, he ask-
ed that Americans accustom
themselves to the idea of a long

demobilization as they had to
that of long war.

COLORED NURSES

We came across an article in a
big city paper a few days ago,
under the head of “Letters from
the People,” in which the writer
deplored (ke action of the Red
Cross in refusing to accept the
services of colored women as
nurses in the army cantonments
of this country.

Unable to get out of Grapeland
as often as we would like to, and
not being in closer touch with
the Red Cross than the informa-
tion we get right here at home,
we had labored under the belief
all along that the government is
furnishing colorde nurses for its
colored soldiers. We had sup-
posed that the nursing end of
war was being handled efliciently
and let it go at that.

But if the Red Cross or any
other organization has discrimi-
nated against the colored soldier
then one part of our war service
is lamentably lame. The color-
ed men of this country are sub-
ject to the selective draft, just
the same as the white men. They

drills, sleep in the same kind of
beds, eat the same kind of food
and, when sick or injur5d. are
taken to the same hospitals.
Why, then, are not the colored
women of this country just as

Imuch entitled to care for their

own race as the white . women
and why, if the Red Cross offi-
cials want to be absolutely fair
do they accept their money and
their sewing and the bandages
they roll if they are not compe-
tent to nurse the sick of their
own race?

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INSFRUCTIONS FOR SEND-
ING CHRISTMAS BOXES |
TO OUR SOLDIERS
OVERSEAS |

The War and Post Oflice De-
partments and the Amcricun:
Red Cross have made an ar-
rangement by which every man
in the army overseas may re-
ceive a Christmas Parcel from
his family or friends. The
amount of shipping space which
can be set aside for the trans-
portation of these parcels will
permit the sending of but one
parcel to each man.

Each soldier overseas will be
provided with one Christmas
Parcel Label. This label will be/
forwarded by him to the person|
in the United States from whom
he wishes to receive his (‘hrist-i
mas package. Packages that do
not bear this label will not be ac-
cepted by the Red Cross for de-
livery to the Post Office authori-|
ties. Labels that are lost will
not be duplicated.

Christmas Parcels must be
placed in standard cardboard
boxes 3x4x9 in size. These box-
es will be provided to holders of
labels by the American Red Cross
They may be obtained at Red
Cross Chapters or branches after
November 1st.

Below will be found a list of
articles which are barred by the
Postal authorities. Study these
instructions and avoid mistakes.
No message or writing of any
kind will be allowed to go in the
boxes. When the boxes are
packed but unwrapped they
must not weigh more than 2 |bs,
15 ozs. If the parcel is over
weight, some article must be re-
moved.

Do not mail the box yourself.
When packed, the box, unsealed
and unwrapped, ready for in-
spection, should be taken to the
nearest collection station de-
signated by the Red Cross, Red
Cross representatives are author
ibed to remove objectionable ar-
ticles from parcels. Shippers wili
then affix suflicient postagée on
their parcels to carry them to
Hoboken, N. J. Parcel post zone
rates will be charged. The par-
cels are to remain in custody of
th Red Cross until delivered to
the postal authorities. l

No Christmas parcel will be
accepted by the Red Cross for
shipment after November 20.|

planning a Merry Christmas for
the boys “Over There.”
