Maj. Gen. Maurice, former di-

rector of operations at the Brit-
ish war office, after a trip to the
British front in Flanders declar-
ed the mud he encountered there
'to be the most remarkable in the
world. “As an enemy,” said he,
“it is more persistent than the
German and more deadly than
his artillery.
|  “I had a most remarkable ob-
ject lesson of the power of the
Flanders mud during my week
in the battle area. 1 visited a
hospital where there were two
of our men who had been rescued
after spending 30 hours in the
‘grip of a Flanders mud hole.
The two men advancing acrosgc
No Man's Land in the semidark-
ness had stumbled into a hole,
and found themselves inex-
tricably in the clutches of the
thick mud at the bottom. When
rescued they had been there 30
hours and had been drawn waist-
deep into the clay.
. “All sorts of expedients were
used to extricate them, and it
was finally found necessary to
fit a harness to them and pull
them out with a team of mules.
Both men had their hips , and
knees dislocated in the process.
That is Flanders mud!” -
