Scales that Cheat

Austin, Texas, Sept. 8.—More
than half the platform
which have so far been inspected
by the department of weights
and measures have been found to
be out of order. It is on these
scales that the farmers sell their
prml'nv corn, cotton, oats and
hay and other heavy commodit-
One of these scales tested
3,000 pounds was found to be

in favor of the buyver—by
00 pounds; another was off
67 pounds on a test of 10,000; a
third was to the bad 170 pounds
on a test for 8000 pounds.

In one county eleven scales
were given the test and seven ef
them were condemned as being
short. All of these were “buy-
ing” scales as contrasted with
the short weight scales which
are used for selling in the city
groceries,

[t is the intention of the de-
partment to finally test every
platform scale in the state, but
there are only eight inspectors
and probably 5000 of the scales,
so the task is rather a monumen-
tal one.
