On The .Subject of Tithinj;

In last week's .Me.sscnjrer there 
appeared an article by I)r. G. II. 
Black on the subject of tithinjr— 
KivinK a tenth or tithe of one's 
income to the Lord. .As one 
who firmly believes in tithing, 
who preaches that all professinj; 
Christians should xive at least 
the tithe to the Lord, and who 
practices tithintr (not in ima)^ina- 
tion but in reality!,I would like 
to .say some thinvrs on the same 
subject. However, it is not my 
intention to provoke, or to be 
drawn into an extended di.scu.s- 
sion of the subject in ejuestion.

In the first place tithes were 
paid lonK before the law was 
tjiven to Moses on Mt. Sinai. 
Abraham paid tithes to Melchi- 
zedek (Gen. 14:18--20) and .locob 
tithed ((ien .‘28:20-22). Both did 
so as acts of worship, and were 
irreatly prospt’red and bics.sed. 
Nor did some one else tithe them, 
asse.ss their tenth, or .say what 
thier tenth should be.

Ancient nations prac t i c e d 
tithing as an act of worship. 
Worship is as old as hi.story. 
There are elements in worship 
common to all people and there 
are indications that all worship 
came in the beginning fn>m a 
common sourx-e— (»od. Among
the ancient nations so says Rev. 
,1. B. Holmes in the tract. "Fin­
ancing the Kingdom” according 
to Prof. Sayce, Max .Muller, Hil- 
precht and Dr. Legge. and His­
torians Grothus Pliny and Plu­
tarch, tithing, as an act of wor­
ship, was common among the

Chaldciins. Persians, Egyptians, 
.Arabians, Phoenicians. Chine.se, 
.\ssyrians, Babylonians ami An­
cient Greeks and Homans, as well 
as among the |H*ople of India. 
Another significant fact is that 
among none of the.se ancient na­
tions was any other jH-r cent 
mentioned than the tithe. This 
indicates a common origin for 
the practice, an origin difficult to 
explain unless we conclude that 
Goil gave the law of the tithe in 
the beginning when he in.stituted 
worship.

I'nder the law of Moses the 
tithe was to be the minimum 
that was to be given to the Lord 
in worship. .After bringing the 
tithe the people could then bring 
whatever they might desire to 
"offer” , "give", or “ vow” , but 
the tithe had to be paid first. 
Tithes to the Lord and laxe.s to 
the state were different. Taxe.s 
varied at different times. Under 
Solomon the taxes bt-came very- 
heavy, and when his son threat­
ened to increase them the people 
rebelled. «

Under the Mosaic law tithe.s 
wore re<iuired in order to meet 
two needs— to support the Ix)rd’s 
work and to*spiritually develop 
those paying tithes. With the 
coming of Christ neither need 
was done away. Nor do we 
hear Chri.st giving a new- law to 
supplant the law of the/ tithe. 
But on the other hand he sets 
his approval on giving tithes 
while he condems the scribes and 
Pharisees forleaving undone the 
weightier matters of the law 
(Matt. 23 : 23).— Other moral 
laws remained in force without

re-statement by Christ, and why 
not this one'.' To lie, to steal, to 
commit murder was forbidden by 
.Mo.ses in recognition of laws or­
dained from the beginning, and 
the violation of these laws was 
wrong after the Mo.saic- law be­
came null and void. The same 
is true regarding the law of the 
tithe.

Christ knew what was in man, 
and so would surely not have left 
the financing of his kingdo*m, 
which was to be extended 
throughout the whole world, to 
the impulse of his followers. If 
he had not intended for his di.sci- 
ples to make the tithe the mini- 
mun of their giving, surely he 
give would have specifically 
given another system. Paul 
taught the Corinthains that each 
one should give as he might pros­
per And that is just exactly 
what those who tithe do—  
return to the Lord at least one- 
tenth of what the Lord gives 
them It is only rea.sonable 
to suppose that Corinthians had 
been taught to make the tithe 
the basis of their giving. With­
out such'a basis for all a like— 
or .some other specific basis for 
all— to give as God prospers us 
would result in a confusion, some 
stingy people giving as low as 
only one per cent of their incomes 
and some very free-hearted souls 
giving as high as twenty-five or 
even fifty j»er cent. Such is the 
system!?) that has been tried 
in modem Christianity so long— 
the giving without a "  definite 
liasis— and that has reaulted in 
such confusion and fa ilu r e  
"God is not a God of confusion." i

^Making the tithe the basis of 
giving for all a like— rich and 
poor— i.s fair to all. Each giv­
ing according to impluse results 
in a few having to finance the 
Lord’s work while the others be­
come financial slackers. "By 
their fruits ye shall know them” 
may well be applied to the sys­
tems of finance as well as to 
prophets. And we all know the 
fruits of failure of the hit or 
miss (nio.stly miss) .systems of 
giving according to the impulse 
of the giver (maybe as he may 
prosper, but without any definite 
basis), and. on the other hand, 
proof is not lacking of the finan­
cial and spiritual blessings that 
come to congregations and to in­
dividuals who follow- God's plan 
of giving— giving at least the 
tithe in the spirit of worship. 
“ One-tenth of ripened grain. 
One-tenth of tree and vine. 
One-tenth of all the yield 
From ten-tenths rain and shine. 
One-tenth of lowing herds.
That browse on hill and plain; 
One-tenth of bleating flocks. 
From ten-tenths of shine and 

rain. ’
One-tenth of ell increase.
From countiug rooon and mart; 
One-tenth that st-ience yields, 
One-tenth of every art. 
One-tenth of loom and press, 
One-tenth from mill and mine. 
One-tenth of every craft 
Wrought oUt(by jfif^of thine. 
One-tenth and dost lx)rd 
But ask this meager loan.
When all the earth is thine , 
And ail we have, thine own !V
