“In 1670 the Massachusetts legisla-

ture ordained that the mere abstain

ing from labor on December 25 should

be a penal offense. The observance

of Christmas was held objectionable
not only because it ‘afforded opportun- |
{ty for the playing of games and pro
fanity,’ but because Christmas observ-
ance was iniquitous on its own ac-
count, for all honoring of days, times
or seasons other than the Sabbath
seemed to the fine spun Puritan mind
a masked idolatry. The strict Puritan
Sabbath, first rigidly enforced in Eng-
land and Scotland early trans
planted in New England, where its
observance was, under similar penal-
ties, made as strictly compulsory as
was the nonobservance of Christmas.’
One of the old as well as the mod-
ern features of the Christmas service
was its magnificent music.  But dur
ing the Puritan eclipse not only
Christmas music, but practically all
church musics worthy the name, dis-
appeared.

As the religious prejudices and
hatreds, born in persecutions, softened

: Posion for Boll Weevil

paragraphs ‘

When a farmer goes to buy
calcium arsenate for boll-weevil
poisoning he should look care-
fully at the label. It should be
printed on the label that the
material is satisfactory for cot-
ton dusting and that the manu-
facturer specifles straight use of
the material without the addition
of lime or any other carrier.
This is the urgent advice of the
boll-weevil specialists of the
United States Department of
Agriculture. If it is neglected,
they say, the farmer may get
material that either will not con-
trol the weevil or that will kill
his cotton.
| Poisoning, they continue, will
control the weevil but the whole
'scheme is seriously imperiled by
careless buying of poison. Much
‘of the supply offered last year
was worthless or worse than
worthless, Many concerns are
|beginning the manufacture of

‘calcium arsenate, and there is

‘danger that there will be even
'‘a larger percentage of unsatis-
factory material than last year
;unless care is exercised in pur-
chasing. As many farmers are
already making their purchases,
‘'or will shortly do so, now is the
time to exercise such care.

burning plants. It should con-
tain not less than 40 per cent
total arsenic, If it contains
much less it will not control the
weevil. Its density should be
between 80 and 100 cubic inches
to the pound. Otherwise it will
not make a satisfactory dust
cloud and the plants can not be
treated successfully with it.

In order to be certain that
the material is suitable for cot-
ton dusting the farmer should,
as shortly after making pur-
chases as possible, send samples
to the Delta Laboratory of the
Bureau of Entomology at Tallu-
lah, La., for examination. In
purchases of any size, samples
should be taken from at least
three packages. A safe rule is
to take a sample for every 10
packages. Each sample should
weigh half a pound. Full infor-
mation as to the source and his-
the material should
accompany the samples.~

Success in boll-weevil poison-
ing, the specialists point out, de-
pends on observance of these
precautions. The farmer who is
not willing to exercise that meas-
ure of care would be wise not to
attempt poisoning at all.
