Weevil Free Cotton Seed v

In many sections of the State |§

there will be no cotton seed suit- §f
able for planting and the spring |
seed will have to be imported ‘
according to W, B. Lanham, As- |
sistant Director Extension Ser- |
vice. |

Cotton seed need not be dis- |
¢riminated against merely be- |l
cause they came from a weevil
infested field. Some people have
the idea that getting seed from
weevil free territory will aid in
controlling this insect. The cot-
ton boll weevil does not live
through the winter in the egg
stage, but lives over as an adult,
hibernating in cotton bolls, stalks
and other trash in or near the
fields. The crop from seed
which are secured from weevil
free territory and planted in a
field that was infested with wee-
vil the previous season will be as
badly infested as if the seed were
secured from infested territory.

In other words, weevils can
not be controlled by securing
seeds free from weevil eggs, be-
cause weevils do not lay eggs on |
seed, The way to control them |
is to destroy the hibernating ;'
places by burning and early in
the fall plow under deeply all|
cotton bolls and stalks.
