| While it has been customary in
{in years past for a small per cent
of the farm hands to make these
yearly trips, present conditions
do not warrant a wholesale exo-
dus at this time.

The chief objection to this
practice, it is pointed out, especi-
ally by the farmers who employ
lots of labor, is that it demoraliz-
es labor all over the country, and
many times these laborers leave
their landlord in debt, after hav-
ing had money advanced to make
the crop.

Some excitement was created
in Grapeland Saturday morning
when two of our prominent farm-
ers proceeded to tell one of these
labor agents where to “head in.”
It seems that this agent arrived
Friday and he was immediately
approached by leading citizens,
and after the situation was ex-
