Mr. J. T. McBride, rcpresent- 
int{ oil operators of Mexia. spent 
several days in Grapeland la.st 
week on oil business. He has 
leased several thousand acres of 
land west of Gapeland across 
the river in Leon county, and 
will beftin drilling a well at an 
early date. His business in 
Grapeland was to secure leases 
from Kennedy Bros., A. B. 
Spence, J. W. Jones and M. D. 
Murchison, who own large 
tracts in the area to be drilled. 
All of them gave him a lease.

It ̂ 8 also reported that the 
east side of the railroad will be 
played for oil. The Grapeland 
Oil Co., a local concern, have un­
der lease several thousand acres 
and are figuring with parties 
for a test well.

The O’Hara well, on the west 
side is still closed down, and 
when drilling will be resumed we 
cannot say, but understand that 
an effort is being made to com­
plete the well.

It is the consensus of opinion 
that the Mexia field will be play­
ed in this direction. I t is only 
about 60 miles air line from 
Grapeland to Mei^ia, so we may 
expect some kind of oil activity 
in the near future.

There was 
a large tank of water near the 
rear of gin, and by the aid of 
buckets and tubs a constant 
stream of water was poured up­
on the blaze.

The fire originated in the 
front of the gin in the elevator 
and like a flash soon spread to 
the four stands and enveloped 
the press. The accumulated 
lint on the walls and ceiling also 
caught fire.

The damage to the gin was 
slight. The fan was ruined and 
some felt linings in the elevator 
and other places were burned. 
These will have to be renewed, 
but Mr. Leaverton stated that 
they would have everything in 
readiness to resume ginning in a 
few days.

Crimson Clover for East Texas

Crimson clover will grow on 
almost any of the soils of East 
hr South Texa.s. Especially is it 
a valuable crop for both soiling 
and spring pasture for the east­
ern half of the state. For soil­
ing the crop may be turned un­
der any time from March till 
June, and will rot more quickly 
than any other green crop. It 
furnishes grazing from March 
till May, or it may be cut for hay 
when in full bloom, the latter 
part or April or early May.

Time for sowing is from the 
middle of September to the 
middle of October. Innoculating 
bacteria should be present in the 
.soil. Dirt from an inoculated 
field njay be sown over the field, 
or bacteria for inoculating the 
seed may be had from any seed 
house or from the Department of 
Agriculture qt Washington. Once 
inoculated the field is always 
inoculated.

Com, cotton, sweet potatoes, 
peanuts, peas, etc., may be 
grown after a crop of crimson 
clover, so it fits well in any 
rotation, and the effect of the 
crop is felt for a long time, but 
the repeating of the crop on the

same land every three or four 
years should be made.

1. Start you a seed patch of 
crimson clover this fall.

2. Sow, if possible, on good
pea stubble, without further 
preperation. ,

3. Sow seed in the chaff.
4. Sow on top of the ground 

the latter part of September.
5. Inoculate your patch with 

soil from a clover field mixed 
with manure and scattered over 
the patch after the clover has 
come up.

6. Be sure you let this patch 
stand till t|^e seed are mature 
enough to gather, and gather 
them. In this w^y you will get 
the soil of this patch thoroughly 
inoculated and you will have 
some seed of your own to sow 
next year.

7. Next year do not stop with 
a patch. Try to sow as much 
of your land as you oan and keep 
sowing every fall. You will soon 
have better soil and better pro­
fits.
