The enactment of this amend-
ment means that Houston coun-
ty will have two state highways,
one running north and south, the
other running east and west
The latter is
by a local bond issue, assisted
by state and federal funds, be-
ginning at the Trinity river and
running to Crockett. When
completed it will intersect the
Cherokee highway at the Neches
river just bevond Weches. The
north and south highway passes
through Grapeland, Crockett,
and Lovelady and intersects the
Trinity highway just south of
Lovelady.

If this amendment is adopted
it i8 our understanding that the
state highway commission will
begin “clozing the gaps” in this
north and south road so that
it will be a hard surfaced road
from Galveston to Dallas.

NO ADDITIONAL TAX
POWER BESTOWED

Austin, Tex., June 21.—The
state highway commission is-
sued a statement signed by all
members of the commission re-
garding the highway constitu-
tional amendment to be voted on
July 28 of this year. It is de-
clared that “the adoption of the
constitutional amendment ahso-
lutely bestows no additional tax-
ing power on the legislature.
Under the present constitution
the legislature has authority
to levy unlimited excise taxes
ard this amendment would only
authorize them to levy
taxes directly, for road build-
ing purposes, The ad valorem
tax feature can, and should be,
ignored, as it only authorizes
the legislature to levy such ad
valorem taxes to retire bonds
voted by the people. This amend-
ment will not even authorize
the legislature to submit a bond
issue to the people. Consequent-
ly the ad valorem tax feature
means nothing.”
