NICHOLS WANTS ROADS
ON THE WEST SIDE

Editor Messenger:

In view of the fact that the
recent road bond election has
passed into history and in view

of the fact that we still have the
mudhole, the gully and the sid-
ling spots in all their glory, and
as things stand at present will
have them for an indefinite
period of time.

After having several days to
sum up the situation and after
obtaining the views of a good
many others, I wish to say a few
words through the columns of
the Messenger.

I wish to say first of all that
I have no fault to find with any
one in regard to the way they
voted in the election just passed,
as I believe in conceding to every
one the right to vote as they
see fit. And I believe every one
voted their sentiments as to
what they thought best for the
district.

In summing up the sectional
vote as polled in this election,
we find that west of the I1.-G.
N. R. R. gave an overwhelming
majority voted for the bonds,
wnile east of the railroad with
the exception of the Grapeland
box, a great majority voted
against the bonds.

Now, as the views of the ma-
jority of the voters of this dis-
trict are sectional, those on the
west side in favor of bonds and!

400,000 MILES HARD
SURFACED ROADS IN U. 8.

Washington, Jan. 19.—Includ-
ing sand-clay and gravel roads,
which while good from the stand-
point of the traveler, are not,
strictly speaking, “hard roads,
the mileage of surfaced roads in
this nation is now more than
400,000.

The bureau of public roads of
the departmeént of agriculture
states that at the close of the
year 1921 the surfaced mileage
was  approximately 387,000
miles, and 35,000 miles were
constructed in 1922,

The 1923 construction will not
fall short of the previous year’s
record, and by January 1 the sur-
faced mileage was somewhat
near 430,000 miles, making due
allowance for the fact that a part
of the 1922 and 1923 construc-
tion consists of the resurfacing
of roads reported as surfaced at
the beginning of 1922,

The Demonstration Agents of HmmtomI requirements to continue the work of

County and their Work

There seems to be a misunderstand-
ing upon the part of many citizens
of the county as to the purpose and
nature of the work the agents of
Houston county are supposed to do.
In order that the people of this county
might have a better understanding
how much money it costs to maintain
these agents and the nature of their
work, it will be necessary to give
something of it's history. “Demon-
startion work was first started in
Texas in 1903 by Dr. Seaman A.
Knapp. This was about the time the
boll weevil had disorganized cotton

farming, and Dr. Knapp's idea was to |

teach by the demonstration method
that cotton could be grown in spite of
the boll weevil. He also wanted to

show that there were other crops that |

could be grown profitaby in the South
as well as cotton. The first demon-
stration farm was established near
Terrell, Texas. In order to get a
man to follow Dr. Knapp's instructions
it was necessary that the business
men of Terrell agree to compensate
him for any loss that might be sus-
tained by following Dr. Knapp's
method. Not only were the business
men not called upon to indemnify
him, but he stated that he made over
$700.00 more than would have
made by his usual methods of farming.

The work at first was financed en-
tirely by the Federal Department of
Agriculture 3y 1914 there were in
the Southern States more than 500
men agents and 200 women agents en-
gaged in demonstration work in the
South. In 1914 there was passed what

This
Joint State and Federal fund, how-
ever does not furnish enough money
to employ County and Home Demon-
stration Agents in all the agricultu-
ral counties of the country, so the
fund is supplemented by an appropri-
ation by the Commissioners’ Court of
the various counties. In this state
the Commissioners’ Courts are only
allowed to appropriate £1000.00 for
county agent work and $1500.00 for
Demonstration work, although in
most states the amount to be appro-
priated is left to the discretion of the
court.

| It is not within the discretion of the
Commissioners’ Court to employ any
1one of the agents but only to provide
|that part of the appropriation nec-
' essarily allotted to this county to
'make up the balance of the salary
required and not provided by the
other governments, The employment
|of these agents is controlled by the
| district agent and representative of
the Agricultural & Mechanical Col-
lege at College Station. The Com-
missioners’ Court can recommend to
{the agent in authority that they
would prefer anyone above another
but it is optional whether this recom-
mendation has any weight with them
or not.

The course of work pursued by each
agent is planned and mapped out by
the department at College Station and
certain things are required to be done
through certain months, at the end
of each month a written report is re-
quired of each agent on what is done
that month. The Farm Demonstration
jagent and Home Demonstration
agents cannot exchange work since
their work does not lie along the
same lines. Through the Winter
season the Farm Demonstration agent
is terracing farms, assisting in analyz-
ing the farm soils and recommending
the kind and proportion of fertilizers
to be used that year, vaccinating
hogs against the Cholera, ditching for
draining lands, organizing boys’ clubs
for better farming, holding consulta-
tions and carrying out an educational
program for the uplift and betterment
of the people of the county generally.

AT GRAPELAND
