Carbon monoxide gas poison­
ing almost claimed the lives 
of two Parmer County resi­
dents in the Lakeview Com­
munity early Monday morn­
ing.

Hospitalized in the Parmer 
County Community Hospital 
and now on the road to recovery 
are Bill Buchanan and his old­
est son, "Little Bill," age 6.

The older Buchanan was fix­
ing breakfast when he went to 
the bathroom to check on the 
progress on the youngster as 
he was getting ready to catch 
the school bus.

As "he entered the bathroom 
he saw the boy sprawled un­
conscious in the bathtub.

"I bent over to pick him 
out of the tub and fell over 
into the tub," Buchanan says.

"I caught myself and drug 
Little Bill out of the tub and 
I guess then passed out."

This was at 6:55 a. m.
Shortly after 9 a. m„ Buch­

anan’s father, M. B. Buchanan, 
and his grandson, Mike, young­
est son of Bill and Joe Buch­
anan, drove down the road on 
their way to fix fences.

"We noticed the pickup still 
in the garage," the elder Buch­
anan told, "I had just tried to 
call Bill on the phone, but didn’t 
get an answer."

"We figured Bill had taken 
Little Bill to school and gone by 
the hospital to see his wife and 
didn't think anything of it at the 
tim e," he says. "But, when I 
saw the pickup there 1 knew 
something was wrong."

Mrs. Buchanan was in the 
Parmei County Community 
Hospital where she was being 
treated for chronic headaches 
which had bothered her all week. 
After the accident Monday the 
doctors surmised the head­
aches were caused by the carbon

monoxide.
"I ran into the house and found 

Bill by the phone on the floor," 
described Buchanan.

After opening the doors and 
windows Buchanan drove home 
to get help from his wife and 
get the car.

Loading the stricken pair into 
the auto they rushed to the 
Parm er County Community 
Hospital.

Doctors immediately put the 
pair in oxygen tents.

Little Bill snapped out of his 
stupor in a short time, but his 
father didn’t come out of danger 
until about 11:45 a. m.

An inspection of the house 
Monday afternoon found the 
cause of the near-tragedy.

The air-intake opening for 
the central heating system is 
in the living room of the Bu­
chanan home.

Pushed against this opening 
was a divan.

When the stove began pull­
ing air through the intake open­
ing the cloth on the back of the 
divan was sucked over the open­
ing and closed off the air.

When this happened the stove 
began pulling air over the burn­
ers and instead of warm fresh 
air the stove circulated poison­
ous carbon monoxide gas in­
side the home.

Bearing out just how close 
the accident was for the Bu­
chanans—when the elder Bu­
chanan found his son and grand­
son he thought Bill had turned 
out the stove.

But, Bill says he never got 
to the cut-off switch.

Apparently, the stove burned 
up all available oxygen and put 
itself out, «ltd luckily, a cut­
off switch on the butane line 
stopped the flow of raw bu­
tane into the home.

Rat Killing 
Needs Stressed

"Rat control is extremely 
important in our area," Dr. 
Paul Spring told reporters 
Tuesday.

"Not only for their property 
damage should they be done 
away with, but as ParmerCoun- 
ty is on the fringe area of 
New Mexico, rat control could 
mean the difference between 
having an outbreak of bubonic 
plague and Hying in safety," 
the doctor says.

(Bubonic plague now can be 
cured by medication, but if 
you will remember back in 
history, this disease, which is 
carried by rats, at one time 
wiped out two-thirds of the 
world's population.)

Dr. Spring pointed out, al­
though plague can be controlled 
by modern medication, the dan­
ger of infection from the wild 
rodents found in New Mexico 
is still a threat in our area,

"Several times each year 
officials of the U. S. Health 
Department are through here 
checking our rat population be­
cause of the nearness to New 
Mexico," he says.

’They have never found any 
signs of plague in our rats, 
but still we should control and 
eradicate this animal."

In addition to plague, rats 
carry typhus fever and rat bite 
fever, Dr. Spring says.

He went on to add that this 
year rats have been worse than 
at any time since 1840 in the 
state of Texas.

"With colder weather moving 
in, the rats will tend to move 
out of the fields and into town," 
Dr. Spring says.

Where one rat is seen in day­
time, officials say that there 
are 500 rats which are not seen. 
With the heavy population of 
rats which every citizen has 
seen, even during daytime, this 
ratio of 500 to 1 could get 
into large numbers.

