Such an occurrence is the rare 
exception rather than the rule And 
while it has been argued that there 
are grave dangers in entrusting to 
any individual so much leeway, 
there is a powerful purpose behind 
this principle of law: to encourage 
the utmost freedom in congres­
sional debate.

The fear of unpleasant legal con­
sequences, either justified or un­
justified. could well put a real 
damper on a congressman’s per­
formance of his job. For the same 
reason, similar protection is given 
to lawmakers in almost all demo­
cratic countries.

Siill. a congressman’s freedom of 
speech is not totally without limits. 
One restraint (seldom used) is Con­
gress' own power to discipline a 
member who abuses his privilege.

Lake Marvin, located 14 
miles northeast o f Canadian, 
Texas, will be opened for 
fishing and camping June 1st. 
The lake was closed in Sep­
tember of 1966, and chem i­
cally treated, drained, clean ­
ed out, and then restocked 
with bass and channel catfish. 
According to lake officials 
the chem ical biologist stated 
that fishing should be e x c e l­
lent with fish weighing ap­
proximately I j  to 2 lbs.

The concession building at 
the lake wiU be operated by 
Mr. and Mrs. Roger McFar- 
ren and will feature a good 
selection of bait, fishing 
equipment, and cam pii^ 
supplies as well as soft drinks 
and candy. There wiU be 
eight cabins overlooking the 
lake which may be rented 
'oy the night or by the week. 
There wiU be cabins com ­
pletely furnished with stove, 
refrigerator, beds, and lin ­
ens while others wiU have on­
ly beds. All cabins have 
showers, private baths and 
hot and cold running water. 
Persoiul boats with smaU 
iroUing or gasoline motors 
WiU be permitted on the lake. 
A fee of .5 0  per person or 
$1 .50  per carload and a . 75 
for personal boats will be 
charged.

A contest wlU be held the 
opening weekend and a tack­
le box will be given to the 
person catching the heaviest 
fish during the first and se­
cond of June. Fishermen must 
register their catch at the 
concession building between 
the hours of 7 a. m. June 1st 
and 6 p. m.

Try easy-to-fix Turkey- 
Macaroni Salad.
2 cups elbow macaroni
3 tablespoons and 1/4 cup

salad oil
1/4 cup vinegar 
2 teaspoons salt 
1 teagK)ons salt 
1 teaspoon dry mustard
1 teaspoon paprika
2 cups chopp^ cooked turkey 
1/4 cup clipped  pimiento 
1/4 cup green pepper
1 teaspoon celery salt 
mayonnaise or prepared salad 
dressing.

Cook elbow macaroni in 
enough boiling salted water to 
cover, adding 3 ublespoons 
salad oil to cooking water to 
keep water from boiUng over 
and macaroni pieces separat­
ed. Drain macaroni and pour 
into mixing bowl. Combine 
salad oil, vinegar, salt, dry 
mustard, celery salt and pa­
prika.

Fishermen in the Te,xas Panhandle 
long have boasted that they ai-e right 
in the middle of the best fishing in the 
world—namely lialfway between the 
Atlantic and the Pacific.

Now, howc’vcr, fishing is a little closer 
to home.

Today, one of the newest and most 
interesting lakes in Texas is in the pro­
cess of filling. Lake Meredith is created 
by the Sanford (no kin) Dam across 
the Canadian River, only a few miles 
out of Borger.

It is a new glory for thus city, which 
first became famous something like 40 
years ago with the discovery of oil.

At that time and during the inter­
vening years the Canadian River, which 
cuts across the Panhandle north of Am­
arillo, was mostly a dusty stream that 
went wild with torrential rains and 
flooded its valley. Then came the wind 
and sun . .  . and the river dried up again 
in spots.

Now that has been changed!
After years of talk and planning and 

the expenditure of almost a hundred 
million dollars. Lake Meredith has been 
completed and the stored water will be 
carried by a 35 mile aqueduct to serve 
the nearby cities of Borger and Pampa.

xYnother aqueduct carries the water 
to Amarillo and a half-dozen other high- 
plains cities, which for years have de- 
jiendod entirely upon underground wa­
ter for domestic purposes and agricul­
ture.

Located in Hutchinson County, Lake 
Meredith will cover slightly under 44.000 
surface acres. It will be 20 miles long 
when filled.

Sanford Dam was consti’ucted by the 
Bureau of Reclamation, after years of 
research and survey, both hy the gov­
ernment and by private agencies.

This lake presented some major prob­
lems bocaase much of the reservoir 
site was in the heart of a major natural 
giLs field. It was necessary to execute 
contracts with the owners of 19 pipe­

lines and 44 pnjducing wells for relo­
cation of the lines and capping of the 
wells, or retapping them by slant drill­
ing.

This all ha.; to do with the building 
of the lake to impound the water. But 
to the Texas Panhandle, it moans so 
much more in a new recreational area. 
Floating docks, boat moorings, fueling 
facilities, trailer parking areas and oth­
er recreational facilities are being pro­
vided.

This year will see the greatest util­
ization of the facilities now available.

Another interesting development is 
the work being done by the Texas Parks 
Sl Wildlife Department in stocking the 
new lake with walleyes. Just a year ago 
some 2,000,0(X) fry were rclea.s^ in the 
lake. The baby walleyes were brought 
down from Iowa, in an exchange agree­
ment between the two states.

Lake Meredith also has been stocked 
with black bass, crappie and catfish. The 
Canadian itself long has been a good 
catfish haven and natives have caught 
many fine cats from the river in the 
years gone by.

This walleye experiment has been 
most promising. After the first release 
of 500,0(X) in 1965, netting samples from 
the lake indicated good survival. Fishing 
for walleyes has been closed in Lake 
Meridith until such time as it has been 
shouTi the fish are well established.

Fine cooperation is expected from 
sportsmen from the area because the 
Panhandle long has been famous for its 
wildlife conservation programs. Most 
of the fresh water fishing that hcis been 
available to these residents has been in 
Colorado, New Mexico and Central Tex­
as. So Panhandle anglers know the value 
of this conservation and will give it all 
the help possible.

Information about Lake Meredith can 
be obtained from the Chambers of Com­
merce in Borger, Pampa or any of the 
nearby towns all of which are extremely 
interested in this newest development in 
the Panhandle area.
