Furtlier clutter to 
ail already overburdened con­
stitution would result if the 
proposed amendment should 
be adopted. Within the limits 
of constitutional safeguards re- 
quiring a 2/3 majority vote in 
a bond election and authority 
granted individually on each 
election by the Texas Legis­
lature, it is already possible 
to achieve the ends which 
this amendment purports to 
accomplish. The delay resul­
ting from the present require­
ment of legislative authority 
on each issue serves the peo­
ple in good stead by preven­
ting impulsive action without 
adequate study. The liberal­
ized debt lim it in the proposed 
amendment is much broader 
than it appears and the reduc­
tion of the number o f voters 
that must approve the exten­
ded indebtedness will open to 
Dallas County the means for 
squandering more of the Ux- 
payers money with little e f­
fort.
