FACE LIFTING THE HIGH PLAINS---big diesel tractors pulling elevating scrapers 
flatten t e land for irrigation

Willis Sheets Helps Make 
Plains Ratter And Wetter

The Western Kansas edition 
of the High Plains Journal, a 
newspaper printed for farmers 
in the Kansas, Colorado & 
Oklahoma Panhandle, reach­
ed us this week with a front 
page cov er story about Spear­
man's Willis Slieets.

Front page pictures showed 
Sheet's four big rigs at work 
on land improvement pract­
ices on the Jolui Scott ranch 
four m iles south of Guymon. 
Sheets, soil co.iservation 
contractor from ^ carm an, 
was doing some face-lifting  
on the l^ d  to allow Scott 
to use improved irrigation 
practices to produce higher 
yields of grain sorghum.

The Oklahoma Panhandle 
—and adjacent areas of 
western Kansas, eastern C ol­
orado and the Northwestern 
tip of Texas--is known as 
pretty flat country. But now 
this country u being made 
flatter--and wetter.

Soil conservation contract­
ors like Willis Sheets are 
gradually leveling the land 
to table-top flatiKSs so that 
ranchers and farmen of the 
area can utilize improved ir-

rigation practices to raise 
higher yields of com and 
sorghum.

Irrigation is not new to the 
area, but the trend is grow­
ing. As more deep wtlls arc 
drilled wherever water can 
be found, more land it 
broig! t under irrigation John 
Bailey, soil conservationist 
at GuyiTton, Okla. estimates 
2500 to 3000 acres are being 
added per year for both flood 
and sprinkler irrigation. Not 
all the land is brought to 
laade ; some is reshaped just 
enough to get water over it.

A an example of the 
trend. Sheets recently tack­
led 48 acres of good crop land 
on the John Scott Ranch south 
of t-uymon. From standing 
position, this land looked flat. 
But from eye level, it showed 
biaves and impressions simi­
lar to rolling terrain.

This was not flat enough 
for the type of irrigation 
& ott wanted to use. So,
Shecu and his crew moved 
in with four elevating drap­
ers and four diesel tractors to 
level, chisel, and plane t .e 
aaeag e in preparation for a 
new grain sorghum crop.

In three and a half days 
the scrapers stripped and 
moved 15 ,000  cu. yd. from 
the "heaves" and "depressions? 
Thev completed the job in 
five da>s.

Willis Shceu got into the 
soil conservation business in 
1952 when he took an old 
(Jat crawler to build dams in 
the Caprock of Texas. He 
built more than a hundred 
dams on the 100,000 acre 
Turkey Track Ranch. "Thats

where tiicy fought the battle 
of Adobe Walls. “ he says.

From that a;id other jobs 
Sicets moved In 1963 into 
the land improvement busi­
ness-making good crop land 
even better.

On jobs such as the Scott 
ranch. Sieets says each scrap­
er moves 75 to 100 yd. per 
hr. "O f course, it depends on

the haul distances," he ex­
plains. "Som etim es the hauls 
are up to a quarter-m ile, but 
generally they average an 
eighth-m ile. The normal job 
is 40 acres at a t im e .'

SheeU predicts a bright fu­
ture for the area. "This land 
improvement busineu is just 
starting--we're just scratch­
ing the surface". He means 
that literally and figurative­
ly.

Nearby dust was flying 
from the paddles of the scrap­
ers as they reworked the Scott 
land Off in one direction 
were giant water wheels roll­
ing in wide circles over a l­
ready Improved pasture land.

Stretching far away in the 
other direction was the dry 
flat land that wasn't flat 
enough— the opportunity for 
contra tors such as Sheets 
and ranchers like Sv ott to 
convert once "Dust Bowl" 
land into productive and pro­
fitable crop and pasture land 
for the booming livestock 
population of the area.

