Earns Top Honor At 
National 4-H Meet

Cynthia Hutchison 
Hansford Co.

With a watchful eye on the 
food budget, 16-year-old 
Cynthia Hutchison of Spear­
man, T ex ., likes to chal­
lenge herself to se ve  a var­
iety of interesting meals,
"the kind the family doesn't 
tire of, '■ she says. " Finding 
new ways to incorporate milk 
in our diet is fascinating to 
m e ."

Miss Hutchison speaks with 
a certain amount of authority 
on the subject of dairy pro­
ducts. Not only did she suc­
cessfully discover exciting 
dairy recipes, but she proved 
to others .that she knows quite 
a bit about dairy products.
For her outstanding work in 
the 4-H Dairy Foods program 
she was designated one of six 
national winners.

The presentation o f $600 
educational scholarships to 
the six young ladles was made 
at the 47th National 4-H 
Congress, held Dec. 1-5, in 
Chicago. The scholarships 
and expense-paid trips to 
Chicago were given by Car­
nation Company. The winners 
were selected by the Cooper­
ative Extension Service.

A Hansford county blue rib­
bon winner in dairy foods pro­
jects, Miss Hutchison, Rt. 2, 
says she stretches the food 
budget by using reconstituted 
powdered milk for cooking 
and drinking. During the past 
three summers, she and her 
sister prepared all the meals, 
but this summer Miss Hutchi­
son took complete responsibi­
lity.

"1 have stressed dairy pro­
ducts in meal planning, in­
cluding at least one or two 
dairy foods recipes at each 
m eal," she says. As a result, 
she has Increased her dairy 
foods preparation from 8 dish­
es during the first y t » t } o  2 0 3  
this year with a total of 56b

dishes for 7 years in the pro­
ject. Site served a total of 
3,815 milk beverages.

As part of her focxl science 
unit, the national winner con­
ducted experiments in "Cheese 
Cookery--Temperaiure$ and 
Tim e," Effect o f Acid on 
M ilk," "Blending Properties 
of Evaporated Milk" and "Ob­
taining Curd for Cheese. "She 
recently conducted an ambi­
tious project in high school-- 
a nutrition survey among the 
354 students.

A winner of local and state 
food exhibits for six years.
Miss Hutchison won top coun­
ty, district and state awards 
in 1967 for her dairy foods 
projects. In 1968 Miss Hutch­
ison won first place in the 
county milk exhibit and a 
trip to the sure 4-H Round- 
Up.

A career in home econo­
mics is planned by the high 
school junior, who feels she 
has learned "to look as 
smart as a Oueen and eat 
like a King" on a small bud­
get.

She is the daughter o f Mr. 
and Mis . Dwight Hutchison.

In addiaon to the building 
of the feed lots, Linn disclosed 
that the Company is acquiring 
large grain facilities in the 
area, the names of which will 
be disclosed later.

"We have just now com­
pleted the details on develop­
ing Caprock Industries," 
said Linn, "But at this time, 
we know the immediate cash 
expenditure will run more 
than $3 million for feed lots 
alone."

Ken Warden, marketing 
and trade development direct­
or fur the Texas Farm Bureau, 
represented Texas farmers, 
processors and shipper* at the 
recent Best From the South­
west Exhibit" at the U. S. 
Trade Center in London. More 
than 400 importers, buyers 
and distributors attended to' 
view American producc--pru- 
cetsed, canned, frozen and 
frc$h--from the southwestern 
U. S ., mainly Texas, Arizona 
and California.

Recent rains in England 
were disastrous to the winter 
carrot crop," Warden said. 
"Most importers were looking 
for Texas-grown carrots be­
cause of their past experience 
with our long, slim, straight 
carrots that have commarSed 
respect over the past years.lt 
is apparent tliat we w ill be 
able to export carrots from 
mid-January on ." he said.

The TFB marketing special­
ist reported that Texas peanuts 
are now in demand. He said 
price quotations are now be­
ing forwarded to interested 
buyers.

Rice in boths its processed 
and regular forms is also in 
demand Warden said, adding 
that he tiad received inquir­
ies from importers seeking 
supplies.
