Ben 
Hand, whi is an old-timer 
here, says they were called 
mad stones because they were 
used to cure mad-dog bites:
He swore they worked for all 
si>rt5 of medical cures. Yiaj 
shaved a part off, soaked it 
in sweet milk, applied it 
to the dog bite arid when the 
wound was well, the stone 
fell cff. If the stone did not 
adhere, the dog did not have 
hydrophobia. Fie says his dad 
served as the neighbor’s doct­
or for he was the only person 
lucky enough to own mad 
stones. They were also used 
on snake bites. Ben said they 
were supposed to come from 
the intestines of animals.

DeKalb com and bought herself a lot of new clothes and now she wants me to take her 
out aU the tim e.

" Besides that, ^ e  was always calling the DeKalb dealer and telling him to make 
sure he was going to have plenty of s e ^  for us this year.

"It made me a little  jealous when she phoned him all the time like that since most 
of those DeKalb dealers are good-lookin ' .  likable fellow s."

"T hat's what I've heard," I said.
Just as I was about to leave my Mend's place a stock truck drove in with a bunch of 

cattle.
"T here's another problem I ran into by planting DeKalb last year," said my friend as 

he motioned toward the truck.
" I  cut so much silage and got so much grain from that DeKalb com that my heavy 

cattle were a ll fed out and ready for market before the feed was gone and I had to go 
out and buy some more cattle to use up the rest o f the feed.

"See what I mean when I te ll you how DeKalb tlvew me all o ff ."  he mumbled. I'm  
just not used to harvesting that much corn ."
