A cold front invaded the 

Panhandle Monday about noon 
bringing with it cloudy skies 
and strong northerly winds.

By 8 p. m. Monday rumbles 
of thunker sounded across the 
skies and by 9:30 snow was 
falling for the second timr this 
month. S^earinaa ciU .. ^  
awoke Tuesday morning to 
find the ground covered and 
snow continued to fall until 
mid-morning.

Milo farmers were castiiai 
worried eyes toward the skies, 
hoping for clouds to clear 
away and bring the much need­
ed sunshine so they could get 
on with the maize harvest.

The harvesting of m llo  
grain got underway about the 
middle o f last week and one 
elevator man said Sunday and 
Monday were peak days so 
far as volume was concerned.
By late Monday, however, 
damp, windy weather brought 
combines to a halt.

Milo delivered to local e le ­
vators the past weekend reveals 
this year's maize to be much 
better grain than that cut last 
year. Fifty-six pouixis per bush­
el is the standard weight for 
milo and grain delivered to 
elevators Sunday and Monday 
was testing from 59 to 60 lbs.

This of course means much 
better yields this year than

at their regular board break­
fast Tuesday morning at 6:30 
a .m . Mr. Gene Barkowsky 
and Frank Butcher displayed 
several units of their science 
department, and gave a re- 
pon on the progress of the 
science students of Spearman 
High School. The report was 
so Impressive it was almost 
unbelievable. Spearman sci­
ence students arc above the 
national level and they are 
boosting their science pro­
gram. Frank Buu her has bump­
er stickers for his physics class, 
which read "Support your local 
Physics Department" and 
"Physics Is Fun." As an in­
centive Butcher guarantees all 
of his Physics student a min­
imum grade of 80, when they 
enroll in his Physics class,This 
is a pretty good offer, and ma­
ny students are expected to 
capitalize on this offer.

The courses offered at SHS 
by the Science Department, 
are as follows: 9th grade, 
Introductury Physical Science; 
loth grade. Biology 1, or 
Chemistry; 11th grade. Chem ­
istry, Biology II; Physics-12th 
grade. Biology 11, and Physics. 
The science class enrollment 
is as follows: IPS -91; Biology 
1-91; Chemistry-40; Biology 
n-10, Physics-18, Total 
250.

An interesting side note on 
our science department is the 
Achievement Test Results. The

fo llow ii« scores were taken 
from tests given to tlie Junior 
C lau  in October 1969. These 
studenu are seniors this year. 
The reader should remember 
that these students had just had 
one month of Junior K ience, * 
when the tests were given: 
NATURAL SCIENCE: National 
Average 15.2-Spearman Aver­
age 17.3 (Equivalent to a co l­
lege freshman In his 7th month) 
READING IN NATURAL SCI­
ENCE: National Average 15.2- 
Speaonan Average J7.3(Equlv- 
alent td a college freshman in 
his 3rd month)

According to Mrs. Green­
wood, the Spearman High 
science averages were well 
above the average reported in 
the Governor’s Committee 
repon which was published a 
short time ago.

How well have the Spear­
man Science students fared in 
competition with all other sci­
ence students: The Spearman 
Science Dept, has entered in 
the Panhandle Sute College. 
Coodwell, O k la ., Amarillo 
Science Fair and the local 
Science Fair. Also, in Inter­
nal ioanl Science Fair, the fo l­
lowing students have partlcipat- 
ed-Rebecca Hutchison, Vicki 
Rosenbaum (tw ice), Kandy 
Vaughn, Devorah Jackson 
(twice), and Mark Massie.

AWARDS: The list of awards 
for our science students is 
really something to be proud 
of. Rebecca Hutchison, V ick i 
Rosenbaum, Kandy Vaughn, 
and Devorah Jackson received

awards from the Amarillo Rou- 
ry two weeks Institute; junior 
engineer's and Scientist's Sum­
mer Institute. The Navy 
Cruiser award hat been present­
ed to James Lemons. D ^o rab  
Jackson, Rebecca Hutchison 
and Mark Massie.

