High Plains producers can
do two things to protect a» ainst
losses from the disease, "points
out Dr, Robert Berry, arca
plant pathologist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, "First of all, stubble
management is important,
Stubble shouid be turned un-
der so that it will not be
brought back up by land pre-
paration or cultivation,
Secondly, producers s-ould

plant as early as possible,”
Early Planting Is Important
Early planted corn scemed
to sustain less damage through-
out infected areas this past
season, explains the plant
pathologist, If the crop mat-
ures before large numbers of
spores are produced by the
discase-causing, fungus, losses
can be reduced substanially,
Planting blight resistant

sced is also a possibility, Such

seed will be available in limitec

quantities in 1971 and will be
selling at a premium, Since
there is only a sli¢ it chance
that the disease wi}l invade
the area, planting good
quality seed that is not-resis-
tant will be more economical
as well as a "good risk, " adds
Berry,

What About The High Plains?
What are the prospects for
the disease epidemic to spread
to corn fields in this area of

the state?

"Southern com leaf blight
will probably reach into the
High Plains again next year,"
says Berry, “"However, chances
are good that the infection will
only be slight, The disease
will have to enter a field from
spores carried by the wind
from infected areas, Also,
warm wet weather hastens
infection and these conditions
are usually rare on the High
Plains, We expect most
discase to develop late in the
season due to rainy weather in
September, "

Disease Symptoms Cited

In describing the symptoms
of the disease, the plant path-
ologist explains that oblong
lesions with tan centers and
dark brown, reddish borders
will appear on the plani leaves,
A yellow halo ofter forms just
outside the border, Leaf spots
are one-half to three-fourths
inch long and about one-fourth
inch wide,

Similar spots also occur on
husks, leaf sheaths and stalks,
Infections may peuetrate husk
layers until the fungus reaches
the keraels, thus destroying
the quality of the grain, Ear
shanks may also become in-
fected and weakened so that
ears fall from the plant, When
this occurs, penetration con-
tinues up through the cob, In-
fected cobs become limp and
break into several parts when
squeezed or dropped, This
comnlicates harvesting,

Stalk rots also occur when
the fungus penetrates the sur-
face, Under severe conditions,
stalks may break and create
a lodging problem,

Fungicides Available

"Several fungicides are clear-

ed for use on corn which serve

as protectants from the disease,"

points out Berry, "However,
treatment costs are high, from
three to four dollars per acre,
and several applications are
required to give satisfactory
control, So, fungicide con-
trol should be considered only
as a last resort on fields with
high yield potentials when a
damaging disease is occurring
in the area,”

Producers on the High Plains
may also be concerned about
the disease possibly infecting
grain sorghum, Says Berry,
"There are no reports of the
discase occurring on grain
sorghum, We will continue to
observe sorghum fields for all
discases, but we do not expect
to find the corn blight fungus
there, "
