Programs include 
public school assembly pro- 
nam s, teacher inservIce train­
ing workshops, publishing bools, 
p.oduaion and distribution of 
audio visual aids, seminars for 
churches and schools, a 150- 
man speakers bureau, research, 
legislative information service, 
arid an annual drug education 
workshop cp-sponsored with 
Baylor University.

The organizarion’s film 
strips and books are in use 
nationally and throughout the 
English-speaking world. Some 
TANE books have been trans­
lated into other languages.

Consumers

Individual will not be Uabk 
for any lou from unauthorized 
use of his credit card after he 
has repotted its disappearance 
to the issuer. The other law, 
titled the "Fair Credit Report­
ing A c t," gives contumen 
some rights against the use of 
erroneous data in the files of 
credit bureaus.

According to the law affect­
ing lost creolt cards, an Indl- 
vioual may report bytele­
phone or by letter to the issu­
er. Most companies will can­
cel use of the card once they 
have been notified. If the no­
tice is by letter, cancellation 
it effective the day the letter 
Is postmarked. For losses oc­
curring before notification, 
liability it limited to $50.

lost. So, if  a billfold or purse 
containing five credit cards is 
misplaced, the potential max­
imum liability 1$ a total of 
$250. If a husDand and wife 
lose their cards on a joint ac­
count, however, the total Ua- 
biUty is limited to $50.

The new law alto prohibits 
banks and other firms from 
mailing out unrequested cre­
dit cards. Companies mutt in­
form the user of hii rights and 
potertlal liabilities, plus they 
must assume the legal burden 
of paying for ttaUlities the 
card nouer may suffer.

The Fair Credit Repotting 
Act, the second new law pco- 
teedng contumen. generally 
forbids bureaus to tend out ad­
verse information that is more 
than seven yean old. The ex - 
ceptlont include bankruptcy, 
which may be reported up to 
14 yean; and Inivm ation in 
reports on those applying fot 
a loan or life insurance policy 
of $50,000 or mote, and those 
ai^lylng for a ,'ob with an an­
nual salary of $20, 000 or 
mote, botn situations having 
no time lim it.

Once informed that a credit 
bureau has hampered your cre­
dit, insurance or emplc 
status, vou have the rig 
obtain from that bureau all in­
formation In your file . The ex­
ception is medical Informa­
tion.

If the file contains false. In­
complete or inaccurate Infor­
mation about you. the material 
may be re-investi» ted by the 
credit bureau, anJ the findings 
sent at your request to all who 
have received your report with­
in the past six months or within 
the last two years, if the f ik  
was sent for employment pur­
poses.

If the credit bureau’s Inves­
tigation doesn’t settle the dis­
pute, you are entitled to insert 
a penonal statement of 100 
words In youi file . Your side of 
thD ito ty ,^ e n ; will be Includ­
ed in any future icport, and it 
abo may be sent to those who 
have already received the dis­
puted information.

A friend of mine told me 
about a couple of women who 
are Mind Control enthusiasts. 
They took on this pot plant 
tove making as a special pro­
jec t. Each b<ju^it plants. 
One they loved with great af­
fection. They talked nicely to 
the plant, told it how much 
they loved It. e tc . The other 
plant received no communica­
tion at all, only water, fertil­
izer and sunlight. The unloved 
plant withered and died. The 
other one thrived.

humans it beyond me, but 
someone saio when you pick a 
leaf off a tree, or pick a flow
er, the plant actually feels 
pain and lets out a high fre­
quency scream which can be 
heard only with a special In­
strument.

A man named Cleve Back- 
ster wrote an article for Na­
tional Wildlife in which he de­
scribed the results of his experi­
ments. Mr. B. wired plants to 
a polygraph (lie  detector) and 
tubjeaed the plant to various 
stimuli which he interpreted at 
"fear, apprehension, e t c ."  He 
corKluded that the general 
health of plants are Indeed af-

Buy a good 
one to start with. Guess he 
really meant that it was harder 
to love a lowly cull in the first 
place.

Boy I'm  glad to know that 
Ha te  can Idll plants. I intend 
to pay a special ca ll on each of 
my neighbors and see If I can't 
get them to conjur up a good 
hateful spell against the dande­
lions in our end of town. I sim­
ply cannot understand why those 
nasty things thrive In my yard.
1 certainly never loved them 
and have said so many times.

I came across all this inter­
esting material while doing re- 
searen on how to acquire a 
green thunb. This it all Mrs. 
Blackburn's fault. She present­
ed me with the prettiest poaed 
fern for Easter, complete with 
simple Instructions on how to 
make it grow. The plant needs 
no direct tun, you never have 
to fertilize it, and you mutt 
only water it once a week.Now 
you would think any fool could 
luck out on this one. But the 
plant hat already lost to many 
leaves it looks mote Ute a DM 
of ottrick feathers than anytning 
else.

It must need my special love. 
How do you mate love to a 
house plant? In secret. I know 
that. If anybody steps up on 
my front porch and catches me 
talking to that potted fet, they 
will get the net after me for 
sure. Do I say the tame tort of 
love words I speak to my Sia­
mese Cat P .C . and to  Billy?Or 
do I perform tome strange rite 
and ceremony, chant and 
swear secret and binding oaths?

