M E M O R I A L  
RITES HELD FOR 
MARION GLOVER
Funeral rites for a long-time 

Spearman resident, Mr. Mar­
ion Glover.were held at 2 p. 
m. Saturday in Abikne, Texas, 
where he had lived for the past 
year. He was 82 years old.

A speial memorial service 
was held at 3 p .m . Sunday, 
Oct. 31 at the First Baptist 
Church in Evant, Texas where 
the Glovers had lived since 
1958. Masonic graveside rites 
were conducted at the Evant 
cemetery following the funeral 
services.

Mr. Glover died suddenly 
Friday, Oct. 29 of a heart at­
tack. Mr. and Mn. Glover 
were starting on a trip to Okla­
homa, and were backing out 
of the drive when he slumped 
over the steering wheel.

Mr. and Mn. Glover moved 
to Spearman back in the early 
1920's and lived here until 
they moved to Evant in 1958 
where they had ranch land.
They built a home in Abikne 
about a year ago and moved 
there to ne near their son.

He was a farmer-rancher in 
Hansfoid County and owned 
extensive city property and 
rent building here at the time 
of his death. Mr. Glover was 
engaged in business here at 
various times through the yean. 
He owned and operated the 66 
\v7iolesale OH Company, and 
later buib the large brick build­
ing out on the Wgnway which 
housed his Oldsmobile Agency 
for several yeais.

Vihen the building boom 
started in Spearman and ho.ne 
sites were so badly needed, Mr, 
Glover divided Into lots some 
of his farm land and had it an­
nexed into the City of Spear­
man. The Glover addition it lo­
cated in the south part of Spear­
man, from 9ih street south.
Mr. and Mn. Glover donated a 
2 - block plot of land located on 
Evans & Archer streets in this 
section as a city park several 
yean ago, dedicating it to 
their deceased daughter.

Mn. Glover is currently 
making her home in Abikne. 
Other survivon include one son, 
Billy Jack, 4 grandchildren 
and one sister.

Local R es id en t

How much richer would 
Hansford County residents he 
today if they had not had to 
pay taxes during the last 10 
y ean ’

How big a chunk was extract­
ed from their pay envelopes in 
that period for Federal Ire ome 
and social security taxes’

For those people who tiavc 
often thought atwir their tax 
load and wondered how much 
of their income is shuttled off 
each year without tlielt ever 
teeing it, the Tax Foundation 
has done tome Hguring atfl 
come up wItJi some answers, 
based upon family averages.

Currentlv.it finds, the fiist 
13 houn 01 woflaime in any 
week go to pay Federal, state 
and lo ia l tax M lb. In other 
wonls, a local worker has to 
put in all day Morxiay and part 
of Tiiesday to earn enough 
for his taxes.

A major part of it represents 
the amount I'ncle Sam with­
holds from paychecks for his 
two biggest taxes--incom e and 
social security. This combina­
tion more than doubled in the 
last 10 years, due partly to 
higher earnings.

In llansfoRl County, as in 
most parts of the country, gross 
Income rose sharply In tnat 
period.

All told, the average fam­
ily in the local area earned a 
grand total, prior to taxes, of 
about $112, 500 in the past 10

The Tax Foundation estim ­
ates that If these and the other 
levies passed on to consumets 
were included, it would be 
found that the govemmeit co l­
lects anotlier $74 In such taxes 
fot every $100 it receives via 
Income and social security tax­
es.

Applied to  Hansford County,

the figures indicate that the 
local population paid an esti­
mated $10,800 per family In 
hidden taxes in the 10 yean.
