Council approves lower tax rate

The Friona city council met in
regular session Monday August 10.
Councilman Greg Lewellen was ab-
sent, Mayor Rick White presided.

The first item of business was to
hear from Parmer County Appraisal
District chief appraiser Jill Timms
about setting the property tax rate
for the new fiscal year, October 1,
2015 through September 30, 2016,
After a brief discussion the council
approved a .7512 rate per $100 of
assessed value, a decrease from the
current rate of .7979.

After her visit to the city council
meeting Mrs. Timms was scheduled
to give presentations to the Frio-
na, Bovina, and Lazbuddie school
boards. She had a busy night.

Friona Police Chief Isidro Jimenez
gave the July police activity report.
The officers made 111 stops in July

and issued 57 citations. They had a
total of 250 calls for service.

A property bid on 1.08 acres was
awarded to the credit union and the
city approved the purchase of 160
acres north of the city from John
Mars. A discussion on a rate increase
by Republic Services for trash pick-
up in the city was held but no action
taken. The city manager was au-
thorized to transfer funds from the
water & sewer to the general fund,
from the sewer account to the inter-
est and sinking fund, and from the
general fund to the fire department.
She was also authorized to transfer
funds for Prairie Acres as needed
until the ownership transfer is of-
ficial.

At the request of the Chamber of
Commerce, the council approved
sidewalk sale permits for all mer-

chants every year during Maize
Days, Cheeseburger Festival, July 4,
and Christmas in the Park. It means
merchants can hold a sidewalk sale
during those four events without in-
dividual permits.

The council reviewed and ap-
proved an updated ordinance per-
taining to firearms and shooting
ranges within the city limits outlin-
ing the limits and penalties.

The council will hold a budget
workshop August 31 at 6:30 p.m. On
that agenda the council will face the
discussion of an increase of 25% in
health insurance premiums for city
employees.

Texas launches tolll-free number for older Texans

The Texas Department of
Aging and Disability Ser-
vices (DADS) has launched
a toll-free number to help
qualifying Texans connect

-with long-term care services.

The telephone number is
1-855-937-2372. It has been
set up to help older adults
(60 and up) who currently
receive Medicaid and/or
Medicare, people of all ages
with disabilities, and care-
givers.

The growing population
of aging Texans, in addi-
tion to the approximately
four in 10 Texans who
have some type of disabil-
ity, has created demand for
the new number. Accord-
ing to the 2010 census,
Texas has the third largest
aging population (65 and
older) in the United States.
More than 3 million Tex-
ans are over the age of 65,

ed to more than double to
7.5 million by 2040.

The new number stream-
lines the process for those
seeking information about
long-term care services,
which include personal care,
nursing care, help around the
house, and help for caregiv-
ers.

“Texans who take advan-

tage of the new number will
speak with a trained profes-
sional who can help identify
their needs and put them in
touch with service provid-
ers in their area,” said Jon
Weizenbaum, DADS com-
missioner. “We think this
approach” will help Texans
receive the services they are
eligible for much more effi-
ciently.”

When Texans call the
number, they will be routed
to a representative at the
nearest Aging and Disability
Resource Center (ADRC)

based on the ZIP code they
enter. ADRCs provide infor-
mation and help connect in-
dividuals to state and federal
benefits. They are linked to
hundreds of service provid-
ers statewide and can help

Texans enroll for services if

requested. ADRC represen-
tatives are available Monday
through Friday, from 8 a.m.
to 5 p.m., and this service is
free.

Additionally, the new
number will help existing
Medicare/Medicaid recipi-
ents ensure they are receiv-
ing all the long-term care
services they are eligible for.

Unlike the Texas 2-1-1
number, which provides
broad referral services for all
Texans seeking assistance,
this new . toll-free number
is dedicated to older adults,
people with disabilities, and
caregivers who need long-
term care services.

Overlooked Resource

Frionans have learned to
appreciate and how to brag on
the resources of their commu-
nity. Most any interested citi-
zen of the community can cite
statistics off the cuff on water,
land, transportation, climate,
the people, and other factors
which go to make Friona a
good town to live in.

However, there 1s one “nat-
ural” resource in Friona that is
not being viewed in its proper
perspective. In fact, it isn’t
even considered a resource
in the usual sense. But we
believe that we can show you

where this factor truly has a
bearing on Friona’s future.

We are speaking of the
babies born here. In a report
filed last week, Justice of the
Peace Walter Loveless noted
that in July, 19 tiny lives had
their -beginning in our com-
munity.

What will become of those
197 No doubt, the figure in-
cludes several who were born
to parents residing in town,
but likely the majority of chil-
dren being bormn in Parmer
County Community Hospital
are from Friona proper.

As these lives mature, the
community will have innu-
merable  opportunities—in
fact, a constant opportu-
nity—to impress on young
and pliable minds the good
things and bad about living in
Friona.

When the time comes that
these boys and girls are ready
to leave Friona to attend col-
lege elsewhere in preparation
for life, will they be thinking
of coming back to where they
got their start? Or will they
have no encouragement to do
so?

If, by opening more oppor-
tunities, Friona could manage

to attract young and eager men

and women to return to this
community to work and live
when the time comes to “set-

tle down,” then there is little
doubt but what this commu-
nity’s future would be assured.

It’s worth thinking about.

We’re Learning

When the fire alarm
sounded Monday evening,
the usual pattern of rushing
feet and craning necks could
be observed all over town as
citizens strove to answer their
natural curiosity concerning
the whereabouts of the fire.

Also there was the usual
line-up of cars after the de-
partment’s truck had swished
by on its way to the fire. How-
ever, the scene of the fire it-
self indicated that Friona resi-
dents have come a long way
in controlling their morbid
curiosity.

Most persons were thought-
ful enough to park their cars
at a safe distance from the
scene, so as not to interfere
with the operation of the de-
partment.
