What is Veterans Day?

It was proclaimed Armi-
stice Day by President Wood-
row Wilson in 1918 at the end
of World War I (WWI), the
war to end all wars ...on the
11th hour of 11th day of 11th
month...to honor all veterans.

Armistice Day was de-
clared on November 11, 1918
just before the Influenza Pan-
demic, a nasty side effect of
the end of the war, struck.
The Spanish Influenza or ‘La
Grippe’...claimed 50 to 100
million lives worldwide com-
pared to 8.5 million to 10.8
million lives lost to the war
worldwide...these  statistics
vary considerably as you can
see. These statistics were
worse than those from the
Black Death Bubonic Plague
in the Middle Ages from 1347
to 1351.

“In the fall of 1918 the
Great War in Europe was
winding down and peace was
on the horizon. The Ameri-
cans had joined in the fight,
bringing the Allies closer to
victory against the Germans.
Deep within the trenches these
men lived through some of the
most brutal conditions of life,
which it seemed could not be
any worse. Then, in pockets
across the globe, something
erupted that seemed as be-
nign as the common cold.
The influenza of that season,
however, was far more than a
cold. In the two years that this
scourge ravaged the earth, a
fifth of the world's population
was infected. The flu was most
deadly for people ages 20 to

40. This pattern of morbid-
ity was unusual for influehza
which is usually a killer of'the
elderly and young children. It
infected 28% of all Americans
(Tice). An estimated 675,000
Americans died of influenza
during the pandemic, ten
times as many as in the world
war. Of the U.S. soldiers who
died in Europe, half of them
fell to the influenza virus and
not to the enemy (Deseret
News). An estimated 43,000
servicemen mobilized for
WWI died of influenza (Cros-
by). 1918 would go down as
unforgettable year of suffering
and death and yet of peace.”
Molly Billings, June 1997

In November 1919, Presi-
dent Wilson proclaimed No-
vember 11 as the first com-
memoration of Armistice Day
with the following words:
"To us in America, the reflec-
tions of Armistice Day will
be filled with solemn pride
in the heroism of those who
died in the country’s service
and with gratitude for the
victory, both because of the
thing from which it has freed
us and because of the oppor-
tunity it has given America
to show her sympathy with
peace and justice in the coun-
cils of the nations..." We are
requested to fly the flag on
that day.

Veterans Day was named
as a national holiday in 1938
and changed from Armistice
Day to Veterans Day by Presi-
dent Dwight D. Eisenhower in
1958 following WWII.