’The danger of rats lies not 
only in their biting people, which 
they will do when they get 
hungry," Dr. Spring says, "but 
the rodents carry these di­
seases in their excrement."

He added that a child could 
come into contact with the di­
seases in this manner.

Orders for the purchase of 
ra t bait can be made by any 
person in the county by con­
tacting the person in charge 
of rat control in their local­
ity. (See Farm and Home 
news.)

A rat control committee was 
set up last week at a meeting 
held in Bovina. Persons in each 
community were named to be 
responsible for the placing of 
this rat bait on sale, at a low 
cost, for the public.

Essay on Guide 

And Cotton Bale
Editor’s note: (The following 

essay was written by John

But to see 
machihes doing a better job 
gives your mind an itch as to 
what they will think of next. 
To find these tractors at night, 
when they are running, is an 
experience. You can’t hear them 
because the cotton gin is run­
ning and because of a hazy sky­
line, you don’t see any image 
in the field, so you go the op­
posite direction of the move­
ment of the tractor hoping to 
run into it. Of course, if it 
died along the way, you could 
have a long trip finding it.

I never watched a cotton gin 
and couldn't think that a bale 
of cotton would have a person­
ality. Watching the gin process 
and the forcing of cotton into 
a bale was a real treat. Sort 
of portrays the personality of 
the Southwest I If it is un­
restricted, free of all its pres­
sures, it is relaxed, pleasant, 
interesting, but if you begin to 
force this ’live quality' into a 
confinement, you have a fight 
on your hands.

The uses and value of cotton, 
like its people, are unlimited 
and the wonders it has and can 
be put to, are many. You detect 
this explosive and forceful 
nature of the southwest when 
the cotton is put in a bale. 
It just doesn’t want to give up. 
Great pressure is put on it and 
many bands of steel are wrapped 
around it to hold it. When this 
tension is released and put on 
the bands, you think it might 
snap.

This bale, like its people of

the Southwest, unless they are 
worn down by time and con­
trolled by shackles of rigid 
rules of culture always main­
tain düs inherent ’alive’ force 
of nature, always wanting to ex­
pand and be free of the bonds 
that tie it down.

In the Southwest, such a free­
dom exists and because of it, 
the only thing that can stop it 
is the limitations of the imag­
ination of its people.

With such ingenious thinking 
going on, demonstrated by the 
tractor guiding combined with 
the inner-personality of in­
dividuals of the southwest, 
vividly expressed through the 
cotton bale, it will be interesting 
to watch the growth and great­
ness of future Friona.

Divide this figure by the 
number of column inches in the 
paper and you have the cost per 
column inch. Much of our space 
is given, donated if you please, 
to the community, to the 
churches, to the school, to the 
Farm Bureau and Farmers 
Union, to women's clubs, to ser­
vice organizations, to rural 
communities, and the like. Not 
only this, but many features 
cost us money. We spend hund­
reds of dollars each year for 
pictures and engraving. '

We try, unsuccessfully, to 
make income from subscrip­
tions pay the newsprint bill.

This means that all other ex­
penses, including utilities, 
taxes, wages, donations, social 
security, insurance, waste, 
metal, depreciation, postage, 
freight, repairs, and a hundred, 
other items, have to be borne 
by the advertiser.

This is why club women who 
accept free space for the pub­
lication of their reports are 
obligated to patronize the Tulia 
merchant who paid for their free 
space. That's why it is unfair 
to accept free space from 
the newspaper, then trade out 
of town.

Perhaps there is enough 
space left to correct one false 
idea held by honest but mis­
taken people. Advertising is 
NOT a donation made by merch­
ants who add the cost onto the 
cost of the product they sell.

I Quite the opposite. Advertising 
increases volume. Increased 
volume brings down tne unit 
price. The cigarette companies 
spend untold millions of dollars 
each year on advertising. Be­
cause of this advertising, the ’ 
consumption of cigarettes runs?

Tuberculosis germs most 
frequently attack the lungs but 
can attack all parts of the body.

More than half of those who 
die from tuberculosis are men 
over 40,

Almost half ot the newly re ­
ported cases of tuberculosis are 
among people over 45 years of 
age.

The largest number of tuber­
culosis cases are found among 
men.

There are 1,750,000 Ameri­
cans who have had TB. They 
risk relapse unless their gen­
eral health is maintained at a 
high level.