Some times statistics can 
be interesting.. . .  and I read 
some this week whicii might 
just benefit husbands 4  wives 
wlko could be interested in 
saving money on doctor bills, 
or who mav want to know why 
it's important to "kiss and 
make up."

Medical researchers at the 
University of Michigan came 
up with some interesting in­
formation concerning quarrels 
between husband 4  wife.
They tested 97 couples a.Kl 
divided them into three 
groups: those who quarreled 
frequently, occasionally, and 
thc>se who almost never quar­
reled.

The men who quarreled 
most often with their wives 
had t e highest rate of ulcers, 
aut their wives didn't get 
ulcers--instead they had a 
tendenev to get arthntis!

-And over in Germa.'.y they 
too have been researching the 
same type of husband A wife 
thi .g--but there they went 
abc'ut it in a different manner.

The German medical maga­
zine reported that the husba.nd 
who kisses his w ife every 
morning before he leaves for 
work enjoys better health, 
lives longer a:id earns more 
money than the husband who 
doesn't, (ever notice how 
many poor men die young 
arou:id this tovm'’ )

The medical magazine 
published research conducted 
by several dozen physicians 
and psychologists over a two- 
vear perii’d, and summarized, 
'husbands who leave home in 

themor.nirv without kissing 
their wives do so either be- 
.'aase the co^ile has had a 
spat, or because thev have 
grown apart

In either case, the nus.nand 
begins the dav with a negative 
attitude. He tends to be 
mo dv A depressed He is 
disinterested in his work 4

surroundings.
The nusband who kisses his 

wife every morning before he 
goes to the office begins the 
day with a positive attitude!

The research showed that 
the "kissing husband* is a 
safer driver, and is more 
efficient and better liked on 
the jo b ."

It also revealed that, on the 
basis of live insurance com­
pany's actual studies, husbands 
who kiss their wives every 
morning can expect to live a 
median five years longer than 
those who don't.

They can expect to hold 
jobs paying between 20 to 35 
per cent more, lose up to 50 
per cent less time from i l l ­
ness. and be involved in 
"significantly fewer" car 
accidents.

A sampling of Germain’s 
100 top industrial managers 
showed that 87'"- never leave 
home in the morning without 
kitti.ig their wives. ev£ i (as 
a number emphasized) " i f  we 
have had a terrible row at 
the breakfast table. "

On the ot u r and, research­
ers tracked down another 100 
German executives who at 
some point in their careers 
had been top management, 
but who had skidded to lower 
echelons.

In this group, only 17'.- re­
ported they kissed their wives 
every morning, and 32 per 
cent said they almost never 
bother!

Now then, all you pale, 
sickly males who are not doing
so well on t..e job------see how
simple it is for you to be 
healthy 4  successful? Just 
kiss your wife every morning-- 
whether you want to or not!

This amendment, wliichhas 
never been amended since 
placed in the constitution in 
1876, makes four basic pro­
visions:

(1) It deletes fuel used in

(3) It rcTicvts 
the governor, the secretary of 
state and the comptroller from 
the tedium of approval of all 
such contracts. (4) It 
changes the reference to "deaf

legislature in 1949.

Bcgin.ning in 1919 witti the 
creation of the Board of Con­
trol as the state purchasing 
agent, this agency in effect 
has exercised the function of 
calling for and awa ding all 
state contracts. Compliance 
with the constitutional pro­
vision requiring approval of 
the governor, the Sccty. of 
State and the comptroller hat 
generally been perfunctory, 
although the Board of Control 
does give notice to the three 
officers when bids on printing 
or fuel are to be opened.

ARC'.UMENTS FOR
The Governor, Sccty. of 

State, 4  Comptroller, all 
busy officials, should not be 
burdened with t e strictly 
storekeeping function of 
approving purchasing contracts. 
Approval of contracts by these 
officiab  has, in actual practice, 
become a mere formality and 
something of a nuisance.
Such " approval" is performed 
by ministerial subordinates of 
these officials, so that the re­
quirement has in reality be-