Devorah won a paid trip to 
the Texas Medical Association 
Convention. Vicki Rosenbaum 
received honorable mention 
In the T ew s  Vetetinary Sci­
ence Fait. Rebecca Hutchison 
won the following National 
Science Fair Awards; USDA 
Certificate of Merit, AMA  
Certificate of M a i l .  National 
IVst Control Association Top 
Award. Mark Massie, Atomic 
Energy Commission, runner 
up.

In the University Interscho­
lastic League Science Contest. 
Spring of 1970, Spearman 
had the following District 
winners: Mark Massie 3rd, 
Monte Pond 2nd; and Mike 
Cox 1st; Mike Cox won the 
regional 1st place. Mike also 
won the $4,000 Welch Science 
Scholarship (  Texas A 4  M). 
David Me C lellan Is also in 
this category at the Univenity 
of Texas. James Lemons was 
awarded a six week Summer 
Institute at Colorado School 
of Mines.

Although there are only a 
few students enrolled in Junior 
and Senior science courses in 
Spearman, Barkowsky and 
Butcher are not discouraged. 
They know that the classes 
will get bigger and better. Ma­

ny students and especially their 
parents are scared of Chemistry 
and Physics. This is a hold-over 
from the old days when teachers 
did make these subjects hard, 
and only a few honor students 
were able to lake the course. 
Not so now, says V i,, Butcher. 
The way we teach It, the stud­
ents w ill enjoy the clast and 
learn some much needed bade 
science information. And, 
with the national tests showing 
the Spearr-an studeris waring 
■u Mgii, toey arc wvuuk a real 
fine job.

S ex le ss  to say, the Spear­
man school board and Supt, 
Cunningham are proud of their 
science departmcM.Mr. Butch­
er did say that they were need­
ing some storage space, and 
Mr. Barkowsky said they were 
needing some electric plugs in 
their science room. Arid, you 
can bet that the school board 

will be interested in meeting 
these needs. And, this news­
papers wants to thank the 
school board and especially 
James Cunningham for inviting 
us to the meeting Tuesday ' 
mo; ling. We didn’t realize 
what a fine job that our school 
was doing in our science de­
partment. We were impressed, 
with both of these fine science 
teachers, and we like their 
methods of teaching. Who 
knows, some of their students 
might some day discover a 
cure for cancer, or "build a 
better mouse trap."

To what extent are Hansford 

rounty residents making use 
of tbe iMtallment credit 
jv iiU b le  to them?

How much does the average 
locsl family owe on purchases 
of cars, dishwashers, clothes 
j^ers. hi-fi sets, furniture 
,nd other articles?

More than it did a year ago, 
according to the Utest figures. 
That has been the normal pat- 
Ktn. However, the increase 
it  the debt load was less than 
i, most other years.

A principal reason is that, 
locally and in most other 
puB of the country, consum- 
^appear to have been bud- 
leilV themselves rather care­
fully, cutting down somewhat 
on their expenditures for non- 
taential goods and services.

At the same time, they have 
been paying their instalment 
debt at a faster clip than usual.

because of this self-control 
on the part of most consumers 
tnd because of steadilv rising 
ocomei, credit men feel 
ilistthe public has the situa­
tion well in hand and has not 
over-extended itself.

In Hansford County, in su i- 
ment debt at midyear came to 
an ertimated $1, 700 per fam­
ily, bated upon average earn­
ings and expenditures locally 
and upon national debt studies.

That is the overall average.* 
Some families owe consider­
ably more than this and others 
owe little or nothing.

For the local population at 
a whole, intulment debt to­
taled approximately 
W , 074,000 at the end of the 
fiscal year, it is estimated.

This takes into account 
loans for automobile purchas- 
os, credit for the purchase of 
other consumer goods, person­
al loans and loans for home 
repair and modernization.
Not Included are mortgage 
debt, charge account and sin­
gle payment loans.

According to the national 
studies, made by the Federal 
Hwerve Board, the University 
of Michigan's Survey Research 
Center and others, «ioigi all 
families that have instalment 
debt, the average amount 
owed it $1,540 per family.