D E T R  I MENTAL

AUSTIN-The Chinese Ring- 
neck pheasant Is one of the 
most handsome and sporty of 
game birds.

The Aslan import it establish­
ed through n on of Central 
United States, and its range 
includes parts of the Texas 
Panhandle.

Some Texas sportsmen have 
worried, however, about the 
fate of pheasants in such 
"Fringe" areas of its range. 
Texas has yet to ?njoy heavy 
concentrations such as those 
in Kansas and Nebraska, and 
some may have blamed hunt­
ing pressure for the failure of 
pheasants to become numerous 
in the Panhandle.

This is not the cate, Texas 
Paris and WiMUfe CHtpanment 
biologists say.

F o ^  and covet are the fac­
tors which control pheasant 
populations much more than 
does hunting pressure. Jack 
Panons. a regional wildlife 
supervisor, said as many as 
90 percent of the cocis can 
be harvested in a year wfth- 
out hurting the re^oductive 
pttential of the overall popu­
lation. '

"If a sex ratio as low as 
one cock to 15 hens remains 
for the nesting season there 
still will be Mgh egg fertility 
and production,." Parsons said. 
The bag limit during the nine 
day season in the Panhandle 
Regulatroy District was two 
cocks per day. with four in 
possession.

Families 

In County
How big is the average fam­

ily in Hansford County'' Are 
local families larger or small­
er than those in other commu­
nities’

The question of family size, 
family planning and the plac­

ing of limitations on the con- 
cemration of population to 
keep it within manageable 
levels has become the subject 
of a national dialogue.

Biologists, ecologists and 
others are greatly concerned 
about the steady deterioration 
of the environment through 
air pollution, the piling up of 
Waste products, the contami­
nation of rivets and lakes arxl 
the rapid rate at which we are 
using up our natural resources.

As voiced by Prof. John 
Thomas ofStanford Ltnivenity, 
"'\7ien we can deal adequate­
ly with the people we have 
now, ^vlng everyone enough 
food, housing, clothing, peace, 
love, purpose and opportunity 
to achieve and fulfill them­
selves, we can then talk about 
more people and larger popul­
ations—not before."

In Hansford County, accord­
ing to the currer# census fig­
ures, which show a population 
of 6, 351 distributed among 
some 1,995 households, there 
is an average of 313 persons 
per 100 local households.

This Is less than Is reported 
for most sections of the United 
States, the average being 320 
per 100 households. In the 
West South Central States It is

325.
l^ e  Department of Com­

merce points out that, with 
mortality conditions as they 
are now, the number of child­
ren born need only be 2 .1 3  
per family to maintain the 
national ^pulatlon at its pre­
sent level.

Actually, In recent years, 
the number of children per 
family has been far greater 
than tnat, 3 .18 , which ac­
counts for the overall growth 
in population. 1 3 .3  percent 
in the last 10 vears.

President Nixon has taken 
note of the rising poiulation 
pressures and their affect on 
the quality of daily life by ap­
pointing a "Commission on 
Population Growth and the 
American Future, " with John 
D. Rockefeller 3rd as chair­
man.

It does not mean that gov­
ernment is going to tell par­
ents that they can have only 
one or nvo cnildren. Rather,
It is explained, it will seek to 
anticipate and deal with 
growth and migration prob­
lems.

Vet Home Loans 
Requests Reach 
New High Level

Veterans' home loan requests- 
In March 1971 reached their 
highest level In many years. 
Jack Coker. Veterans Admin­

istration Regional Office Dir­
ector said. Of the 86,816 e l­
igibility certificates requested 
VA-wide, 3 ,300  requesu were 
made to the Waco Regional 
Office,.

The 3 ,300  requests processed 
by the Waco Regional Office 
from veterans seeking to es­
tablish eligibility for GI home 
loans was a 134 percent jump 
over March 1970, and the most 
of any month since inception 
of the program.

The 86,816 March 1971 re­
quests nationwide was a 120 
percent ItKrease over the same 
month last year,

Coker said factoB wMch 
seem to be stimulating greater 
activity in VA's home loan 
program are the Veterans 
Housing Act of 1970, and the 
recent lowering of mortgage 
Interest rates.

He poirted out the V earan's 
Housing Act has liberal pro­
visions, including one which 
le'tored unused, expired home 
loan benefits to 8 .9  million 
World War II arxi Korean Con­
flict veterans, and another 
which autiiorlzed VA to guar­
antee mobile home loans for 
veterans and servicemen.

Cckrr said the three cuts in 
mott'age Interest rates starting 
last December--ftom 8 .5  to 
the current 7 perccnt--and the 
resultant savings on monthly 
home mortgage payments, 
appirently are encouraging 
mote veterans and seriveemen 
ns enter the home-buying 
market.

Mr. Dies emphasized that 
Notaries Publls should not send 
requests for appointment or for 
commissions directly to the 
Secretary of State Inasmuch as 
the law specifically requires 
that the county Clerk approve 
N ou ^  Bonds and forwara cop­
ies of the application to the 
Secretary or State.