Tuberculosis is a chronic, 
relapsing disease which costs 
the American people $725,000, 
000, a year.

Tuberculosis will strike 
about 90,000 Americans this 
year. The TB associations fight 
spread of the disease through 
education, case finding, re ­
search, and rehabilitation.

Not Wrong To Make A Profit
Eor a number of years, it has been custom­

ary for business, both big and little, to speak 
rather apologetically of making profits—as if 
making a profit was somehow something not 
to be discussed too loudly.

Businessmen have had a point, to some 
extent. There are some in Perryton who are 
extremely cautious about showing signs of 
prosperity, lest their customers suddenly 
desert them because they are waxing too fat.

R e  heard a grocer say one time that the 
biggest mistake a grocer could make was to 
display signs of prosperity in the form of a 
new store, new home, big car, long trips, 
etc. Said his customers naturally resent a 
grocer making money.

We doubt that this is the case, although 
there certainly may be a grain of truth in it.

Actually, the businessman who shows a pro­
fit in these days of short, margins and high

taxes is to be singled out and commended, 
although none of us would actually do it.

Too many businessmen have allow ed them­
selves to be pushed, by a particularly loud 
segment of public opinion, into a defensive 
attitude toward the earning of profits, Walter 
Reuther, the AEL president, for example, has 
the idea that profits in the automotive industry 
should be split with labor. He has long damned 
"excessive profits" as the cause of high auto­
mobile prices.

What too many people fail to realize is 
that the profit motive is the driving force 
in ouf free enterprise system and our eco­
nomic system is what makes us different to­
day from the other nations on this globe. 
There are other nations with as many and more 
natural resources—but none who enjoy the 
standard of living that we enjoy because men

Parmer County area citi­
zens — farmers particularly — 
are gunning for rats in a big 
way this fall. Especially since 
the rats seem to be more nu­
merous and pose more of a 
threat to health and sanitation 
standards than in many years.

A meeting was held at Bovina 
last Tuesday to organize 
county-wide in a fight to elim­
inate the rodent pests. County 
Agent Joe Jones reports inter­
est is very high in the pro­
gram.

It is the plan of the group 
to purchase special bait-poi­
son in “one slug“ and dispense 
it to individuals at 25 cents 
a pound. Here are commun­
ity chairmen and businesses 
who are cooperating in the pro­
gram:

Orders for bait will be taken 
from individuals through De­
cember 5. “Everyone should 
purchase at least ten pounds 
and most farmsteads will need 
50 poundsormore," saysCoun-

ty Agent Jones.
“This is an anti-coagulant 

bait and must be left out for 
rats and mice for at least 
30 days to get desired results. 
This is a safe bait to use and 
poses very little danger to hu­
mans, livestock, or pets. Bait 
stations should be located where 
all rats and mice can feed 
regularly,"

Only one county-wide order 
will be made. The bait is 
expected to be delivered about 
December 21. Then an an­
nouncement will be made to 
encourage all cooperators to 
set out the bait simultaneously 
for maximum effectiveness*

“We can make a clean sweep 
the first time if we all work 
together," says Jones.

The farmer always seems to 
have somebody mad at him, 
While this is often undeserved, 
sometimes he has it coming.Us- 
ually, the “has it coming" cat­
egory is the result of indif­
ference, stupidity or careless­
ness.

We don't know which of the 
three should be referred to in 
the following connection, but we 
are sure that this is an out­
standing example of why the far­
mer often rouses the ire of the 
general public.

Several times in recent weeks 
while traveling paved roads at 
night we have been forced to 
make very abrupt stops to a- 
void colliding with the back­
end of loaded cotton trailers. 
It’s a wonder we haven’t yet 
managed to smash one.

In each instance of our narrow 
escape the trailer has had no 
warning light (not even of the 
reflector type). When these 
loaded trailers- are pulled at a 
very slow speed at night without 
any warning lights on the back 
they make conditions indeed 
hazardous for the overtaking 
driver who is traveling at 
normal highway speed.

The danger is intensified 
when vehicles approach from 
the opposite direction and ob­
scure the vision of the car 
coming up behind. In fact, 
the trailer may not be spotted 
until only a second or two be­
fore the moment of an impend­
ing collision.