This proposal would au tb a -  
Ize the Legislature to provide 
by special statute for consoli­
dation of government offices 
and functions of governm ea  
within any county In the 
State. It would allow a special 
law to be tailored to the re­
quests and desires of the peo­
ple o f any one county.

It would also allow a coun­
ty government, or any polit­
ical subdivision within the 
county, to contract one with 
anaher f a  perfam ance of 
any governmental functions 
either required a  authorized 
by the Constitution or laws of 
Texas under such terms and 
conditions which the Legisla­
ture may prescribe. The term 
"governmental functions" is 
defined to include all duties, 
activities, a  operations of 
statewide Importance in 
which the county acts f a  the 
State, as well as functions 
of local importance.

An amendment was adopt­
ed In 1933 providing for 
county home rule charters.
It is long and detailed and 
has never been used. In 1966 
a constitutional provision 
very similar to this proposal 
was approved, applicable 
only to Harris County. In 
1 9 ^  an amendment applic­
able to El Paso and Tarrant 
Counties was adopted.
Neither of these has been 
used, but the last one is the 
basis of the present proposal 
which would make its pro­
cedures available to all coun­
ties.

Tlie Impact of this amend­
ment, if adopted, would in 
a large part depend on the 
extent to which the Legisla­
ture implemented it with 
legislation. Should the im ­
plementation be broad, it 
might produce economies 
in some counties that would 
set a statewide pattern f a  
the combining of many of the 
functions of local government 
either by coaract a t by actual 
consolidations. It it a fertile 
field f a  experiment.

The Legislature would 
have the power under this 
proposed amendment to 
enact a mixed beverage 
law r «u U t ln g  the sale of 
mixed alcoholic beverages 
on a local option basis.

There has been a long 
rime debate on whether or 
not the constitutional pro­
hibition against "open 
saloom" would permit any 
sort of a "mixed drink" 
statute. The last Regular 
Session of the Legislature 
resolved the debate by sub­
mitting tliat decision to the 
State voters. The Legis­
lature has broad powers to 
regulate the manufacture, 
s*lc, possession and trans­
portation of intoxicating 
liquors, including the 
power to esublish a state 
monopoly on the sale of 
distilled liquors. These 
powers are also subject to 
local option elections.

When out State Constit­
ution was adopted in 1876.
It provided for submitting to 
the people of any locality 
the question of whether 
they would license or pro­
hibit saloons. During World 
War I both tlie nation and 
the sutc adopted prohib­
ition. The Federal Con­
stitutional Amendment was 
repealed In 1933. The pre­
sent provisions of out State 
Constitution allowing sale 
of liquor on local option 
basis were adopted in 1935.

This Amendment would 
apply to only Subsection 
(a ) of Sec. 20. ArUcle 
XVI, which prohibits the 
"open saloon", but It would 
still require local election 
permission to adopt any new 
law providing for mixed 
drinks.

Under local option there 
arc 129 counties in Texas 
which allow the sale of dis­
tilled liquor by the bottle in 
part or all of the county. In 
31 of these, sales are legal 
throughout the county. Tex­
as is one of the six states 
which prohibit liquor by the 
drink in saloons open to the 
public. The argumentt for 
and against sale of liquor 
by the drink are too well 
known to require listing here. 
The nujot issues in most 
discussions arc concerned 
with which method is most 
enforceable and most likely 
to result in temperance and 
respect for aw .

PROPOSITION 3 
SPECIAL TAX PROVISIONS 
FOR RANCH, FARM AND  
FOREST LANDS

You will be asked to vote 
FOR or AGAINST; "The Con­
stitutional Amendment to 
authorize the Legislature to 
r>rwide by law for the estab­
lishment of a uniform method 
or assessment of ranch, farm 
and forest lands, which shall 
be based upon tiie capability 
of such lands to support the 
raising of livestock and/or 
to produce farm and forest 
crops."

Four years ago a Constit*- 
utional Amendment was 
adopted which provided that 
land designated by its owner 
for agricultural use shall be 
assessed for tax purposes on 
the basis of its agricultural 
use only, though it might be 
more valuable for otlier pur­
poses. This means that land 
near a city, for example, 
can continue to be taxed on 
its valutas ranch or farm 
land so long as the owner 
wants to use it that wav, 
regardless of its worth for 
present of future develop­
ment as residential or in­
dustrial property.