We recall that one of the 
points of discussion at the last 
annual convention of the Farm 
Bureau was to keep farm trail­
ers exempt from highway li­
censing. The point is well taken, 
but when a farmer puts his un­

licensed, loaded trailer on the 
highway with apparently no re- 

. gard for die lives of the public 
and takes no precautions to a- 
void possible accidents, what 
sort of a reaction does he get 
from the public? As Amos 
used to tell Andy, 'It ain't good, 
man."

Often the drivers of pickups, 
trucks, or even tractors which 
pull these lethal wagons are 
farm laborers whose knowledge 
of highway safety is limited at 
best. This certainly does not 
remove the responsibility of 
the owner-farmer. In fact, it 
heightens it.

****••
The laws of economics have 

sensible application, seeming­
ly, to about every industry 
but agriclture. The writer 
has long advocated free com­
merce and unrestricted trade, 
in the conviction that the mar­
ket place will sooner or later, 
in its inexorable way. solve the 
matter of price, production and 
consumption by means fairest 
to the most people.

However, although we believe 
that less government interfer-

ence in business affairs is 
wholesome and tends to stim­
ulate the vigorous economy that 
is characteristic of American 
free enterprise, we do recog­
nize that private and perhaps 
unseen control is necessary 
to maintain stability in the’ 
violent seas of supply and de­
mand. The reason is because 
supply and demand ebb and 
flow with such rapidity that 
only the most flexible of all 
industries can match their 
rhythmic gyrations.

The manufacturer is careful 
to note how rapidly his pro­
ducts are being consumed. If 
he notices a definite tapering 
off of demand, he usually is 
willing to try to stimulate the 
flow with advertising and pro­
motion, but if consumption de­
clines in spite of it all he 
wastes little time in cutting 
his production. He wants to 
avoid piling up a big inven­
tory of a little-needed product 
because the obvious result 
would be a reduction in the 
price for this product. He

Farmers Union 
Report

In the past few years, inte­
gration has taken on the mean­
ing of confusion and strife. It 
is now beginning to mean the 
same thing when applied to the 
principles of agriculture. In 
the past ten years, agricultural 
knowhow has increased, cost 
of production has increased as 
machinery prices have sky­
rocketed. Government farm 
programs designed to bring sta­
bility to farming have been 
distorted and have failed. Farm 
prices and farm income have 
dwindled.

Farmers have responded to 
these events by increasing pro­
duction in an effort to maintain 
income. This increased volume 
of farm products and the farm­
er 's  need for some kind of 
income stability have allowed 
off-farm interests to gain com­
plete control of various stages 
in the production and market­
ing of some farm commodi­
ties. In many cases, the only 
choice farmers have had is to 
turn their operations over to 
“ vertical integration."

Vertical integration occurs in 
agriculture when more than one 
stage of producing and market-

ing a commodity is controlled 
by the same individual or farm.

The broiler industry furnish­
es what can be called a clas­
sic example of vertical integra­
tion in agriculture today. 
Similar conditions are arising 
in the integration of hog pro­
duction, cattle feeding and 
vegetable crops.

Broiler producers sign con­
tracts with feed dealers or 
manufacturers. The feed deal­
er or manufacturer owns and 
supplies the feed usually on 
credit. He owns the hatcher­
ies which produce the baby 
chicks, or contracts for their 
production. These are supplied 
the producer on credit. The 
dealer may sell the finished 
birds to a processing firm, or 
contract for their slaughter and 
preparation for market; then 
sell them direct to a retailer.

The dealer usually furnishes 
the fuel, medicines, and super­
vision also. (The hold that 
Anderson-Clayton has on most 
cotton growing areas is famil­
iar to all of us—this com­
pares.)

Broiler producers are paid 
usually on a piece-rate basis 
for labor and for the use of 
buildings and land. The pro­
ducer has nothing to say about 
the management of his business. 
He has traded his independence 
for the assurance of a stabil­
ized income. The effects of 
this are over-production and 
consequently lower prices 
which force other producers 
to integrate.

The producer's profit de­
pends on volume, but notice that 
the dealer makes a profit at 
every step of the process—on 
the production of chicks, the 
feed, the fuel, the services, 
and on the credit advanced. The 
dealer takes the risk but it is 
a calculated risk that does not 
depend entirely upon the price 
of broilers. Farmers Union 
believes that this is the road 
to an ' “off-the-farmprocessor" 
controlled farm economy.

1 to 3 tablespoons sugar 
1 recipe pastry

1 teaspoon vanilla 
Break mincemeat into small