To get this lower assessment, 
a number or provisions must 
be met. The land must be 
owned by natural persons. 
Products of the soil must be 
grown under natural con­
ditions , and as a business 
venture for profit. This 
must be tlie primary occupa­
tion and source of income of 
the owner. The repuirements 
for cUgibllty, filing, e tc ., 
are lengthy and detailed.

Under tlie proposed amend­
ment, the Legislature could 
do by law what the present 
wording of this section guar­
antees expressly and minutely. 
However, it would ctiange the 
impact from the owner app­
lying for a different consid­
eration to requiring tlie tax­
ing autliority to establish a 
uniform assessment on land 
meeting the statutory defini­
tions.

The purpose of the amend­
ment is to recognize the pro­
blems in inequities under tlie 
present assessing practices, 
particularly as applied to 
crops which U ke longer than 
one year to mature. Its 
term are so broad, however, 
the Legislature may find it 
difficult to define and limit 
their appUcatlon. Capability 
is capacity of being used or 
developed. It b  having the 
ability or qualities necessary 
for a purpose, in this instance 
for raising livestock or pro­
ducing crqss. The full ooc-

« tK^hboiing property, might 
M  affected by crops grown, or 
the breed of Uvestock raised.

The Legislature apparently 
could define what constitutes 
fann or i forest land. It might 
find such a definition neces­
sary in order to distinguish pro­
perty near enough a city, or 
an oil w ell, or other develop­
ment which it determines 
should be assessed on Us specu­
lative value.

While the amendment would 
allow the Legislature to adopt 
a new assessment method, it 
does requUe It. If the amend­
ment passes, aixl the Legislature 
does not act. asseuing the pol­
icies will revert to those In e f­
fect prior to November, 1966.
If and when it does adopt legis­
lation, the method of assess­
ment will have to be uniform, 
apparently in all cases and 
throughout the State. If the 
Legislature should feel it was 
necessary, this could include 
consolidation or astestlng 
authorities within certain areas, 
or some tort of state agency to 
insure uniform statewide appli­
cation of the law , or both. If 
either approach it reasonably 
successful and accepted, pres­
sure may be generated fo r uni­
form methods of attesting all 
other ad valorem taxes.

The powers are broad enough 
and the problems are big enough 
to spur tome new thinking and 
some new approaches to U x  
problems, and to other rela- 
tloru between local govern- 
menu and the Sute  
PROPOSTIDN 4 
RECONSTITUTING STATE  
BUILDING COMMISSION

At the election you w ill be 
asked to vote FOR or AGAINST; 
"The Constitutional Amend­
ment reconstituting the State 
Building Commission at a 
three-member appointive com 
mission."

This U a proposal to change 
the membership of the Sute  
Building Committioo from tute  
officials, ex -offic io , to three 
citizens appointed by the Gov­
ernor with the advice and con­
sent of the Senate. At present 
the Constitution requires that 
the Commission be compoMd 
of the Governor, the Anorney 
General and either the Chair­
man of the Sute Board of Con­
trol or another offleial designa­
ted by the Legislature.

If adopted, riie first appoint­
ment w ill be a member named 
for a two-year term, one for 
four years and one for six years. 
Thereafter the Governor w ill 
appoint a new member every 
two yean , for a six-year term. 
He w ill designate one member 
as Chairman and also fill the 
vacancy of any unexpired term.

This section of the Constitu­
tion creating a State Building 
Commission was adopted in 
November, 1954. T te  Corn- 
minion was authorized to ac­
quire property and construct 
and equip buildings for sute  
purposes. The first structure 
was required to be t^e Su te  
Supreme Court Building.Land 
hat been acquired and several 
buildings constructed in the de­
velopment of a capitol com ­
plex stretching nwthwatd from 
the main Capitol building.

The Commission has had 
available the revenue remain­
ing and unused each year from 
a two-cent ad valorem tax for 
confederate pensions. A  1968 
Constitutional Amendment pro­
hibits levy of this u x  after 
1976. The proposed amend­
ment would not change the f i ­
nancing provisions. After 1976 
the Commission would have 
available to it only the money 
the Legislature appropriates 
from the General Revenue Fund. 
The Amendment would be self- 
enacting.
PROPOSITION 5 
C O U N T Y  ROAD BONDS ON  
MAJORITY VOTE

You w ill be asked to vote 
FOR or AGAINST; "The Con­
stitutional Amendment author­
izing any counw, on the vote 
of a majority of iu  qualified 
property u x  paying electors, 
to issue road bonds in an 
amount not to exceed one- 
fourth of the assessed valua­
tion of the real property in the 
county.

Section 52, Article III of our 
Constitution allows counties, 
cities and other political sub­
divisions of theState to issue 
bonds for roads and turnpikes, 
and certain otlKt public im - 
provmenu, when authorized 
by two-thirds majority vote of 
the resident property taxpay­
ers voting thereon who are 
qualified electors.

The to u l bonds issued may 
not exceed one-fourth of the 
assessed value of real proper­
ty of the issuing authority.

The proposed amendment 
would rewrite this section to 
allow any county in the State 
to issue tends for roads and
turnpikes on the approval of a 
simple majority of those vot­
ing in an election, rather than 
the two-thirds majority pres­
ently required. The election 
would still be restricted to 
qualified electors who are re­
sident property uxpayers.

In 1968 a new Seetton 52e 
applying only to Dallas Coun­
ty was adopted. It w ill not be 
affected by this proposed 
amendment. The '68 amend­
ment allows road tends to be

qualifred voters taking part 
in the election.

The propoul to be voted 
on in November does not go  
this far. It would make only 
the one change, allowityj 
county bonds for construction, 
maintenance and operation of 
macadamized, graveled or 
paved roads or turnplles to be 
adopted by a vote of a simple 
majority, rather than the 
two-thirds now required. The 
amendment would be self- 
enacting.
PROPOSITION 6 
RAISING HOMESTEAD EX­
EMPTION FROM SSOOO to
<10^000

You will be asked to vote 
FOR or AGAINST; "The Con- 
Ritutlonal Amendment In­
creasing the value of the 
homestead which is exempt 
from SoOOO to $10,000. This 
limit applies to the value of 
the real property without re­
ference to any improvements 
on it. It applies to value at 
the time the property was 
designated a homestead, re­
gardless of later increases In 
value. A homestead must be 
used for the purposes of a 
home, or as a place to exer­
cise the calling or business of 
the bead of the fam ily. The 
rural homestead not in a town 
or city would remain at 200 ’ 
acres of land, which may be 
In one or more parcels, and 
includes the Improvements on

the land.
The homekead exemption 

originated In Texas. While 
governed by a Spanish Colon­
ia l law, Texas became fam il­
iar with exemptions for fam­
ily clothing, a minimum  
amount of furniture and the 
implements of the breadwin­
ner, none of which could 
be taken for forced paynwnt 
of debu. In an agricultural 
community it was natural 
that this concept should be 
extended to the family home 
and land.

The earliest homestead ex­
emption law was adopted by 
the Republic of Texas in 1 ^ 9 .  
It was wrinen Into the Con­
stitution when Texas became 
a State in 1845. Originally, 
the dollar value exemption for

urban lots was $2000. It was 
increased to $5000 in the 
Constitution of 1869. The 
Constitatton of 1876, which it 
our present Constitution, con­
tinued the u m e  exemption 
in itt ArticU  XV I, Sec. 51, 
which this proposal would 
amend.

The increase in the dollar 
amount of the exemption it 
urged at recognition of chang­
ing economic conditions and 
increased land co «s . Without 
going back to 1876, the lot 
which could be bought several 
years ago for $5000, and 
which may be still exempt as 
a homestead, could not in 
most instances be purchased 
today for the $10,000 pro­
posed at the new maximum. 
However, the exemption oper­

ates only at a floor under the 
welfare and fortunes of a fam ­
ily , and the question is whe­
ther the floor tteuld be raised.
